Such
a record should be kept by some
public service organization so that
people who are intercited in the
Slaton area as a future home could
know what has been done to make
Slaton such a wonderful home
town and one where a lot of folks

want to come back to after they
move away,

Mrs. Hilbers and Edward
Leon (Pete) Phillips were treated
for head injuries at Mercy Hos-
pital. The car turned over several
times. The two other passengers
in the car, Elliott Foster and Isa-
&el Hanrion, both of Slaton, were
released after examinations. How-
ever, Miss Hanrion was readmitted
to the hospital late Sunday.

The accident occurred one block
off U. S. Highway 84 on Railroad
Avenue, The car caught on tha
rear of the boxcar which was be-
ing switched into the siding and
rolled over down the street for
about 50 feet. The car was almost
completely demolished. The steer-
ing wheel and windshield support
to the top was broken off and
pushed down into the front scat
arca.

Hilbers was a veteran of World
War 11 having served 19 months
vverseas with the Army. Services
were held in St. Joseph's Church,
Tuesday, February 6, at 9 o'clock
a. m. with Rev, T. D, O'Brien of-
¢iciating. Burial was in Englewood

The 1951 theme for the meeting
is “Perfect love casts out fear”
I John 4:18 y

The regular annual observance
of the World Day of Prayer began
in 1887 when " Mrs. Darwin R.
James, president of the Vomen's
Board of Home Missions of the
Presbyterian Church in the U.S.
A., called on all Presbyterian wo-
men in the United States to gather |
in their own communities on a
specified date to pray for home
missions. The response was so
great that a day was set apart |
annually. In the early nineties,
under the leadership of two out- |
standing Baptist women, Mrs, Hen-
ry W. Peabody and Mrs. Helen
Bar_rcu Montgomery, a day was
designated for united prayer for
foreign missions. For many yearg
home and foreign mission groups
observed days of prayer seperately,
but in 1919 they came together.
In 1920 the women of Canada join-
ed them. The first Friday in Lent”
was chosen as the day of praycr
for missions, home and foreign,

Missionaries spread the idea of
a day of prayer and at the re-
quest of many friends in other
lands, it became a World Day of
Prayer in 1927. Today the pro-
gram is sent by request in advance
to ninety-two countries

There has been uninterrupted
growth in the movement from ity
Inception, and there are now ap-
proximately 15,000 observances in
the United States alone. Services
begin in New Zealand and the
Fiji Islands, west of the date line,
and continue throughout the day,
closing with the observances in
Alaska, and on the Tonga Islands,
where Queen Salote leads her de-
vout subjects in prayer,

The purpose of the Day is to
unite Christians around the world
in prayer, Each year the World
Day of Prayer Committee o(lyq
United Council of Church Women
invites one or more women from
a chosen country to write the
services

One half of the offerings in the
United States is given to the Home
Missions Council of North Amer-
ica and is used in Christian edu-
cation in government Indian
Schools in the U. S. and Alaska;

The New Yorker of January 20 describes an interest-
Ing television show:

Sundn_\j afternoons at four-thirty, N.B.C. takes its
cameras to the Lincoln Park 200, in Chicago, for a highly enter-
taining and informative half-hour program calledt “Zoo Parade.”
Many factors contribute to the success of this presentation, the
most obvious one being that the chief participants, the perman-
ent, caged residents of Lincoln Park, don't give a hoot whether
they turn out to be whizbangs on television or not. Ratings
mean nothing to them (what is Hooper to a gorilla or a gorilla
to Hooper?), options mean nothing to them, and no one of them
is running for public office. As a result, they play their parts
with refreshing straightforwardness and a refreshing  lack of
concern for the on-looker, Another factor is the presence on the
program of the Zoo's director, R, Milan Perkins, an articulate and
witty man who not only is remarkably at case with his charges but
has the faculty of transmitting to the audience a good deal of nat-
ural history within a short period of time. The other Sunday,
for example, Mr. Perkins opened his program by displaying a
five-foot python( which was entwined around his arm. From
where I sat, I would say that although Perkins had a good grip
(at the neck) on the python, the python had an equally good
grip on Perkins, and I admired the cool, detached manner in
which Perkins told us a few general facts about pythons. After
several minutes of exposition, he confessed that his hand was
beginning to go numb, a condition he blandly ascribed to “lack
of circulation.” An assistant helped disengage the python, and
Mr. Perkins, still quite casual about the matter, informed us
that left to itself, the python would have squeezed the life out
of him.

Jack Kapp, president of Decca Records before his death
in 1948, was interested in talking to college students. On every
campus, said Mr. Kapp, he was asked, “What chance have 1 got
in this system?”

Well, college students have always been skeptical be-
fore diving into the somewhat disconcerting whirlpool of that first
job hunt. But today the disbelicf is part of a world weariness
that afflicts even those who have good jobs and secure riches in
adult society. Undergraduates can hardly be blamed for reflect-
ing a phiolosophical attitude that is cultivated not merely by the
young but by practically everybody, even some of the professors,

There was a peculiar irony, however, when disbeliev-
ing questions were addressed to Jack Kapp, of all people; For
Mr, Kapp was proof that no man in America is destined by cir-
cumstances to spend his life behind a large and immovable ecight
ball. Mr. Kapp was born in Chicago in 1901, the son of a house-
to-house canvasser for the old Columbia Phongraph Co. He work-
ed his way through high school as an errand boy. In 1926 he was
in charge of the Brunswick Co.'s “race record division"—mean-
ing that his business was to go around the country making re-
cordings by Negro talent.

In 1934 Mr. Kapp decided the time had come to strike
out on his own. “What chance did he have?” The record busi-
ness was near the all-time low. Radio had forced the bankruptcy
of hundreds of record companies; only two remained. “Everything
was in the hands of a few people.” 3 :

Mr. Kapp proceeded to prove that a “closed” field is
the softest of touches. As he himself put it, any company which
casts itself in the role of “custodian of the status quo” is destined
to die. With the record business on the rocks because of status
quo custodians, Mr. Kapp hived up in the public library for a
week to study old record catalogues. He discovered that the busi-
ness was oriented toward Europe; there were 1200 recordings
of Chopin to few of Irving Berlin. You could get plenty of
foreign voice, but U. S. singers such as Bing Crosby were con-
sidered infra dig. ; :

All of this gave Mr. K:xp}) an idea. Bucking the rest of
the industry, which considered it foolish to put entire musical-
comedy scores into album form. Mr. Kapp made thousands ~of
dollars by selling Gershwin scores complete. He made Bing
Crosby a rich man. :

Mr. Kapp liked to repeat the words from Emerson’s
The American Scholar: “We will walk on our own feet; we will
work with our own hands; we will speak our own minds.” Emer-
son isn't much favored these days, and the modern American
scholar might insist that Mr. Kapp had a monopoly in four-leaf
clovers. :

LAYERS NEED A
MID-WINTER BOOST?

With a productive laying flock
in the hen house and sizable CcEE
checks rolling in each weck, poul-
trymen sometimes overlook  the
needs  of their birds, believing
(erroncously) that a good flock,
once given adequate feed and
water, will practically take care
of itself. Such lax thinking may
frequently lead to sudden drops
in production and sickness among
valuable layers

To keep your layers healthy
and productive, you should con-
stantly be alert for flock irregul-
arities, taking care to correct any
faulty management as soon as it's
noticed.

Give Birds A Lift
It is of special importance this
time of year to watch for weak,
rundown layers, Mid-winter often
brings reduction in egg output,
mainly because layers begin to feel
the strain of heavy egg production.
Birds in heavy production for sev-
eral months will usually benefit
considerably from a little special
care, extra attention, or some ad-
ditional disease control measures.
Since feeding is all-important,
you can do a great deal for your
laying flock by concentrating on
feed consumption. Take an interest
in nutrition. See to it that your
birds get plenty of green, succulent
feeds. Trimmings from vegetable
stores, cabbage, carrots, raw ap-
ples, silage and mangel beets are
excellent because they help perk
up sluggish appetites. Alfalfa h{ny
is a valuable protein and vitamin
source, so feed it when possible.

Fresh Water Supply

In addition to a good feeding
program, you should also pay par-
{ticular attention to birds' drink-
ing water. During the remaining
cold days there is the danger that
water vessels may freeze over. If
this happens, throats of your lay-
ers may get pretty dry. And when
birds stop drinking, they soon stop
laying. So provide your layers with
plenty of fresh drinking water—
and keep it warm. Well insulated
heating cable coiled and bound a-
gainst water pipes is good protec-
tion against frozen drinking water.
Also help your layers do better
by giving them a longer laying
day, Artificial lighting, used  to
give the laying flock a 14:hour
day, can greatly increase total egg
production. Light bulbs in the lay-
ing house also help furnish a
degree of heat, a factor which is
importan tduring chilly winter
weather,
