When the Wilks moved to Sl.i- 
ton in December of 1922 there 
\v.is no pavement and no sewage 
Mr. Wilks remoinbor.s that •■old, 
Dobbin was still in esidenee," an ' 
the mail and freight was carried 
from the railroad to tiie pl'.̂ t of­
fice by means of a horse drawn 
wagon. .Most of the bu,sine.̂ s firms 
in town were locatc<i on the north 
side of the .s(pinre, and the City 
Hall h.ad just been completed.

Most of the people in Slaton 
depended on windmills for thidi' 
water supply. A small, indepen­
dent electric company was in busi­
ness at tliat time so that nearly 
everyone in town had electric 
lights.

Both the Methodist and Baptist 
churches were established then. 
Although the high school building 
had not been constructed the two 
ward schools were in operation. 
Professor Sone was superinten­
dent of schools here then.

When Mrs. Wilks was a young 
girl she moved from Brcckenridge 
to Snyder with her father. Judge 
C. R. Kinchen, who was an at­
torney as well .as a newspaper edi­
tor. The rest of the Kinchen fam­
ily moved to Snyder later. .Mrs. 
Wilks helped her father in the 
newspaper business in Brcckcn- 
ridge and also in Snyder. She us­
ed to set type by h.ind and describ­
es herself as a “fast number’’ at 
setting type.

She first saw Mr. Wilks at church 
one Sundav evening. Me was a 
"cowboy” at that time, and she 
became interested in him right 
away. However, her parents didn't 
allow her to go out with boys 
then, so it w.is quite some time 
before they became sweetheart:! 
and finally married.

Mr. Wilks worked for the Santa 
Fc from 1918 until 1945 when he 
retired. When he moved to Sla­
ton, the Harvey House was still 
in operation. "Uncle George” Mar­
riott was superintendent of the 
reading room, Mr. Wilks recalls. 
l>atcr, Harvey House was convert­
ed into the present main Santa Fe 
building here

Mrs. R. G. Shankle composed 
the following verse and dcdicatcrf 
it to Mr. and Mrs. Wilks on their 
golden anniversary;

’’You are a couple whom we 
greatly admire. Not young ti.1

According to 
John Suits, manager of the Slaton 
office of the West Texa- G; ■ i o 
there were 1315 gas meters in use 
in J.inuarv, 1950. there are M ;i 
in use today. The Southwestern 
I’ublic Service Co. t-ould not eivr 
an accurate comparison betwi-eii 
January, 19-50 and January, 1951. 
because in 1950 the Southland 
Community lights and ixiwer were 
handled through the Slaton office. 
Tlie arrangements have been 
changed.

The increase of 300 in Slaton 
population i.s figured on an esti­
mate of thn e people to the fam­
ily.

11 is a litllo bit irritating when 
folks in tlie stores and those try­
ing to sell goods say ‘This is tlio 
only one we have left and when 
we get more, if we do. it is going 
to cost more. If yon are going to 
need some of tliese you’d better 
buy now."

And tile trouble is that its true 
and slio nuff if yon don't buy to­
day wtien you gel back ne.\t week 
Hie stores are out of (bis or that 
or the doggone stuff lias gone to 
M id i !l liigli price lliat you feel 
that you cannot afford to buy. You 
lUil it off and when you later do go 
back and endeavor to get wliat 
you want, the item 1ms gone up 
in price again.

.Many things have gone so liigli 
that folks are refusing to buy and 
I would not bo surprised if the 
mcrchant-s are not going to bo ear­
thing a lot of liigh priced merchan­
dise for .1 long time.

Not long ago Joe Walker. Jr. 
came into the office and asked tlic 
price of a two drawer steel filing 
cabinet. The one lie was looking 
at had been in slock several months 
and liad a price tag on it that had 
been placed there when it first 
came. Prices had advanced seve­
ral times but 1 had no idea as to 
what tho m.arket price of the cabi­
net was. He bumiicd it. tilted it. 
pulled out the drawers, and tasted 
it and pronounced it slightly un­
sound in mind and with a weak 
heart but was still considering it 
when tho .salesman who sold me 
the file came in. Having heard that 
steel filing cabinets were up a 
little in price J .asked the sales­

I have escaped death at the hand 
of an enemy in a way so amazing 
I  am still in a daze. You remem­
ber I told you when I knew I w as 
going over, I was going over arm­
ed with too Bible? . . . .  That 
Bible is the reason I am still hero

and able to write this letter to 
all America . . .

Here is the story: My buddy and 
1 were sent out on duty with our 
equipment in the work I told you 
before was our job. We had just 
received information. The most 
important for weeks. When we 
were discovered by the enemy. 1 
gave my buddy the information 
we had collected, told him to beat 
it, prepareti myself to face them.

He was amazed when
rolled over and tried to get up.

lyTho forc6 of the bullet had only 
stunned me. Dazedly, 1 woudered

:I mean boxes). He jumped over 
bunks. He even ran outside and 
shouted to the whole camp.

Before each decisive victory any­
where over here, sometimes for 
houi’s, even for days, there has 
been a feeling of people proying 
far away. The feeling is so strong, 
you can hear. One of the men, the 
most stubborn of them, said in the 
stillness of the night. ’God. did you 
hear anything? Sounded like peo­
ple praying from .some distant 
place. Must be hearing things in j 
this dead place.’

So pray, everyone. It will have | 
to come from afar. No one pray.s | 
in this land of utter desolation. : 
God has turned His face away | 
from the horror and destruction ; 
man has brought on himself.

.Again, 1 plead, tell America to 
pray! This war will not end until 
nations and people have paid in 
blood and tears for thrusting God 
out of their lands, and tell them 
for God’s sake to send Bibles, and 
more Bibles, and more Bibles! A 
Bible will give him confidence 
that God is with him. I’d like to 
have this letter broadcast from 
every radio station in America. Try 
to get it on the air. in the papers, 
in anything that is printed. Make 
copies of it. Send it from coast to 
coast. Tell them the Army wants, 
prayers and Bibles.

1 could go on, but I am so tired, 
so weary. But in all so happy to 
M'c them coming to God one by 
one. So tell them to pray. Atone 
for sin. and keep praying. And 
when you send things to your boys, 
.send Bibles. They want Bibles.

Is The Atom Bomb Our Greatest Danger?
One of the greatest problems before the people of the 

United States today and of the citizens of this area particularly 
is on controlling traffic.

And closely lied up lo the traffic problems are the 
problems of controlling the liquor traffic. 'There are hundreds 
of regulations that have been tried and have not solved the pro­
blem. It has been found that the passage and enforcement of 
very strict laws both for drivers who are not intoxicated and 
even more stringent ones for those who have not worked satis­
factorily in California. It is a penitentiary offense to be found 
guilty a second time of driving a car while intoxicated in that 
state, but the courts are clogged with c.ises filed against people 
for second and third offenses of driving while intoxicated, and 
the jails and prisons arc full of people convicted of such offens­
es, but still California has just about as many automobile accidents 
as occur in other states.

The automobile manufacturers are partially to blame 
for the conditions because thev keep on making automobiles that 
will travel faster and faster which in turn are turned over to ir­
responsible or careless drivers who are as dangerous as an atom 
bomb.

The liquor dealers and the automobile dealers will 
eventually bring on such conditions that the National Govern­
ment will have to take cognizance of what is going on or the 
liquor dealers and auto manufacturers will kill off most of their 
customers.

Opportunity Is Knocking At Slaton’s Door!
Although there are many limitations to expansion and 

improvements for individuals and for the growth of communities 
there are still ways where a town may take advantage of oppor­
tunities that are present now and may never come again to a 
place like Slaton.

Situated, as we are, in the center of the most prosper­
ous cotton growing area in tlie nation and with the crowded sit­
uation as it LS in most all communities there are some induce­
ments that Slaton can offer the farmers in this area that would 
be most attractive.

Most every farmer will admit that shopping conditions 
in Lubbock are getting very difficult and, if possible, most of them 
would prefer to do all of their buying in Slaton, however there 
are few if any conveniences offered to the farmers' family when 
they come to Slaton. There arc no rest rooms provided that are 
suitable for people who arc particular, there is little in the way 
of amusements and the class of merchandise is not varied enough.

To provide these things Ls not one man’s task, nor i>or- 
haps, no one civic organizations task, but, Slaton has a real op­
portunity to make the town the most atlraclive business center 
that it has ever been.

It is .admitted that'traffic congestion is not ns big a 
problem here as it Ls in Lubbock and it is suggested that provid­
ing a suitable place for farm families to have sanitary accommo­
dations is not out of the reach of the town if an active campaign 
were inaugurated to secure them. Some worth while amusements 
could also be brought to Slaton if the proper kind of organization 
should go after it and there are signs that more and better stocks 
of merchandise wilT become available soon.

It would not be a wbrth'while effort just to make Sla­
ton a bigger town. The community has an opportunity not only to 
become a bigger one, but a much better one, a place where folks 
can get things they need, enjoy modem living and where folks 
will say “this is the kind of town I enjoy."

A.S generally regarded, a gootl 
poullryman will read about 00', 
of the chickens brooded. Consid­
ering the tremendous number of 
factors which influence the gootl, 
or bad, growth of chickens, OO';!' 
is quite commendable—and it cer­
tainly represents a successful poul­
try raising venture.

Many raisers achieve this suc­
cess willi their chickens. Some 
even operate with fewer losses. 
But far loo many fall short of the 
90'.; mark—even tliough poultry 
raising is being made easier each 
year.

Of course, there are many rea­
sons why these raisers fail. Poor 
management, low quality chicks, 
bad nutrition, lack of sanitation, 
:iiul numerous other factors have 
an influence on the good growth 
of a chicken flock.

Critical Chirk Period
But a major cause of higli flock 

mortality is the grower's failure 
to give his birds proper attention 
during the critical baby chick per­
iod. Chick losses can be expected 
in any flock, but excessive deaths 
among chicks arc inexcusable for 
the most part.

As an aid in helping you keep 
chick losses at a minimum—and 
total flock mortality below lOr'f— 
here are some management sug­
gestions to .observe when you start 
your next batch of chicks;

.Make certain you start with 
strong, healthy chicks. The bird.*] 
you choose for your flock should 
be the best. Without good stock, 
you can’t expect to attain much 
in the way of poultry profits.

Remember that chicks must be 
handled carefully during shipment 
and the first few days of brood­
ing. If not, they may become chill­
ed and weakened.

Start your'chicks'off right Give 
them a good, nutritious ration. 
Milk is highly beneficial, and 
poultry medications can prove 
helpful.

Do not overcrowd the chicks. 
Give them plenty of floor and feed­
er space. You’ll find chicks will 
grow more uniformly and will nbt 
develop chick trouble as readily 
os crowded chicks.

Also cult your chicks. If you 
discover several unthrifty ones, gel 
rid of them quickly and avoid ad­
ditional chick losses they might 
cause.

And remove any dead chicks as 
soon as they are noticed. Then try 
to find out what caused them to 
die.
