Some 18 Year Olds 
Not Registering

AHSTI.N’. Texas, Aug. 18 'Th.«
number of 18-year-old Texans fail­
ing to rgeistcr under the federal 
draft law is increasing. Brig. Gen. 
Paul L. Wakefield, State Selective 
Service Director, said here today.

State draft headquarters records 
indicate that registration has been 
falling off since the end of March. 
General Wakefield estimated that 
2,000 to 2,500 18-year-olds curren­
tly arc unregistered.

"We've been watching this sit­
uation closely since late spring 
with the hope that the trend 
would stop," the state draft direc­
tor said. "We've asked the local 
draft boards to act under a pro­
vision of the regulations whereby 
a letter will be sent to men in 
their communities suspected of be­
ing delinquent under the law."

General Wakefield reminded 
males subject to registration of 
penalties if convicted of failure to 
comply with the law. He quoted 
from a section of the law provid­
ing maximum penalties of fine up 
to $10,000 and imprisonment up to 
five years.

Under the draft act, all 18-year- 
old males arc required to regis­
ter with the nearest draft board 
on their I8th birthday or within 
five days thereafter.

.Mr. J. H. Brewer, 410 W. Garza, 
thinks this rain we've been having 
is going to do a lot of good for Ihrf 
cotton that hasn't been burnt so 
badly that it has stopped grow­
ing. it should pick right up and 
make a nice crop.

Of course tlie cotton that has 
been badly burnt will have to start 
growing, now, and it's very pos­
sible that it will do very well un­
le s s  there is an early frost. How­
ever. in extreme cases it may take 
ten acre-, to make a bale.

Of eourse. this rain will bring 
on tho insects. Some farmers with 
irrigated cotton have already us­
ed poison and spray against in­
sects, but tho:,e who did not have 
irrigated fields have, for the most 
part, not found it neee.ssarx' to use 
poison against the insects, yet. 
Now. however, they will.

"It's good." said .Mr. Brewer, "to 
hax’c the rain now before we get 
ready to put up the land this fall, 
and." he continued, "this is going 
to help tile late feed wonderfully."

The Slatonite Is 
Growing Up

" . . .  and many happy returns 
of the day." That's to us, the 
members of the Slatonite Staff, and 
to you. our readers, who make it 
possible for us to continue print­
ing the "Slatonite," full o( news 
about you and your neighbor. This 
week, your home town paper is 
forty years old.

The Slatonite came to Slaton 
when the town was only a little 
over two months old. L. F. I-oomis 
was editor and manager, and R. C. 
Edgcll. advertising manager.

The first Slatonite had four 
pages and five columns—mostly 
advertising. These advertisements 
must have paid off, for Slaton pro­
gressed, and the Slatonite grew 
with the town.

Each Lsue carried news of new 
developments. New people came 
and new busine.ss firm.s were es­
tablished. Feed mills and cotton, 
gins were established, farmers and 
workers moved licre, the Slaton 
school district was enlarged. Each 
new movement of growth was duly 
recorded in the pagss ol the 
ionite.

During tho first World War tho 
Slatonite carried news of the sol­
dier bovs, in the form of letters 
written home to their parents. The 
uaper was llicn a six column ai* 
fair filled mostly with advertise- 
mcnls. news of soldier boys, 
continued stories such as 
Confes.sions of a German Deserter 
and "'The Kaiser A.s I Knew Him 
For Fourteen Years When the 
armistice came tlic Slatonite settl­
ed down hoping to report only 
peaceful happenings from that day 
forward. .Hut again in 1942 we be­
gan columns of news of the men, 
in service. Again through the wan 
years the Slatonite tried hard to 
report on all local men and wo­
men serving America. Fcaec camo 
and the United Nations was bom. 
We hoped, again for lasting peace. 
Now, with the Korean situation as 
it is, with our local boys and girts 
ngain away in service. Me to ' w 
report on each of them.

The Slatonite has grown since 
those first days, just as Slaton has 
grown.

custom in relations hetween the 
wholesaler and his customer in 
the handling of refunds claims.

The wholesalers have, in effect, 
been keeping their customer’s re- 
funil claim records for them since 
the refund law hccamc effective’ 
now a fiuartcr of a century ago, 
Heginning September 1 the law re­
quires that not only mu.st the re­
fund dealer:

(1) Not keep any records, not­
arize papers or otherwise lenil aid 
to his customers in preparing and 
presenting their claims to the com- 
ptrolers department, l>ut also;

(2) .Must have his customer’s 
.signature on a purchase invoice 
within three days from the date, 
of purchase, and also must have, 
cleared the papers from his office 
within a period of not to exceed 
seven days.

These under penalty of having 
his licenso to do business revoked.

Amendments to the new law, 
(which also covers liquefied ga.s, 
tax regulations) would cover al­
most two pages of a newspaper in, 
ordinary reading type; and tho 
promise of still further regulation 
is given In a provision that the 
state comptroller shall have tho 
power to issue any rules and re­
gulations which, after proper hear­
ing, may be deemed proper.
