Mahon Writes On 
Child Labor Law

The following Icttt^r in regard 
to the Child-Labor-1 n-AgricuIture 
problem, was received from Repre­
sentative George Mahon.
Dear Friends:

As you know, school officials, 
farmers and others have had all 
manner of trouble in connection 
with the socallcd Senate Amend­
ment to the Wage-Hour Act of 
1941) which changed the law with- 
rcspcct to child labor in agricul­
ture. No right-thinking person, 
wants to exploit children, but the 
pre.sent law. as I see it, is intoler­
able.

.Many Members of Congres.s, in­
cluding myself, liave introduced 
bills to change the situation. The 
hill which 1 have sought to get ap­
proved would leave the whole mat­
ter of child labor in agriculture, 
•chnol attendance, etc., in the 
bands of tbe states.

In addition to seeking legisla­
tion. we have sought a more rcalis 
lie and .sympathetic interpretation 
.stid administration of the present 
l.sw. .Numerous conferences witt 
the Secretary of Labor and others 
have been held. Officials have ad­
mitted that, <1( spite inferences to 
the contrary in a bulletin which 
the Department has circulated, the 
farmer is not required by law to 
sec to it that the young worker has 
a certificate, etc. But, generally 
speaking, those conferences have 
been to no avail. In the meantime, 
many school programs arc disrupt­
ed, the farmers arc encountering 
difficulty and the children them­
selves arc being handicapped by 
the operation of the present law.

As you know. Congress has now- 
adjourned. However, last week be­
fore adjournment, at a meeting 
which was attended by interested 
.Members, we were told by the 
Chairman of the House Committee 
on Education and Labor that he 
could not get approval of his 
Committee of any worth-while mea­
sure this year.

From time to time, 1 have re­
ported to you on this subject, and 
1 thought it proper to make this 
further report. You may be sure o f 
my continued best efforts here. 
Please call upon me at any time. 
Best wishes to all.

With 
certain makes of tractors it takes 
two men to attach the cultivator 
and hours are wasted In the pro 
cess. During certain rush seasons 
on the farm, time consumed in 
changing implements can be a 
very real and costly loss to the. 
fanner, as well as an inconven­
ience.

Time was when almost any farm­
er could do any overhaul or re­
pair job needed on his tractor and 
implements. Now when a minor 
job like a fan bell replacement 
comes up, the farmer must have 
special tools or bend tools to fit. 
on some of the new model tractors 
The job may take an hour or two 
and will often result in bruised 
and skinned hands. And to make 
matters worse, and more complica­
ted, the generator is often operat­
ed from a separate belt, which 
means a double adjustment.

Then if the generator belt needs 
replacing the fan belt must first be 
removed and after the generator 
bell has been replaced, the fan 
belt must be put back and both 
adjusted. On some makes this pro­
cess rc-quires a half day's time. Or 
the farmer can haul the tractor to 
town and have the work done at 
the shop and then take it back 
home. Tills also means a half day's 
loss o f lime from the field work, 
and as everyone knows these little 
breakdowns always occur at the 
busiest time o f the year when the 
time loss is most costly.

Farm women are becoming as 
bitter about this situation as the 
men. On irrigation farms espec­
ially, they find it profitable to 
have a field garden and raise their 
own vegetables for canning and 
for the deep freeze or locker. But 
iicld gardens need cultivation, and 
most farmers would rather sacrifi­
ce the garden than take the time 
to change implements twice for so 
small a job. They can't afford to 
waste that much lime because of 
the complication of changing im­
plements, tho the actual job of 
cultivation would present no pro 
blcm.

A  very fine implement display 
was seen at this year's County 
Fair. The newest models in trac­
tors and implements were display 
cd and where possible, demonstra 
ted. .Men were present to explain 
their line of farm equipment with 
the view of selling it to the farm 
ers in mind.

The largest group of farmers 
from this area was gathered 
round a tractor and implements 
manufactured by an old establish­
ed company, but one which is new 
to this area.

The big attraction was this: One 
man could attach the lister on this 
make in exactly 60 seconds, and in 
a few minutes more the cultivator 
could be attached, also by one man. 
One local farmer in the group was 
heard to say, “ Next time 1 buy a 
tractor, you can bet I'm changing 
makes."

Trends—
We don’t suppose it w ill do any 

good to say anthying about it, but 
at least wc can get if o ff our 
chest. This child labor law as it 
pertains to children o f transient; 
cotton pullers has turned out to be 
just about the biggest farce yet 
foisted on the agricultural south, 
o f all the farces dished out by the 
administration. With education as 
its publicized purpose, the law 
was in reality conceived by pow­
erful labor unions that know not 
where they arc going and care 
less, mothered by the administra­
tion, and hatched by a Congress 
afraid of the labor vote.

Instead of education for these 
transient Latin American children, 
what do we have? Every rural 
school in Crosby County, os well 
as most o f the others all over 
West Texas, have been forced to 
close in order th.it their patrons, 
the cotton farmers, could get 
hands to pull their cotton. Two of 
the independent schools of the 
county are operating on short 
schedules. Rails and Crosbyton 
continue to operate on regular 
schedule— of course the best thing 
for the schools but a decided de­
triment to the farmer.

And what about the transient 
school children the law was to 
help. Most o f the l.,atin Americans 
have flocked to districts that have 
been dismissed in order that the 
law can be evaded. Those who

have cntDlIed in the school* o f the 
area, knowing little English and 
having lltUe educational founda­
tion. pass the day, that is all. They 
overcrowd the rooms and make thq 
teacher's task, which is always 
difficult, even more so.

It is the same old story o f too 
much concentration o f power in 
a far o ff place. Washington cares 
nothing about what happens to us 
out here in West Texas because 
we always vote'Democratic. I f  the 
power were closer to home, vested 
In state government as it should 
be, then it might be possible to 
work out a solution o f this pro­
blem fair to everyone. But as it 
looks now about the only solution 
is— plant that stormproof cotton 
and wait for the frost to use that 
mechanical puller.

'All Is Not Gold That Looks Good . . .
The formative period of the South Plains is just be­

ginning and the future o f this area will be very strongly influenc­
ed by what takes place within the next decade. What takes place 
can be influenced more by what people, and particularly the 
busine.ss men. do while developments take place.

Somewhere in this rich and progressive area some in­
dustrialization w ill most surely take place-, some such activity 
has already been developed in Lubbock and in its immediate en- 
vironment, but the smaller towns and communities can still, to 
some extent, choose the direction the future growth w ill take.

Should great development o f agriculture be encourag­
ed and the industrialization be given support or should the 
efforts be the other way around. There are many raw materials 
and advanta.gei in cost of fuel such a> natural ;as. low cost real 
estate, and unexploited labor that might encourage some lines of 
industry to come to the South Plains, but would our towns bene­
fit or be hurt by such development.

The coastal country of Texas has undergone a vast 
upheaval in the past fifteen scars, while big industrial concerns 
moved in bringing in large numbers of workers who were strang 
era to the country and who established their own way- of life 
and practically twrk over the country. Now towns like Orange. 
Freeport, Beaumont and Port Arthur, as well as Texas t'lty. are 
nothing like the kind of towns they were before the industrial' 
invasion. Their experience should be a warning to towns on the 
South Plains.

Out here we still have a great deal more individuality, 
we have the old established ,way of life that has been followeil 
for nearly a century and the longer the people who are here can 
resist mass industrialization the longer the South Plains can en­
joy the isolation that we now have. That such a situation can 
last much longer can hardly be hoped for. but folks who scream 
and howl for more and more big factories, more and more ex­
ploitation o f our natural resources, a bigger this and bigger that 
should take a look around before going all hog on the ideas, in- 
ustrialization will come soon enough, better keep quiet unless you 
want an avalanche of doubtful advantages to descend upon you.

On Juno 15, 1950, nn Kmergoncy Board 
appointed b y  the I ’ roHidont under tlio 
terms o f  the R ailw ay I .ib o r  A ct — an Act 
largely fathered hy the unions tln'm-selves 
— made its recommendations on certain 
wage and working conditions ("ru les" in 
railroad language) which Imd been in dis­
pute between employes and the railroads.

M ore  Than 90% o f Employes Accept 
Since then, terms equal to or Iw lter than 
the Board recommendations Imvc been 
accepted hy about 1,200,(X)0 railroad em ­
ployes— more tlian 90% o f the total o f all 
workers. Th ey  arc represented by 20 o f 
the 23 slandora railroad unions.

I.4J8S Than 10% Itefusc 
But three unions— with  about 130,000 
men, or less tlmn 10% o f the to ta l— have 
refused to accept, oven after m ontlu  o f 
negotiations. These three unions are the 
Brotherhood o f  I »c o m o t iv o  Engineers, 
the Brotherhood o f  Ixzcomotive Firemen 
and Enginomen, and the Order o f  Railway 
Conductors. Tlieao arc throe o f  the so- 
called "opera tin g" unions. A lreody the 
highest naid men in the industry, their 
leaders acmsnd still further advantages 
over other workers.

In  all, there are about 270,000 operating 
employes. But not ail o f  them, by any 
means, are reprmentod by B LE , BLK& E , 
or O RC . As a noatter o f  fact, loos tlian 
ha lf— 132,(X)0 to bo exact— arc in thceo 
three unions. M o re  than h a lf—about 
140,000—are in other unions, p ^ c ip a l ly  
the Brotherhood o f  Railroad Trainmen. 
W hat makes the whole situation so hard 
to understand is that these 140,000 op­
erating employes are working under wages 
and rules which the leaders o f  the other 
130,000 say they cannot agree to.

What Do the Railroads Offer?
Th ey  offer these three unions tlie samo 
settlement which was contained in a M em * 
orandum of Agreem ent signed at tins W liito  
House on December 21, 1950, by four 
brotherhoods and the railroads. I,ator 
t h ^  broHierhoods sought to  rvpudiato 
this agreement. But on M ay  2 5 ,1!)51, tlio 
Brotherhood o f  Railroad Trainm en signed 
a complete agreement carrying out tho

principles o f  tho Memorandum Agroemont 
o f  December 21. T lio y  have been working 
under this agreement since M ay  25.

W hat About W ages?
Uralcr tlie terms o f  tho agreement, yard 
engineers, firemen and conductors would 
now bo receiving a wage increase o f  $.34 
nn liour ($2.72 a day ) and road engineers, 
firemen and conductors would now bo rc- 
cciving"an increase o f  19>< cents an hour 
($1.56 per day ). Largo sums o f  retroactive 
pay havp already accrued and i f  tho agree­
ment is carried out, w ill bo paid prom ptly.

What About "Cost o f Living" Increases? 
Th o  W h ite  House Agreem ent includes an 
"esca la tor" clause under which wages w ill 
bo geared to changes in the Government's 
cost-of-living index. T w o  such increases 
— April and July, 1951— havoalrcady been 
paid  to tho 90% o f  railroad employes cov­
ered by signea agreements.

What About the 40-Hour Week?
T h e  W hite House Agreem ent calls for the 
establishment o f  the 40-hour week in prin­
ciple, for employes in yard service. Tho 
employes can have it  any tim e after Jan- 
u a ^  1, 1952, provided tne manpower sit­
uation is such that the railroads can get 
enough men to perform  the work w ith 
reasonable regu larity  a t  stra igh t tim e 
rates._ I f  the parties do not agree on tho

The Big Steer* tidelands issue,
JudKe Alton li. Chapman 

ol Hoydada, Tuesday stirred thn 
blood of every loyal Texan in his 
audience when he spoke to thq 
Matador Lions Club.

Judge Chapman explained how 
10 "fuddyKluddy" bench-warmers 

o f the Supreme Court had ruled 
against the Ixinc Star state with­
out ever giving the facts considera­
tion and as a result robbed unborn' 
generations o f Texas school child­
ren o f their heritage.

The word "secession" was not 
mentioned during the fiery 30- 
minulc speech but it was in the 
thoughts o f many outraged Lions 
who listened to the brilliant ami 
inspired address.

"The .subject is not settled,"
Judge Chapman declared, "The 
tidelands o f Texas belong to the 
school children o f Texas. They 
were won on the balllcricld of 
San Jacinto.

"For more than 10 years the re­
public of Texas claimed the wat­
ers o ff its shores for three Icaguea 
(about I0'-4 miles). The United 
States recognized these boundarici! 
at the time Texas was admitted to 
the union.

“ An error o f history has claim­
ed that Texas came into the union 
on “ equal footing" with other sta­
tes. This is not true nor is it in 
the agreement. Texas was first re­
fused admission to the union be­
cause of a $10,000,000 debt wliicL 
the United States refused fo ,ts 
sumo. Congre.ss at the time wa- 
convinced that Texas was worth 
les.s territory. "I.et Texas keep her 
lands and pay her own debts".
Congress declared and that is ex 
actly what the young republic did 
Texas paid her ten million debt and 
came into the union by contract 
and not by treaty. ~

"Other .states entering the union 
were relieved o f debt and e a c h J e C O  
given federal land grants of 3,- 
boo,000 acres or more. Texas en- 
lored the union by contract as an 7 “ ® J,'
