He took 
his basic training in Camp Car- 
gon, Colorado, and is still station­
ed there working as a Signal Op­
erator.

Pvt. James .Mosser, 21, was em­
ployed by Harper's Garage as a 
mechanic, when he received hid 
induction notice, March 23, 1051. 
Ifc took his basic training at Ft. 
Sill, Oklahoma. He has taken ad­
vance training in Field Artillery 
and is now taking a IS week course 
in mechanics.

People Of Slaton Agree On This

Has Nine Games

Already holding unofficial i>rac- 
tice by themselves, football candi­
dates for the Slaton High School 
Tigers start actual practice on 
.Monday. August 27. according to 
Coach Tony Poulos.

Some forty to fifty boys are ex­
pected to be on hand for the daily- 
practice drills, said Poulos, includ­
ing many returnees from last years' 
team.

The Tigers have a 0-game sch­
edule worked up with one open 
date so far. In a new district .set-up 
this year, the Tigers will face four 
district foes—Talioka, Kalis, Spur 
and traditional rival Post.

New District This Year 
The new district has a new tag 

this year also, 4-AA. In the shake- 
up of interscholastic athletes, Sla­
ton's old district 4-A lost three 
powerhouse teams, Lcvelland, Lit­
tlefield and Brownfield.

Coach Poulos will have a new 
assistant on hand to help this 
year, Homer Tompkins, a TCU 
graduate who played lots of de­
fensive football for the Horned 
Frogs, is expected to arrive in 
Slaton next week. He is a native 
of Cisco, Texas. Baseball coach 
Zac Henderson will be back, too.

Poulos talked of this year's team 
with guarded optimism. He fore­
cast a better showing than last 
year's 4-4-1 season record. Al­
though losing Leon .Moore, who 
stood out in the Tigers of 1950, 
Poulos is counting on big Lee Ray 
Dillard to anchor the 'Tiger line. 
Dillard, a 6-foot, 190-pounder, is 
a center. Poulos plans on playing 
him at defensive taeklc, too.

Benefit Movie Planned
Part of this years' team expen­

ses will be defrayed by a benefit 
movie wiiich the Slaton Theatrq 
olans on showing the night of 
August 21st. All proceeds will go 
to the Tiger football game. The 
movie to be shown has nut been 
announced, as yet.

An innovation this year will be 
a pre-season meeting between the 
football coaches and football par 
ents. Coach Poulos isn't decided

If papa is smart he'll keep his big 
mouth shut. He won't mention 
that he’s worked like a dog, too; 
or that the strain of earning a 
living is bad enough when one just 
worries about pleasing the public 
or one'’s own boss, not to mention 
tho worry of higher taxes, doctor 
bills, and all the other bills that 
crop up when one is father of a 
family. But it papa isn't smart and 
doesn't keep nuiet behind his news­
paper he's liable to turn all tarna­
tion loose by saying something 
like, “Any time any woman work.<< 
as hard as any man, I want to seo 
it."

Well, on a day when things run 
smoothly, when Junior and sister 
act like well brought up chlldrrij 
should, when papa's boss pats him 
on the back and gives out with 
words of praise: then papa and 
mama will smile and congratulate 
each other on being such efficient 
hard working people. But still, fur 
tho record, to get the general op­
inion of Slaton folks, we asked thit 
question: "Do you think womeit 
have an easier time than men?"

Henry Fondy, 220 So. 1st St. 
says, "No, I do not think that 
women have an easier time than 
men. As a rule a woman's work 
is more confining, with more 
drudgery to IL while a man ts out 
more, and, though he Is probably 
working very hard tho work la 
usually of a different nature and 
Bot atwayi the same thing over 
and over."

Mrs. L. A. Enloe, 200 E. Fanhan- 
dle, "I don't actually think cither 
has the hardest time, I think it's 
more ‘ or less 50-50, generally 
speaking. Of course a man usually 
does manage to get his rest, and 
'if there arc sick children, the 
woman is usually the one to be up 
day and night. But in most other 
things I think it's about the same.'

W. C. CattLs, 320 W. Crosby, 
"The question seems to be oskea 
in a plural sense. Actually you 
think, usually, as a man and wo- 
man, singularly. That is, as one, 
going through life together and 
trying to share all the trials and 
tribulations. The right kind of a 
man will try to protect and caro 
for a woman, but no matter how 
much he tries to push the stones 
out of her path, I believe, gener­
ally speaking, the woman still has 
the hardest time."

Mrs. A. C. Strickland, Jr., 725 
So. 12th. "No, I don't believe d 
woman has the easier time. Usually 
the responsibility of the home and 
raising the children rests on thd 
woman. Work in a home might a- 
fford more pleasure than most 
men's work, but I don't believe It'.s 
any easier. After all, ‘the hand thal 
rocks the cradle, rules the world.' 
Of course a lot of women do not 
accept this responsibility; but if 
one docs, then she docs not have 
an easier time than a man."

On October 26, 19^, a baby boy 
named Reo ,M. Hood, was born hero 
in Slaton. Today this young man 
lives in Tokyo, Japan, and is on 
tlie United Nations Cease Firo 
Negotiating team in Korea.

Reo Hood was raised in Slaton 
He went through grade school 
played on the high school football 
team, and graduated from high 
school in 1934. In 1935, when he 
was nineteen, he told his father 
Mr. John Hood of 300 W, Crosby, 
that he wanted to join the .Navy! 
Like most fathers of young boys 
Mr. Hood tried to explain tho 
hardships of service life; hoping 
the boy would decide not to go in­
to the service. But Reo said. 
"Dad, I want to join the Navy, and 
I'll work at it. If they tell me to 
jump through a brick wall. I’ll 
tell them if they'll make the hole. 
I'll make the jump." And Reo 
Hood evidently meant what he 
Mid for he is one of thal breed, 
termed .Mustangs, who worked hia 
way up through each rank from 
Seaman to Officer. After 16 years 
he is now Lieutenant Hood, staff 
aide and flag secretary to thoi 
Admiral of the Korean Blockade 
and Escort Fleet.

He saw action during the wai> 
aboard the USS Langley with the 
58th Task Force under Admiral 
"Bull" Halsey, He was never woun­
ded in action and has told his 
family little of the details r—• 
rounding his service. Said Mr. 
Hood. "Reo loves the Navy. but. 
when he come.s home, he'd rather 
put on an old pair of jeans amt 
walk around down town with hid 
shirttail hanging out. than to 
dre— up in his uniform.”

Lieut. Hood and his. wife wera 
living in Charlotte. Soutli Carolina, 
where he was stationed, last Sept­
ember, when he was informed he 
had (our days to wind up his af­
fairs and be in San Francisco 
ready to sail. He .asked his Com­
manding Officer if he could como 
to Texas to visit his folks. Thd 
Officer said. "Son, I don't caro 
what you as long a- you do iti 
in four days." Within lour days 
Lieut. Hood moved his wife and 
personal belongings back to her 
folks in Jacksonville .Florida, fin­
ished his affairs and closed his of­
fice in Charlotte, South Carolina, 
flew to Dallas, where his father 
and brother, Odie, of Lubbock, mcti 
him. He drove from Dallas to Sad 
Angelo to visit his mother, Mrs. 
Carl S. Greer, came on to Sla­
ton for a few hours to visit Mr. 
Hood and Odie and to Amarillo 
where he caught a plane for Sad 
Francisco. Seven days later a let­
ter from him, written in Japan, 
was received here.

The family's attention was call­
ed to Lieut. Hood' Korean activi­
ties when the Associated Prcs4 
.sent a wirephoto from Korea show­
ing Hood burning papers taked 
from the conference rooms follow­
ing a Kaesong peace parley.

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Opportunity Is Beating And Banging . . .
The smaller towns on the South Plains, and in most 

all parts of the state, have better opportunities to bedome bet­
ter trade centers than they have had in many, many years, and 
some of them arc taking advantage ot conditions to some ex­
tent, but none arc reaping as much benefit from their oppor­
tunities as could be done.

With traffic conditions becoming more and more 
involved every day and with the prospect of more and more 
cars crowding streets and highways even the larger cities arc 
breaking up into trading centers and more and more folks arc 
shopping in the less congested areas when the opportunity is 
offered.

The people who live on the farms and in tlic suberbs 
arc becoming more and more conscious of the convenience of 

buying in the smaller communities and the only reasons tnat they 
do fight their way through the traffic congestions of Lubbock 
and other bigger communities is because of price and variety 
of choice. When the merchants in the smaller and medium size 
towns get up nerve enough to carry most all of the grades ot 
goods that prosperous farm people want, and arc willing to pay 
for, then the more prosperous the smaller towns will be.

Of course the more business increases in the smaller 
towns the more congested their traffic will become, and if such 
business activity is to help the smaller communities, then the 
traffic problem will have to be considered. This could be defne 
by providing adequate parking space before the problem gets 
out ot hand as it has in many communities where the parking 
meters have been found to make the shopping problem even 
more ditficuU to solve than if they were not in use.

The folks from out of town should be encouraged in 
every way, and the town that accents the responsibility of cater­
ing to the out of town shoppers will be doing more for the home 
folks than could be done in any other way.

Small town folks should go out of their way to make 
shopping easy in Slaton, Wilson, I’osey, Idalou and all other 
communities where new business will h'cln.

If more free parking .space is needed I be town .should 
provide it. The larger -1110 town gels the more difficult it will 
become to secure such facilities.

Slate Highway Upkeep . . .
Texas Highway Commission Chairman Thornton has 

raised the pertinent question whether wc arc not spreading our 
highway resources too thinly—unless the people are reconciled to 
■an increase in gasoline taxes for financing an expanding system.

TTie commission has authorized an appropriation of 
$23,076,000 for maintenance alone in the coming year, a total that 
is only $3 million less than the entire outlay for highways in ItMS. 
Upkeep will be required for 12,061 miles of farm-to-market roads 
and 25,623 miles of the primary highway system.

The last two l«gislatures made provision for build­
ing farm-to-market roads, but the problem of maintenance of them 
is the highway commission’s worry. Record casts of upkeep for the 
coming year arc attributed to addition of 3,062 miles to the road 
system and wcar-and-tcar on aging roads.

The legislative desire for more roads is a character­
istic sentiment of the times, which favors more and more public 
works without regard for subsequent operation and mainten­
ance. As a result of this naive policy modernization of the state’s 
primary road system would require $602 million. Current revenues 
would finance no such high expenditure. Hence, the people should 
be forewarned of possible resort to the easy expediency of a bond 
issue for putting the highway system in order. ,
> . Texas has a 38,340-milc stale road system which is
built and maintained by the stale. In 1948, the TEXAS ALMANAC 
reports, the mileage was 30,146, the 30-ycar cost of which had 
been more than $1 billion. Progress has been evident in this de­
velopment of highways .But the sysU-jm has expanded so Jast that 
maintenance and modernization have lagged far behind. This is 
|bc problem presented by the highway commission chairman. It 
Mils down to the proposition that, if the people want more and 
belter roads, they will have to pay more.

Place all in­
gredients in top part of double 
boiler and stir constantly over hot 
water using low heat until mix­
ture thickens. Chill 1 hour in re­
frigerator before filling into pie. 
(May also be used as filling for 
layer cakes). Cover with Coconut 
meringue.

Pastry: 1 cup cake flour, 1 tbsp. 
Margarine. 1-4 teas, .salt; 3 tbsp. 
vegetable shortening, 2-3 tbsp. ice 
water. Sift flour with salt. Cut in 
shortening and margarine with pa.s- 
try blender or 2 knives until size 
of small peas. Add water gra­
dually. Chill In refrigerator. Koll 
out on lightly floured board and' 
line into 9 inch pic plate. Bake in 
hot oven (450 degrees F.) 12 min­
utes or until golden brown. Cool.

Meringue: 2 egg whites. 4 tbsp. 
sugar, 1-2 cup Coconut. Beat egg 
whites until very stiff. Beat in sug­

ar. Spread over top of pic, then 
sprinkle with coconut. Bake in a 
Blow oven 20 minutes at 300 de­
grees F, Allow meringue to cool 
to room temperature slowly. Chill 
pie in refrigerator 2 hours before- 
serving.

To explore opportunities for 
strengthening techniques of work­
ing with adults through the home­
making education program.

To broaden our understndlng of 
the importance of good public re­
lations In the school and the com­
munity. To develop further a 
mutual working relationship betw­
een the Texas Education Agency 
and the schools.

To grow professionally by par­
ticipating in conferenco activities, 
getting acquainted and exchanging 
ideas.

Dr. Mildred I. Morgan, Profes­
sor of Home and Kamll.v Life,Ed­
ucation. Florida State University, 
Tallahassee, explained that It Is 
the duty of homemaklng teachers 
to ".set the stage so the learner 
can learn what he wants". Ac.- 
conllng to Dr. Morgan the learner 
may be any individual In the com- 
mmdty.

Under the second goal, the 
public relations consultant advis­
ed that the homemaker be encour­
aged to buy onl.v what .she neinl.s; 
to bu.v only at legal prices; and 
If overcharged to make a record 
and secure a rwelpt for tho pur- 
cha.se. then mall these to the near- 
e.st office of price stabilization 
with her complaint.

Miss Beth Unstott, Home Nurs­
ing Field Representative. Ameri­
can Red Cross, informed her aud­
ience that one million home nurs­
ing tnilnees will be> needed to 
meet the national emergenc.v. She 
said homemaking teachers should 
have this training and should of­
fer it to high school girls and ad­
ults who arc Interested.

As indlcate<l by the purposes 
the total homemaking program 
reaches ta-yond tho cla.ss room. 
Slatonltes should feel free to call 
on their homemaking unit for any 
.service they think It might be able 
to render the community.
