The men who are charged with running the busi­
ness affairs o f our community are elected by the citizens 
every year, elections in which every man or woman who 
is of age. has lived here the proper time and paid the 
poll tax is not only allowed to vote, but Is urged to vote

We realize there are several major problems *av 
mg us. One of them is the need of a re appraisal of pro­
perty valuations for taxes in order to keep them a l­
located equitably. Tliis will be a never ending job, as 
values constantly change. Another is some arrangement 
fo r a long term water supply. This is a major problem, 
and one which the voters will have to decide, but we 
have to furnish the information. Another is the cons­
tantly growing demand for classroom space, in order 
to meet the State specifications We are working on 
these and others This is our duty.

U It is your duty as a citizen to vote in every election, 
both local and national. In this way, the men charged 
with handling business w ill be chosen by the majority. 
This is your duty.

A fter you have chosen some one to handle your af 
fairs, you should give them a chance to do so. You 
thought they were capable, or you would not have elec­
ted them Do not listen to or belive false rumors, come 
and ask, either at regular meetings or to any one of us 
privately. This is your duty.

Do not sign crippling petitions, or petitions which 
you do not understand, just to be a good fellow  or to 
get rid of the one passing it. Investigate thoroughly first, 
ask the ones you elected to explain. A  lot o f noise can 
be made by a loud and irresponsible minority. Allowing 
them to run your business against the wishes of the ones 
you elected is government by minority and not by majo­
rity. This is your duty.

We do not agree to have our meetings broken up by 
haranguing and bickering, which accomplishes no pur­
pose but only causes hard feelings. This is not our duty.

LET ’S ALL WORK TOGETHER TO MAKE THIS A BETTER AND MORE PLEASANT PLACE TO LIVE

If they do not handle your business satisfactorily, 
there is an election every year fo r replacement of 
these officials. In the case o f the City you can change 
the entire group In two years, and in the school you can 
do the same thing in three years. Change them up as 
provided by law, and put in people you think are better 
qualified. This is your duty.

As citizens, we beg you to realize that you have 
every right to your opinions and beliefs, but that the 
other fellow  does also. In an election, you should vote 
as you feel, and so should the other fellow. There have 
been rumors of more petitions and even o f boycotts. An 
unfounded rumor is bad, but a boycott is vicious. An 
organized boycott Ls illegal. But the worst result is hard 
feeling between our citizens and detrimental effects on 
our community. Let us give the other fellow  the same 
right that we want, to think and vote as he sees. This 
is your duty.
