The Commission acted in 
response to a request from 
Mothers Against Drunk 
Driving (MADD) who

While an 
outright ban was at that 
time further than the 
com mis s i on  m e m b e r s  
thought to be reasonable in 
that it interfered with a 
business's right of free 
enterprise, it was apparent 
that there were certain 
a b u s e s  th a t  n e e d e d  
addressing.

After several months of

working with participants 
from MADD, the Texas 
Restaurant Association and 
interested dub and bar 
owners, some compromise 
language was developed. 
While no consensus was 
e v e r  r e a c h e d ,  t h e  
amendment addressed the 
major problems that are 
currently occurring. The 
main points of the new

amendment are: It will
a l l o w  o n l y  o n e  
complimentary drink to be 
served to any customer 
during any business day; no 
more than two drinks may 
be served to any individual 
customer at any one time 
and -no bar or club may 
charge a cover charge and 
then sell discounted drinks.

I attend a lot of meetings 

each year, and hear a lot of 
sp e a k e r s  in va r i ous  
presentations In the last 
few months, I witnessed a 
strange phenomenon in four 
different speeches.
