"Young Black MinisterHasHard
Time In Lubbock"

Many people believe he becamea minister
becauseof his father, Rev. A. L. Davis --- former
pastorof St. Luke Baptist Church but if you talk
to Rev. Roy P. Davis, he'll tell you that it didn't
happenthat way.

"If I had becomea minister just becausemy
fatherwantedmeto beaminister I would really be
scared of that. I didn't choose to go into the
ministry. If it was left up to me, I would havebeen
a doctor or lawyer so that I could attain a high
social status.However, I was called by God to
becomea minister. I know thatwithouta doubt."

Rev. Davis recently-returne-d to Lubbock after
attendingschool in New Orleans. When he first
moved from Lubbock, Davis says he left with a
burdenedheart. One of the things that troubled
him mostwas the fact that the doorsof churches
m EastLubbock are closed to young ministers.
- "'Bveryydcmg minister dKfottawaabfffBg
That is hisgoal. But sin, satari andthewillfulness
of the peoplesometimeswill not permit thatto be
so. The young minister in East Lubbock hasno
where to preachor to pastor excepton youth
daysor special occasionsbecausepeoplesetthe
qualifications above the young minister. Young
ministerscan seethe needin thecommunity but
arenot able to produceanythingbecauseof the
simple fact that the qualificationsare far above
them --- because thepeople say they want
someone who has experience. The young
ministershave been shut out."

Anotherproblem thattroublesDavis is thelack
of direction given by the church to the
community'syouth.

"There is so much jealousy, envy, and
corruption in the churchand young peopleare
looking at the churchand they say that if that's
the way the church is, then they can't handle it.
Young people in the community aredesiring to
know Christ but we as ministers have forgotten
that it is our duty to serve them and not be
served."

Davis said hewould like to meetwith theyoung
peopleof East Lubbock to let them know what
God has to offer them.

Davis concludedthat many of thecommijnities
problemscould be solved if the people of East
Lubbock would seek Christ.

"The people are not of fellowship with God.
Nothing is going to improve in East Lubbock or
the churchesuntil the peoplecome back to the
church."

The crime was considereda misdemeanorand
the penalty involved a fine of up to $1000 or
imprisonment for up to one year or both.

The amendedlaw expandedmisuseof Social
Securitycardsby making It unlawful to: (1 ) alter,
bdy, sell or counterfeitSocial Security cardsor
(2) possessa regularor counterfeitcardwith the
intent to sell or alter it.

The provision also made all unlawful acts
affecting the Social Security numberor card a
felony, rather thana misdemeanor,It increased
themaximum fine for contlction to $5000andthe
maximum prison term to 5 years.
