This is one of life's most
important decisions and
finding the right answers is a
job in itseli. For some, the
answer i§ 0 go to college, For
others, an occupational or
technical school. Others

decide to enter the job market
directly.

Young persons should have
as much information about
themselves as possible to aid
them in making these
decisions. In general, they need
information: such as sell-
interests, abilities, and
motivation; sbout careers and
the world of work: and how to
relate selfinformation to the
world of work. )

An important is to
understand one's strengths or
aptitudes. The more ohe
knows about these personal
strengths, the better une can
relate to careers and the world
of work.

ASVAB: While there are a
number of aptitude tests (or
test batteries) in use today, the
most widely used in the United
States is the Armed Services
Vocational Aptitude Battery,
or ASVAB. This test for
general academic areas, and
for career areas that include
most civilian and military
career fields.

Like other aptitude test
batteries, the ASVAR
measures abllities and predicts
what a person could do with
training or further education.
The intent is to measure
potential for occupations that
réquire courses of instruction
or onthe:job training. It also
measures general learning
ability, which is useful in

i predicting success in academic

areas,
These test results can be

“used for both military and

civiian career counseling.
There is no cost to schools or
to students for taking this
aptitude test, and there is no
obligation to the military.
APITITUDE TESTS:
Apititude tests .lave been used
for many pears as a
fundamental part 6{" “compre-
hensive counseling and
guidance programs. Basically,
an aptitud- test is a trst to learn
the probability of a person’s
success in activity, career field,
or area in which they are not
yet trained.

There are basically three types of Social Security benefits.
These are Social Security Retirement, Sccial Security
Disability Benefits and Supplemental Security Income, Each of
these benefits havo complicated rules and requrements, but |
will attempt to cover the basic requirements of social security

retirement in this coluimn.

As you know, moncy is deducted fyom your paychecks to be

paid intc the Socia' Security Fund. .\ worker can apply for and
bagin receiving retirement benefits as early as age 62. These
are benefits you are entitled to as a result of having money
taken from your check throughout your working life. This is
done by filing an application with the Social Security officc and
can be done as early as three munths before you reach the
eligible age. The amount of your check will depend upon how
much money has been taken from your wage. while you were
working.

When you apply for benefits you should take with you to the
Social Security ofiice your Social Security curd or a record of
your punber and proof of yaur age, which should be a birth

schools admmi;ter the test
each year to _over 2 million
students. ASVAB has
been in use since 1966, and the
latest version is Form 14
(19854).

Other 7 studets decide to
attend cofiege or enroll at an
occupational-technical school,
or enter the civilian labor force
by seeking ful-time jobs. In
each case, the test 1akers know
more about themselves and
their potential for success in
vanous occupation areas.

A new supplement for use
with ASVAB is called
“Exploring Careers.” Educa-
tional Testing Service
developed the new student
workbook the goal was to help
students think about
themselves in terms of their
values; interests, and abilities.
The workbook is interactive;
offering the student a variety of
activities not limited to reading
