And the media has slanited their articles
to make it appear his firing ic to appease the Blacks,
Examining the article further, at the end of a sentence,
buried deep into the article Is areierence that "Whites Lre
too lazy to practice hike the Blacks " Now which of the two
phrases reflect negative and against vshich ethaic group.

Based Jpnn the media reporting of this incidant, many
Whites, especially faithiful “"Greek” supporters will now
lock upon Blacks in an unfavorable manner and soem
may seek revenge. It is very critical that we do not aliow
the newspapar and T. V. doctored-up reporting create
racial tension. Wa must learn to stop just reading and
hearing words, we must use a jaundice eye and ear that
will enable a true and understandable meaning to
emerge.

differently, find out why, present your side. You may find
out something you miased or vice versa. Let's do more
talking about important issues. You don't have 1o base
your decision on the word of others, however in today's
world, the news media Is not that reliable, therefore,
other'sources must be checked. Lel’s be syre we 1stthe
right person for us Blacks, not one that the o has
fooled us nto thinking they are for us.
