And what is even
worst, we of Eest Lubbock lend 1o lump all Blacks o
some lype of negalive category. Are we saying, theve - are
no Blacks in Lubbock worthy of a good word?

Even within the avcove Zalegories, there are those thal are
not hardcore, meaning, they eithar know betier of their
hearts are not really into whatever they are doing. But,
events, circumstaices and what have you, leaves them
litthe choice. Then, 0o, why criticize or speak ba ' of some-
one when you really dont krcw why they do whatever
they do. A great deal of the things we speak ill of, Blacks
have been and xre still doing all over K12 world. There have
always been those Blacks that once thoy achieve a centain
amount of 3success, turn "oreo™ . Remember the "conk®,
was this not the Black man way of achieving straight hair.
And Blacks hanging out al bootleg joints, that goes back ‘o
the day Blacks ware freed. And our church people, have
they not alw.ys felt that uniess you sat beside them every
Sunday, you were hell bent. Therefore, why do 5o many
within our Black community, make @86 groups the larget
oi their conversation,

Judging our entire comimunity on the lifestyle of «few is
redicuous, There are and thera is more 10 East Lubdock
than talkad about. We have more employed, law abiding,
good ciizens in East Lubbock than we have in other cate-
gories. We have a very large segment that would love o
see a more progressive East Lubbock. Just because these
people are not openly displayiing their views: or out in
large nu:abers supporting this, that or the other, they tend
to be forgotten. Because a person does nol attend
Church, does thal maan they oon't belleve in God. Just be-
cause a larse numbers aren't at PTA meetings does not
mean they don't support good education and the school.
The reasons people don't paricipate are as many as the
people who don't attend and lumping all of them hito one
calegory shows a lack of intelligenca on the classifier.

Just because you have a favorite project, event, pastime,
ever if itis a good, worthwhile and needed, don't expect
tha majority 10 feel likewise. Beceusa you v realize things
should be better, or people should be doing this or that, !
may not. Too often, we assume others should know better,
but we do little 1o help them learn. We spend too much time

4 with people who share our own viw, but become -
““very fight-lipped when ih the company of those we talk

about.

Within East Lubbock, our problem ie that we fail to com-
municate with the RIGHT PEOPLE. We communicate, but
with the wrng peopla at the wrong time. If | arn drunk, that
is noi the time lo tell me to stop drinking, | alreacy have
more oroblems than | can handle. If | am a everyday worker,
just getting by mysei, why tell me about how gieat or how

bad our needs more business, there is little |
cando. i lam inchurch, tefing me ‘o coma 1o church ic
save my soyl, make little sense, wauld it nol be better 1o
speak those words to the “street people”. When, What and
How we say hings to others is vital to how they receive k.
More of our silent majority needs to come forward to help
overcome our negative publicity. Our convesations should
be about what we can do rather do what we canl do or has
been done. More community sponsored events and activi-
ties should be placed on our agenda, And because it is not
your idea or you are not leading h.2 show, your panticipa-
