Kwame Nkrumah, the first President of Ghana,

Presently Minister Farrakhan and Kwame Ture (for-
merly Stokely Carmichael) ar- but two examples of the
growing number of social and economic scientists
impacted by this man. «n fact, you can speak with near-
ly any social scientisi today of African descent, conser-
vative or liberal, capitalist or socialist and the reaction
will almost be the same.

Ture, Iike Nkrumah, believes in the merits of
Scientific Socialism. In a Lme when some Africans
continue to refer to themselves as Marxists, Ture
describes himself as an Nkremahist,

Dr. Kwame Nkrumah was @ revolutionary. He made
his debut in politics in the mid 1940s, From the very
beginuing, he was forced 1o stary his activities as a
leader away from his home country-—Ghana (then
called the Gold Coast).

I terms of a Pan African concept of power, Js a stu-
dent at Lincoln University in Pennsylvania, he was
deeply influenced by the Honorable Marcus M.

Garvey.

Ironically, in 1990 several European nations began
moving toward the sume kind of structore while some
“pseudo leaders” in Afnica continue (o hold on to their
tiny pieces of power within the commonwealth, By the
way, there are also plenty of weak heads of states
throughout Europe as well—if not more,

Between 185 and 1947, Nkrumah was & student in
London at the London School of Economics and
Political Science.

In 1947, he published his first book on the African
movement. This book contained most of his ideas about
how to organize and lead the nathonal liberation inove-
ment.

Nkrumah's final message (o people of African
descent was expressed in the conclusion to his last
book, “Revolutionary Path ™ in 1972; “The African
peoples in solidarity with corarades in every part of the
world have the means o banish all forms of oppression
from our continent.

A letter from Leon Suilivan

Africa is the forgotien conlinent 'n economic and
world trade agreements. With a population of five hun-
dred miltion and an expected growth 1 one oillion by
the carly part of the next century, excent for South
Africa, Africe stands economically isolaled and alone
from the rest of the world.

Only when it comes tv famine, disaster and wide-
spread atrocities and death, does the world seem to care
about Africa. This is especialiy true for businesses and
human development

As a banker friend said not tov long ago, “Leon,
when we come together o talk about investments and
loans, Africa isn’t even on the list." This omittance
must cha ge while there i« still opportunity and time.
Africa stands at the crossrcads. Either Africa will move
move forthirightly in the direction of democracy, eco-
nomic stability and free markets and become a principal
player in the commercial and econosric development
growth of the world, or more and more we will see the
young and the poor nations dragged down by massive
debt that will never be repaid, deepening poverty, lack
of education and jobs, and we will watch Africa go in
the direction of greater divisior, violence and more
Rwandas and Somalias.

For the sake of Africa’s peace end progress and
Africa’s importance as the second largest continent in
the world, Awerica and others must see Africa in & pew
liglt. Many stiil think of Africa as a dark and backward
place. A land of alligators, monkeys, savages and
Tarzans, They do not see the potential of a great and
emerging continent with the world’s richest natural
resources and the productive capability to stand equal
with the rest of the world.

Exciting things are happening in Africa. There is a
developing and surging desire on the part of Afticans to
improve their condiiion and their nations. A thirst for
education is everywhere.

I have seen African boys and girls walk 20 miles
each way to schoo! to learn a skill to become more pro-
ductive. All that Africans need now is the cducation,
the technical assistance, the encouragement and the
supporting rescurces and they will do the rest (o devel-
op their countries faster than many think. What others
have done, Africa can do too.

There is talk about cutting back or American Foreign
Aid 1o Africa and eliminating the Agency for
International Development and the Development Fund
for Africa. This would be upwise. It is especially
importunt at this time that foreign aid from for
Alrica not be diminished but tha! support be increased.
You don’t destroy something that has been helpful
beciuse some parts of it go wrong. Rather, you
st.engthen and keep what you have that works and
remove the problems that exist by requiring better per-
formance and accountability.

In spite of some failed programs, foreign assistance
for Africa is working. | have seen the good being done
across the continent. Children are being helped, people
are being cducated and lives are being saved. Thanks to
American nid, thousands and thousands of African
youth are being trained and placed in jobs; laige num-
bers now have their own businesses; and many have
become leaders in their own governments. These Kinds
of efforts and others like them must not stop, They are a
lifeline for Africa’s development,

Only seven percent of United States foreign aid goes
to Sub-Saharan Africa, a minuscule amount compared
with the United States support for other parts of the
world. American assistance to Africans is less than $2
per year for evary man, woman and child, compared to
as much as $3,000 for each citizen of other supponed
nations. Africa is the poorest continent in the world and
the most ravaged, pilfered and neglected Greater atten-
tion to Africa must be given. United States suppont for-
Africa is no gift. America and oth. nations for cen-
turies took away from Africa its people, its wealth and
it 1s time that America and the world put something
back.

More support from the Agency for Intgrnational
Development should go to Africa. Give Africa a bigger
piece of the pie. And, the Agency for Intemational
Development should be kept independent for trans-
pirency and accountability to help the poor of the
world, and not be divided up and relegated to some
bureaucratic departmental controlled hinterland, where
American foreign assistance, instead of helping the
o8t needy, will be used (0 support projects, programs
snd nations for narow political and ideological purpos-
es, and with the raly distressed places like Africa
placea even further back on the rear burner of
American foreigr assistance .

Also, greater efforts muet be made by the American
government 1 use African-Americans in the impiemen-
tation of AID projects. There are those who do not want
this involvement 1o happer

For lustance, there is a belief among some that
reverse discrimination is being practiced in the issuance
of grants to American blcck NGO's for projects iu
South Africa. When the fact is, that | ks have been
left oui of AID ¢ sisied projects in Soutr Africs

Not o the exclusion of others, hecause this v. ould be
du crucinatory; but let ATD assiv=+ projects to Africa
in the futur= reflect greater participation of African-
Americans, and their more significant involvement for
the benefit of African people.

And greater assistance to Africa is a good invest-
ment. It is in America’s interest, financially and other-
wise 10 help Afnca. If Africa is not given greater sup-
port for education, training, health and business devel-

opment, many of the fledgling, weak and struggling

countries will, in time, fall into chaos, and billions from
America will be spent in military intervention and
humanitarian aid, and in future years, there will be'the
loss of many American lives. As the moral and jeco-
nomic leader of the worid, and with 40 million citizens
of African descent, America should take the lead o see
that aid for Africa 's not ieflt at the Yottom of the, foreign
assistance barrel. America has an obligation Yo help
Africa. America would not be what it is today without
African-Americans. America ¢ n do betler for Africa,

Also Africu is a land of opportunity. Am cntire conti-
nent is waiting 1o be developed. There is‘business to be
done and money to be made for both Africa and
America. There are cities to be expanded and built, a
need ior roads, electrification, telecommunication sys-
tems, irrigation, food production, factories, schoois,
nospitals, environmental programs, tourism and unlim-
ited investment opportunities, all leading to the creation
of untold numbers of new businesses and jobs for
Africa, America and elsewhere. -

And prospects are now especially bright with the
technical and other assistance from the new free South
Africa. By helping Africa 0 become strong and com-
petitive, America helps itself with more jobs, more
trade, more business, a greater availability of natural
resources for industrial and military needs, and a closer
tic to » valuable and pivotal geographic region in a
volatile, dangerous and politically unsettled world.
