Is the Voice of Black Americans Still Lighting the Road To Freedom?

Is America’s Black Press still viable? With daily
newspapers now hiring black reporters and editors and
giving more coverage o Afrcan-American communi-
ties than ever before, is there still a need for black-ori-
ented newspapers? Is it not true that publications direct-
ed primarily to an African-American community are
actually a stark example of “Reverse discrimination?
As the nation's 200 black-oriented newspapers cele-
brate the 168th anniversdry of the first newspapers
especially ior blacks, these questions abound among
the general public, newspaper subscribers, advertisers
and general community media, who now sce high-
income Alfrican Ammricing us a new and growing mar-
ket

Freedom's Journal was Amenca’s first Mrican-
American newspaper. John B. Russwurm, the nation's
second African American (o earn a college degree, and
Rev, Samuel E. Cornish, published the first issue in
New York City on March 16, 1827, The weekly tabloid
was published in response to printed atacks against
freed and enslaved blacks, vlack leaders and abolition-
ists.

In 1827, New York City boasted Arnerica’s second
largest free black population, second oniy to Baltimore.
The bustling city’s active black community had formed
its own churches, schonls, social groups, and entertain-
menl organizations. A group of educated black reli-
gious lenders and others were committed to abolishing
slavery and its evils. While the majority of blacks in
New York were free, the city was not free of shivery's
ills. Slaves still worked in New York and freed black
tradesmen looking for jabs lost nut to the flood of less-
er skilled European immigrants. Thugs known as
Elackbirds kidnapped both freed and fugitive slaves
and smuggled them out of 1own and to the slave mar-
ke*s in the southern states. But, the most powerful toul
against black equality was the press, entirely owned
and operated by whites, Mordecar Noah. publisher of
several newspavers, including the New York Enquirer,
printed frequent attacks on blacks, caysing many to
opposz reforms 16 @ blacks. In the spring of 1827, 4
group of black leaders, from the Northeast, met in New
York to counter the racist propaganda of the white
press. Out of that meeting, held at the home of M.
Bostea Crammel, a prominent black businessman and
shipping magnate, came the ereation of Freedom’s
Journal, with Comish and Russwurm at the helm. The
paper was published until 1829, ultimately being dis-
tributed throughout the northern states, Canada, Haitl,

Englund and even in some of the southern states.

Freedom’s Journal defined the role of blagk-oriented
publications in succeeding decades as cpampions of
freedom and equal rights for peopie of color.
Continuing to light the road to freedomd, in the late
1800s, Frederick Douglass’ North Star newspaper was
a dominant force among blacks and whites, In the early
19008, Douglass’ crusade was taken up by leadsig pub-
lishers such as Monroe Trotter in the Boston arca, John
Murphy in Baltimore, Robert Vann in Pmshurgh and
Robert S. Abbott 1 Chicago. In the early part of this
ventury, publications Juch as the Afro-American news-
paner chain; the Chicago Defe: 1dér: Pittsburgh Courier
and the Boston Guardian were the prinipal inediums
dis” ussing issdes and events affecting African
Americens aad dominated black minds, thoughts and
actions.

Today, there are mere than 200 black-oriented news-
papeis across the U.S,, and many of the black staffers
on daily newspapers got their start with the Black
Press. The Black Press' weekly circulation exceeds six
million and industry statistics show o readership of over
11 million each week. The president of the Natioral
Newspaper Publishers Association (NNPA), Kobert
Bogle, feels that there is competition from the main-
stream press for his readers, “We must ve more com-
petitive to attract black consumers, now that everyone
else, including the daily paper, wanis them.” Bogle and
others in the Black Press feel they must become more
aggressive to protect their twf, Dr, Calvin Rolark,
deceased Chair of Black Press Week, said last year,
“No other media can be the medium for stories abcut
Black America in the way that we can, and have been,”

Carving out a living or a meager existence can be a burden on many parents, but there is still no need to
relinquish parental responsibility and put a child in co nplete control of his destiny, When this happens, all
too o7en, “there goes the neighborhood!” Tt is time for parents to get “in cinque™ and “TAKE BACK
THEIR FAMILIES.” When families are again controlled by responsible parents, the neighborhoods will
again belong to families.
