June 30, more than 5.000

Sellers is a 3l-year
member and past president
of the Kiwanis Club of
Xenia, Ohio.

Blacks Closing Graduation Gap

Many Black Americans are
finishing high school at the age
that many whites complete
college, reports a study by the
American  Counctl on
Education, The Council, an
vmbrella group for colleges,
universities and educational
association, included this
information in its I5th annual
report "Minorities in Higher

ucation,"

. Researchers also found that

Blacks and whites, ages 25 1o
2‘) had nearly the same rate of

igh school completior, about
B percent in 1995, But in the
younger age group, 18 to 24,
the gap was wider.

The report, released Ma
1997, said the gap may ave
closed in the older age
gate%ory because a greater
number of Blacks finished
high school requirements later
in life through equivaiency
examinations. Just 10 years
carlier, in 1985, Black had an
81 percent graduation rate,
compared with 87 percent for
whitas,

Nonetheless, the council's
analysis ¢f Census data
showed that Blacks and
Hispanics finished college at a
far lower rate than whites and
the rate of enrollment increase

Your Better Business Bureau urges
you to carefully evaluate appeals for
donations to assist vicims of recent dis-
asters, such as the tornado in Jarrell and
flooding in other parts of the country. It
is impertant to fully evaluate requests
from new, unfamiliar organizations, no

= matter how heartfell the plea is for con-
tributions. Watch out for questionable
appeals on the Internet. The Bureau
officc in Austin learned of an individual
using the Internét to invite donors to
send $1.00 to assist Jarrell tornado vic-
tims. The appeal requested funds to be
sent to a post office box in San Marcos
and asked that checks be made out to
"cash”. Before you give, examine your
options. Watch out for appeals that are
long on emotion and short on facts, such
as what the charity will actually to with
the donated monies. Ask what percent of

your gift will cover administrative and
fund raising costs - il ghould not be
excessively high. Don't feel rushed - the
problems caused by disasters don't dis-
appear after the headlines do.

The Federal Trade Commission's 3-
day cooling off law allows buyers of
goods or services for more than 525, a
three-day cooling off period to cancel
the transaction. This rule ONLY applies

to sales made in your home or complet-
ed in temporary/rented facilities, such ‘as

hotels, motels and restaurants. This rule
applies to transient merchants such as
touring rug and art dealers, door to door
magazine salespeople, household clean-
ers, frozen meats, seafond, driveway
sealants or even offers to trim trees or do
odd jobs around your home. The cool-
ing-off law states that the seller must
supply a notice of cancellation form

with an address where you may send a
wrilten canceliation notice. To obtain a
full refund, you must sign the (orm, date
it and mail it back to the seller before
midnight of the third business day after
the sale. If the salesperson does not pro-
vide a form, you can siill cancel by writ-
ing the company, Before you make a
purchase from an itinerant door-to-door
salesperson, get the complete name and
address of the company he/she repre-
scms ‘get all details of the offer i writ-
ing and understand it thoroughly, check
the company out with the BBB at 763-
0459 or (800)687-7890, verify that the
company has been properly licensed in
your city and, if you buy, make your
check out to the company, NOT the
salesperson.
