And this year I rememberingthosewho
lived through the unspeakablehorrors of
enslavement,but whose names will never
know.

Ghana lies on the coastof West Africa and
pleasanttwo-ho-ur drive up the Atlantic coast-
line brought the towns Elmina and
CapeCoast. Perched their two
large fortresses; one built by the English, the
other by the Portuguese.These fortresses
were originally built for their trade of gold
and ivory and other natural resources,but
these nations soon found a much more prof-
itable trading commodity human beings
being sold as slaves.Thesebuildings iron-iqal- ly

and euphemistically calleu slave cas-
tles.

The fortresseswere turned intodungeons
where women and men were held separately
in dark, crowded,dank conditions forup to
twelve weejjsuntil the next ship arrived.
Some hatflready perishedon the long, tortu-
ous march thecoast and those
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remainedalive were weakenedand exhaust-
ed, lliey were herded into largo rooms with
little ventilation or light, with few or no pro-
visions for sanitation. Those who rebelled
were put into rooms with no light and no air
and given no food or water until they died a

slow, painful death. Women were often
brought out into the courtyard and chained to
cannonballs for the commandersand soldiers
to choosesexualpartners from.

At the Cape Coast slave castle there is a

rarrow door marked the Door of No Return.
Through that door those surviving the forced
march and the imprisonmentwere taken, singl-

e-file and still in chains, into the waiting
ships for the long trip over the Atlantic. Once
through that door, those men and women
would never again see their families, their
friends, their native land. It was a doorway
into hell for them and they would neveragain
return or be free.

More and more African Americans are visit-
ing Ghanaand visiting the slave castles in
order to understandour history. Very few of
us are blessedas was Alex Haley to have the
stories of our ancestorspasseddown from
generation to generationso that we can actu-
ally Identify where our ancestorscame from.
But we can see for ourselves the places in
Ghana and Senegal which our Unnamedand
unknown ancestorsendured so that we might
live.

As you walk over the bridge which spans
the moat aiound the Elmina slave castle, the
guide asks all to stop for a moment of silence
and to let visitors know that you are stepping
onto sacredground. And the sign inside calls
upon the world to never again allow such
genocide,such atrocitiesto occur.

As we celebrateBlack History Month, let
us recall with a new senseof awe those
whose nameswe don't know. And let us
understand that we who are African
American,may truly be theEighth Wonder of
the World simply becauseour ancestorsdid
survive those unspeakablehorrors so that we
might exist.
