Robinson Honored With Gold
Coin

Baseball great Jackie
Robinson. who died in 1972, is
still achieving "firsts.” The man
whose barrier-breaking entry
iato Major League Basebal)
(MLB) helped to open
professional sports to talented
minorities, has now become the
first African American to be
honored with an United States
gold coin.

"A place on the nation's
coinage is one of the hignest
tributes we bestow on one of
our own,” said U.S, Mint
director Philip N. Diehl, "The
program commemorates a
remarkable, unfergettable
American who elevated both
our national pastime and our
national ideals.”

As a result of an act of
Congress, the U.S. government
has issued 100,000 gold coins
and
200,000 silver coins as part of
the continued observance of the
50th anniversary of Robinson's
historic 1947 breakthrough of
the color barrier in MLB.

And there is still another first,
A partion of the proceeds from
the sale of the coins will help
the Jackie Robinson Foundation
provide financial support fo
college-bound high school
seniors who have strong
academic capabilities and
leadership potential. Never
obefore has a U.S. Mini
commemorative coin program
funded college scholarships.

minority students,

“Texas Tech needs to do

The Texas Tech Board
of Regents created Allen’s
position last ycar agreeing
with the chancellor that
enhancement of the
university's mipority
recruitment and retention
efforts be a major policy
initiative.

“This is something we
must do to help all Texans
obtain a college degree,”
said Chancellor John T.
Montford, "We must
become active in the local
communities to show
potential students Texas
Tech will listen —and

much for Caribbeau nations to
have. After his denatioas to
Democrats and Republicans, it
seems he convinced them that a

"In a place like Dominica, 70
percent of all foreign exchange
carnings come f{rom bananas, If
Chiguite and the United States
manage to shut a plece like
Dominica out of the European
banana markel, the result will be
widespread suffering."

“If this misguided policy is

implemented what does Chiguita
have to gain? The answer is
millions of dollars, You don't
need a master's degree in
business admirigtration (0 know
that to spend less than a million
dollars with policy makers in
exchange for millions in
increased profits, is as good as
betting on  the Harlem
globetrotters to beat your local
high schowl lgam.

When Caribbean nations that
have pursued the recommended
course of democracy find
themselves unable to participate
in the world economy, they will
have 1o find some other way of
filling the gap. If vou can't grow
bananas, then perhaps marijuana
might present itself as an option?
While Chiguita is looking at its
profit and loss statément, the
Clinton Administration and the
World Trade Organization are
saying to Caribbeans, "Don't
Worry. Be Happy."

The Congiessional Black
Cuaucus and the Caribbean
Banana Exporters Association
are fighting to keep ne
Cariblean nauons from facing
economiv ruin. They need all of
the help they can muster. The
decision is currently under
appeal and the results will soon
be known. If loyal allies of the
United States can be sacrificed at
the altar of campaign
contributions, words like
mosality and tzust have no
meaning. Even if the decision
goes against Caribbean nations,
the U8, suill has the option of
not implementing the policy.
Let's hope that righteousness
will prevail

Cosby has issued a call to African
Americans to s*arn a grasscoots tradition for sun-
port of the Nattonal Council of Negro Women
(NCNW). Dr. Cosby ix the co-chair of NCNW's
Fund for the Future Campaign along with Maya
Angelou and Susan Taylor. Dr. Coshy cited the
organization's decades of work in improving the
lives of all women and their families through
self-help solutions stressing economic and
social development. As a direct result, thou-
sands of NCNW RBrown Boxes. a coin collec-
tion concept, can now be found in homes,
schools and churches.

"Almost everyone can save quarters in order
to give to a charitable cause they believe in,”
stated Dr. Cosby. "A quarter contributed and
spent wisely can be put to work to cure the evils
of violence, injustice and inhumanity. If every
African American would contribute, this 'march
of quarters’ would demonstrate a renewed com-
mitment toward self-reliance of profound
impact.”

Dorothy 1. Height, President and CEO of
NCNW, remembered how communities in the
days of segregation pooled their money to help
establish businesses, churches, social services
and other institutions. In the more recent past,
Dr. Height also recalled the introduction of the
Brown Box, first used when the 82nd Congress
authorized NCNW (o erect the Bethune
Memorial in Washington, DC at no cost to the
Federal Government, It is the first memorial to
an African American or 1o a woman of any race
to be placed un public Jand in the Nation's
Capital.

In the first few wecks, more than 12,~00 have
sigried on to be part of the Brown Box tradition.
At recent conventions of the NAACP, Phi Beta

Sigma Fraternity, Sigma Gamma Rho Sorority,
and 100 Black Men, Top Ladies of Distinction,
the Eastern Regior of Delta Sigma Theta
Sorority, the response has been 50 strong that
NCNW has ordered the production of additional
boxes. Other organizations, including NONW's
atfihates. community based sections and other
organizations as cooperating partners have been
distributing the boxes throughout the country.

"African American women are often celebrat-
ed as the backbone of their communities, H stat-
ed Dr. Height. "Working most often with:#0ry
limited resources, African American women
have a long track record of finding innovative
ways to improve lives and open doors (p greater
opportunity and social justice. There arc so
many success stories and progrnm‘ that are
working in our neighborhoods to transform peo-
ple's lives, if the American pubiic responds
favorably © Camille Cosby's challenge, we will
move into the 21st Century with a greatly
increased capability to realize our goal--'to
leave no one behind.'R .

The Washington, DC-headquartered NCNW
is the broadest-based organization serving
African American women. NCNW has an out-
reach to more than four million African
American women through its coalition of 37
national affiliated organizations, including pro-
fessional, fraternal, church, and both rural and
urban social service organizations, NCNW
operates 250 community-based sections in the
United States and has international offices in
Zimbabwe, Egypt and Senegal.

“"We wanted to give our stuaents the opportu-
nity of working with dfiginal scripts - not only
playwrights, but also designers, directors and
performgrs,” says department chair Dr.
Norman A. Bert. "Also, we believe we feel a
responsibility to our patrons to give them an
opportunity to view new works."

The new play festival is the first of its kind
for the department, which provides both master
and doctorate levels of study in playwriting.
But very few opportunities exist for new play-
wrights to see their writing staged prior to
leaving the university.

Playwrights will agree to provide scripts roy-
alty-free and credit the University Theatre in
all future productions and publications of the
scripts. Playwrights are required to be in

Lubbock during rehearsals and are expected to
collaborate with their director, dramaturge, and
ACLOTS,

The idea of a new play festival is not a new
one. Many regional theatres sponsor original
scripts, one of the most famous of which is the
Humana Festival in Louisville, Kentucky.
Actor's Theatre of Louisville has becn commit-
ted to producing original scripts from both

established and emerging playwrights.-

Contemporary piaywrights such a;s Beth
Henlev, Marsha Norman, Jane Martin, David
Henry Hwang, and Jose Rivera have had their
scripts produced there, many of them going on
to be produced professionally and often receiv-
ing critical literary acclaim, namely the
Pulitzer Prize. Other regional theatres such as
the Dailas Theatre Center, Seattle Rep and the
Mark Tapor Forem in Los Angeles have
includeg original scripts as part of their regular
S€asons.

"What we ofien iorget is that the classic
playwrights - Shakespeare, Arthur Miller,
Tennessee Williams, Moliere and Chekhov -
were once contemporary playwrights of their
time," states Bert. "We like to believe we are
producing the classics of tomorrow."

The department hopes to continue the festi-
val on an annual basis, expanding it to include
playwrights from the general southwest region.

reap the bitter fruits of continued land loss and
low crop yield.

It seems like only yesterday that members of
the Congressional Black Caucus held hearings
on the plight of African-American farmers.
During them, Agriculture Secretary Dan
Glickman indicated his willingness to address
their numerous complaints, including delayed
processing of loans, an unusually high number
of African Americans losing their farms and a
general insensitivity on the part of Agriculture
officials,

Lots of gut wrenching testimony was pro-
duced, the iew reporters covering the evem got
good quoles, but very little change resulted
from the exercise. "The hearings were lip ser-
vice. What you saw there is a natiopal disgrace
on the hands of the Department of Agriculture.
The Secretary testified that he was going to
give emergency funds and operating funds to
Black farmers, none of which were made.
When the numbers came out this fiscal year,
we noted that there were no loans made. They
couldn't find one Black farmer in this country
1o make an emergency loan to. This is a nation-
al disgrace." said Jobn Boyd, president of the
National Black Farmers Association.

After getting the bureaucratic shuffle, over
600 African-American farmers have filed a
class action lawsuil against the Agriculiure
Department. "This suit has been filed out of
frustration,” noted Boyd. "Here we have an

lndred cases of discrimination that the
department acknowledges, only four to this
day have tried to go through their system and
have not been able to do so. They are sick and
tired of being sick and tired,” he said.

The lawsuit addresses processing time, the
lack of investigation into civil rights com-
plaints and the lack of settlements of cases.
One of the enduring legacies of the so-called
Reagan era was the elimination of the
Agriculture Department's Officer of Civil
Rights Enforcement. The result has been what
many describe as “the last plantation” situation
at the agency. Glickman promises 1o do some-
thing about the problem, but many African-
American farmers are skeptical.

For the dwindling number of African-
American farmers, harvest time is a sad time,
They planted late because their loans were late,
their yields are low and they won't able to pay
their bills. The result can only be more loss of
farms.

“We are a dying breed. Today, we represent
less than one percent of the nation's farmers.
Sixty-seven percent of that one percent are
program participants at the Department of
Agriculture, The Department has 1.5 million
acres of land in its inventory that taxpayers aré
paying taxes on. Fifty-three percent of that 1.5
million acres is land that is formerly Black-
owned land., This means that they (the
Agriculture Department) hold the deed on this
land and that in most cases, discrimination
touk place," Boyd somberly observed.

CONGRESSIONAL BLACK CAUCUS TAKES STAND
ON TOBACCO SETTLEMENT NEGOTIATIONS
African American Interests Must be Represented

Washmglon. DIO. - Protesting the
conspicuous absence of African
American participation in the national
tobacco settlement negotiations, the
Congressional Black Caucus has taken a
strong public stand, insisting that the
interests of African Americans be repre-
sented in whatever legislation is intro-
duced by the U.S. Congress.

Al a two-hiour strategy session on
Capitol Hill, a task force of a dozen
members of the Congressional Black
Caucus (CBC) was joined by top offi-
cials of the National Medical
Association, Meharry Medical College,
Morehouse School of Medicine, the
Black Congress on Health and
Economics, the National Black Nurses
Association, and the National
Newspaper Publishers Associanion.

Those present expressed concern about
the billions of dollars in the tobacco set-
tlement earmarked for smoking cessa-
tion, educational outreach, media cam-
paigns, and research and development
and that no African Americans have
‘been "at the table” to discuss how these
funds will be dispersed. An editorial
gubllshcd by the National Newspaper

ublishers Association (NNPA), the
trade group for African American news-
papers, was circulated at the meeting.

America's Drug War In Black & White

Pressure from the Black Congressional
Caucus (CBC), the sentencing commis-
sion, and federal judges has finally pushed
President Bill Clinton to support an initia
tive to reduce the penalty disparity
between crack cocaine and powder
cocaine. Critics have charged that the law
disproportionately _impacts African
Americans and minority communities who
are more likely to use crack than powder
cocaine.

The prevailing argument for advocates
of the current law is that crack cocaine is
more addictive then powder cocaine and
that it attracts a violent element which has
devastated urban communities. The car-
rent law, which is the result of the Anti
Drug Abuse Act of 1986, requires a five-
year mandatory sentence for possession of
five grams of crack cocaine. For powder
cocaine, possggssion of 500 grams is
required for-d Tive-year mandatory sen-
tence. Under the new proposal recom-
mended by Attorney General Janet Reno
and drug policy chief Barry McCaffrey, a
five-year mandatory sentence for powder
cocaine will be reduced from 500 grams to

250 grams. The five-ysar mandatory

amount for possession of crack cocaine
will be raised to 25 grams.

It is true that the crack law has had a dis-
proportionate impact on African
Americans. Howevey, it is not because
Blacks use more crack rhan other racial
groups. African Americans represent 12.8
percent of the US population and 15 per-
cent of the drug-using population.
However, according to the Office of
National Drug Control Policy, crack
cocaine use ts more prevalent among
young whites than it is among Blacks in
the same age group, not only in total num-
bers, but as a percentage of population. In
1994, 3.2 percent of whites age 18-25 used
crack, compared to 1.8 percent of Blacks
in the same age group. Yet, according to
the Congressional Black Caucus African
Americans are 88 percent of those convict-
ed on crack cocaine charges. The crack

cocaine conviction rate of -African
Americans is even more astonishing when
compared to the conviction rate of whites.
Take Los Angeles, Calif,, for instance.
According to the Los Angeles Times
(5/21/95), no white person for nearlv a
decade had been convicted of a crack
cocaine offense in federal courts that
served LA and six Southland counties.
Even in 17 other cities, including Boston,
Denver, Chicago, Miami and Dallas not a
single white persun was convicted under
federal law. Why no federal prosecutions
of whites?

With such overwhelming evidence, how
long will law enforcement continue the
charade of denying that African Americans
are the scapegoat in America’s drug war?
It has become painfully obvious (o
observers of the drug war, that the current
crack law has nothing ai all te do with pre-
venting the spread of crack or even pow-
der cocaine. Crack is 89 percent powder
cocaine. So regardless of what race or
class the predominant user is, if we collec-
tively as a nation are serious aboui curtail-
ing the spread of crack, then the harsher
penalty should fall on possession of pow-
der cocaine, not crack, its derivative.

The notion of equal justice under the law
is conspicuously absent in the debate cver
the erack cocaine law. Equal justice is not
just about the penalty for breaking the law,
but to whom the law is applied. How and
when laws are applied is left (o the discre-
tion of !aw enforcement agencies. This
fact has had more serious implications on
African Americans than any mandatory
sentencing law. With drug laws being
enforced more severely on African
Americans, it has made their enforcement
as devastating as the drugs they purpori to
combat. It is not enough just to end the
sentencing disparity of powder cocaine
versus crack possession. The fight 1o end
the sentencing disparity also must include
an end to the disparity (o target African
Americans in the "war on drugs."
