GAMBLING ON POVERTY IN AMERICA

1 do not consider mysell a religious
fundamentalist in any sense of that
phrase. So | didn't understand the
little nagging feeling of discomfon
which was there as . began (o think
about gambling and whether |
believe 1t 1s night or wrong,

Idzdn t understand what was bothering me
until 1 read a recent atticle in Arlantic Monthly maga-
zine w hich focussed on Tumic & Coumy, MS, th, poor-
est county in the poaoest state in the country. You
remember Tunica County - the place which Jesse
Jackson brought (o the nation’s attention following: his
1984 campaign, The place he called “America's
Ethiopia” and which had the eighith highest infant mor-
tality rate in the nation, the fourth highest rate of births
to teenaged mothers and the highesi percentuge of peo-
ple living in poverty. 7 4e county where 70 percent of
the adulis had no high school diploma and a guarter of
the houses had no indoor plumbing. Tumica County,
where there are alse 30 milhonaires gnd few, if any,
poor whites, while most Africin Americans are poor

Well, Tunica County is.changing. It's not
chunging because industry has moved there. It's chang-
ing | because casing gambling has moved there.
Mississippi has become

a casino-friendly state. with the lowest (ix rates on
casino gambling in the country, much lower licensing
fees and a free market philosophy when it comes to
regulation of casinos, Ind~d, Tunica Counly now has
half the casino floor spuce of Atlantic City and the
casinos earn $60 million a month.

There are good results from casine gambling
in Tunica County, to be sure. The percentage of resi-
dents receiving food stumps has dropped and the col-
lection of child support payments has increased. But
the reality is that most of the casino jobs have gone to
people from outside the county and the county’s unem-
ployment rate is comparable to what it was in 1991,
The reality is that almost every white child in Tunica

county attends private schootand vinually every
Africar American child attends the
the county hus been resistant to psing casino generated
funds o improve the public s hools.

Or take th. p#se of the Back Bay Mission,
located in Biloxi, M$ *Buek Bay is & church-affilinted
mission society which has ministered to the poor of
Biloxi for 70 years. With the cnset of casino gambling,
Back Bay Mission hs scen its buildings, which were
located next to the caxinos, wken over by the ity ana
razed in order to widen the streets for the cusinos.

Or take the case of East St. Lowis, L.,
which is 98 percent African American and more than
half of the populatiog is officially veemployed. A city
which has 3,000 sbandoned buildings aad where more
than half of the children have elevated levels of lead
potsoning. A city where the casinos generite something
like $500.000 a month Tor the city’s tax coffers.

And whit about gambling on native American
feservations? For many of these reservations the casi-
nos are the only employer of note for their people and
casino-generated taxes allow the tribal couneils 1o
improve the reservations with educational institutions
and hurnan service agencies.

It seems to me that the poorest of the poor
have been forced te nvile casino gambling into their
communities in order to survive. It's the only business
our poorest communities can find willing to invest in
them. And while casinos have positive effects on com-
munities, they hnv' negative ones as well,

It seems 15 me that we as 4 narion need o
address the question of how 10 develap jobs for the
poor, the poorly educated, the victims »f racism and
economit injustice. Casino gambling should aot be the
only cheice a community can make - life,

The question of casino gambling is a complex
one, with no ~asy answers, But some of us need 10
begin 10 ask the questions and grapple with finding
some solutions,

| playa 1o put San Francisco on the map. Secondly, he wanted to be able to take care of his family. Thirdly, get Off
Parole. He wanred 1o make 4 posinve name in the rap game for himself and his record label, Rag Top Records. 4Tay
says, “Let the record now reflect that 1 have been on nothin® short of a mission, with my mission objectives clear.
I've always said, ‘if you fail 1o plan, you plan to fail.” 1 just thought it was time to listen o myseli for awhile. ‘Cause
there are a lot of people going around talkin’ these days.”
Debuting on record in 1989 as a guest on Life is . .. Toe Short, 4Tay rapped with Too Short on a triple x-rated track
entitled “Don’t Fight The Feelin™'. In 1993, 4Tay dropped his own atbum, Dant Fight The Feelin’, on the streets of
the Bay Area, and started working his way across the nation, trying 1o sell his tape, 4Tay recalls, “We had a plan set-
up by [label cofounders| Franky J (Frank Hudson), Fly (Gary Hudson), and myself. Since we didn"t have much
money, we had to put in work. The plan was to take the game a playa had and whatever else a playa could shake
loose from his hustle, and put a Rappin’ 4Tay tape in every
neighborhood store and then find a place in that area where 1 could wap. Afterwards, they'd come get the tape from
the store. That was the plan, that's it and that’s all."

==& By the tme EMI Récords ~ot wind of 4Tay, Dan't Fight The Feelin’had already sold over 35,000 copies in the
streets across the nation and had reached #24 on the Billboard Top 00 R&B Albui: Chart. Hys first single “Playaz Club™ was the Number 1 requested
song on Bay Ares Radio, and was headed south to Los Angeles radio, and radio stations in the Western Region. Promoted by EML. “Playaz Club™ took
like a fire to the nation’s airwaves and when the fire stopped buming, the song had recorded sales of over 400,000 singles while announcing a new era in
the game, and rthe return of Rappin® 4Tay.

JUVENILE JUSTICE REFORM IN TEXAS

There is both good news and bad news aboul crime in Texas, The
good news is that the overall rate of ¢rime is down, The bad news is
that juvenile crime is still rising.

fexas Departmen® of Public Safety strtistics show that the crime
rate has fallen 5 percent statewide in e past year. Funthermore, the
rate of violent crimes dropped 9 percent, and 10 percent fewer bur-
glaries were reported.

But DPS statistics also show that arrests of leen-agers went up
nearly 5 percent, Unfortunately, this is not a recenttrend. In the past
10 years, the number of awests for violent crimes perpetrated by
Texans between the ages of 10 and 16 have nearly tripled, going up
282 pereent,

The following numbers und trends are indicative of & disturbing
trend:

*14 percent of all arrests in Texas involved juveniles in 1984,

*26 percent of all arrests in Texas involved juveniles in 1993,

*Murders involving juventies were up 291 percent from 1984 to
1993,

*Homicide is now the third leading cause of death among ¢lemen-

emns the juvenile justice system.

To many young criminals, the juvenile justice system had become o
joke - offenders knew that ¢ven if they were arrested. they could
probably get off with a slap on the wrist, We needed 1o restore public
confidence that justice would be served and that juvenile offenders
would be held accountable for their illegal actions.

The juvenile justice systen: suffered from many of the same flaws
thuv had plagued the adul system: inadequate correctional capacity
and a disprupuninl'mw coucern for the rights of the offenders versus
the rights of their vietims, We proposed & plan 1o guarariee that
young criminals would mect swiit, sure, and appropriate punishment.

"The reality is that
big government and increased federal money are part of the problem, fracturing tiese communi-
ties and placing unnecessary obstacles in the way of these institutions,” he added.
Yet. despite these obstacles, there are thousands of community groups and neighborhoods that
have been working 1o produce real success, Before drafting the legisletion, Reps. Watts and
Talent went to these groups #ad asked them what they have been doing and what works. From
this, they developed The community Renewal Project, legislation that is driven by the people—
not Capitol Hill.
“Meeting with these groups, we saw that successful grassroots efforts can be distinguished by
thrze factors: they are homegrown; they are faithful to the principles that preserve civility, fami-
ly, faith. service, honesty, relfability, and mutual dependence; and their oojective is 1o move peo-
ple from federal dependency to self-sufficiency,” said Rep.

“The lust 30 years of well-intennoned, but unsugeessful, government programs have taught us
d valuable lesson: government is no substitute for fathers, family, and community,” said Watts,
“"Only the comumitment to live uprightly, and to act in association with those who care about
themselves and their neighborhoods, will make a difference.” he added,

“The Community Renewal Project hopes (o remove-existing obstacles and refum goveonment
Lo s rightful role: supporting the institutions that make individugl and community achievement
possible,” sald Talent “For in the end, improving these neighborhoods is a function of what's in
people s hearts—not in bureaucratic federal programs,” he added.
