Instead, the President decidedto allow
the military to continue using landmines in Korea,
while seeking a permanentworldwide ban on these
weapons in the next century.

Landmines are the small explosive devices bunedin

sure plates when a person standson them. Every year
20,000 people are killed by them andmost of the vic-

tims are civilians. Thousand:,more are maimed by
thesedevices, often losing arms and legs. The princi-

pal victims are poorrural people, often children and
farmers. "The chancesare ten times asgreat that the
victim of a landmine isgoing to be a civilian rather
than somebody in the military," said United Nations
mine expert Paddy Blagden.
