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Congressman Emanuel Cleaver

A Lucifer Panini?

Washington (CNN) — It's not
likely to be found on any Wash-
ington-area menus soon. Con-
gressional Black Caucus chair
Emanuel Cleaver blasted the
final debt deal brokered between
congressional leadership and
President Obama on Twitter as a
"Satan sandwich" Monday, Au-
gust 1, v2011

"This deal is a sugar-coated
Satan sandwich," he said. "If
you lift the bun, you will not like
what you see."

The four-term Missouri De-
mocrat continued his Twitter di-
atribe against the deal to raise
the amount of money the nation
can borrow and make a down
payment on the federal deficit
saying, "This debt deal is anti-
thetical to everything the great
religions of the world teach,
which is take care of the poor,
aged, vulnerable."

A Satan sandwich is not a
tasty deal, Cleaver affirmed dur-
ing an interview on CNN's "The
Situation Room." And it's worse
when it's been sprinkled with
Potomac River water.

The deal provides for a bi-
partisan congressional commit-
tee tasked with making
long-term fiscal reforms that
may include spending cuts as
well as tax revenues. If the com-
mittee does not come to an
agreement by the end of the
year, a congressional vote on
adding a balanced budget
amendment to the Constitution
will take place. If the amend-
ment is not passed, massive cuts
to defense spending and entitle-

ment programs will be made,
hitting key programs for both
Democrats and Republicans.

Cleaver was especially irked
by this provision, tweeting, "A
special 'super Congress' to pro-
vide recs on cuts but not in-
creases? Who said what we need
in Washington is another com-
mittee?"

He's so irked that leading up
to the House vote Cleaver was
undecided about which way he'd
vote and unclear about the road
forward in Congress.

"I think we've got to figure out
how we continue to govern in an
atmosphere like we have here
where everybody is nasty to
each other and there's no com-
promise," he said. "We're here in
Washington having fact-free de-
bates."

Frustrated with what he views
as a lack of any Democratic wins
in the deal, Cleaver continued,
"Republicans got everything
they wanted out of this deal.
They got everything they
wanted except for the Demo-
cratic donkey."

The Satan sandwich may be
absent from menus for now, but
the not-so-tasty treat lives—on
Twitter. It is now today's version
of the Bronx Zoo snake with its
own Twitter handle, @Sa-
tanSandwich, and it's own
tweets: "Remember. If you don't
pass me, people get hurt. If you
do pass me, people get hurt.
Hey... #WinWin.”

Ninth & Tenth Graders Must Remain

This year, all ninth and tenth
graders will be required to re-
main on campus during their
lunch period.

The closed lunch was a recom-
mendation of the citizen-led
2020 Committee as part of
safety and security initiatives

poses a significant safety prob-
lem for students and motorists.
Traffic accidents involving stu-
dent drivers are common. In ad-
dition, student absenteeism

increases after lunch. As cafete-
rias expand, a procedure is in
place through the LISD purchas-
ing department for businesses
interested in becoming vendors
in the cafeteria. All food sold in
the high school cafeterias will
meet the Texas Public School
Nutrition Policy. These guide-
lines promote healthier food
choices and require reduced
amounts of fat content in food
provided to students.

Former NFL star Bubba
Smith dies last week

LOS ANGELES (AP) -
- Former NFL star Bubba Smith,
who went from feared defensive
end on the field to endearing
giant in his successful second
career as an actor, died Wednes-
day, August 3, 2011.. He was 66.

Los Angeles County coroner's
spokesman Ed Winter said
Smith was found dead at his
Baldwin Hills home. Winter said
he didn't know the circum-
stances or cause of death.

Police spokesman Richard
French added the death does not
appear to be suspicious.

The top overall pick in the
1967 draft after a sensational ca-
reer at Michigan State, the 6-
foot-7 Smith spent five seasons
with the Baltimore Colts and
two seasons each with Oakland
and Houston. He won the 1971
Super Bowl with the Colts.

"I'm saddened by it. I remem-
ber my first training camp in
1972 in Golden, Colo. I spent a
lot of time with him there. He
was a great guy. He was a giant,
the biggest player on the field,"
Colts owner Jim Irsay said.

One of the best pass rushers
in the game, Smith often drew
two blockers, yet was effective
enough to make two Pro Bowls
and one All-Pro team. His best
work, though, came in college,
and Smith was enshrined in the
College Football Hall of Fame
in 1988.

"He was simply a good guy,"
former Michigan State team-
mate Robert Viney said in a
statement released through the
university. "His size made him
an intimidating figure, but he
was a real gentleman. He was a
helluva player."

Bubba Smith was the No. 1
selection in the 1967 NFL
Draft,

As an actor his most memo-
rable role was playing Moses
Hightower, the soft-spoken offi-
cer in the "Police Academy" se-
ries. He also appeared in such
television series as "Good
Times," "Charlie's Angels," and
"Half Nelson," and was a regular
in the ground-breaking Miller
Lite commercials featuring re-
tired players.

Born Charles Aaron Smith,
he played in high school for his
father, Willie Ray Smith, in
Beaumont, Texas, before head-
ing to Michigan State, where he
was an All-American in 1966.

"'Bubba’ Smith was a great
Spartan," Michigan State ath-
letic director Mark Hollis said in
a statement. "As both a football
player and later as an actor,
'‘Bubba' was a great ambassador
for the University. It's only fit-
ting that beginning this fall the
Big Ten Defensive Lineman of
the Year Award bears his name."

Congressman Called
President Obama a
‘Tar Baby’ Last Week!

President Barack Obama

WASHINGTON (CNN) - In
the heat of the political debate
over the debt ceiling last week,
Rep. Doug Lamborn (R-CO)
may have crossed the line when
he said that being associated
with President Obama would be
similar to touching a “tar baby™.

“Even if some people say,
well the Republicans should
have done this or they should
have done that, they will hold
the President responsible,” said
Lamborn said Friday during an
interview on a Denver radio sta-
tion. “Now I don’t want to even
have to be associated with him.
It’s like touching a tar baby and
you get, you get it, you know...
you are stuck and you are part of
the problem now and you can’t
get away.”

Now critics are questioning
his use of that term and are call-
ing it highly offensive to the
president.

The term “tar baby™ is a refer-
ence to 19th-century Uncle
Remus stories about Br’er Rab-
bit but has taken on a negative
connotation towards African-
Americans.

Lamborn spokeswoman
Catherine Mortensen said the
comments were a misunder-
standing and he apologizes.

“Congressman Lamborn re-

grets any misunderstanding. He
simply meant to refer to a sticky
situation or quagmire,” she said.
The Republican congressman
is not the first to run into trouble
with the phrase. Mitt Romney
referred to the Big Dig construc-
tion project in Boston as a "tar
baby" in 2006 during a
fundraiser on the campaign trail.
And Sen. John McCain also
used the term during his cam-
paign for president. Both men
apologized.
The White House has not
given any comment on Rep.
Lamborn's remarks.

$89/month for the silver plan
and $210/month for the gold
plan; however, by moving from
the gold plan, which has a lower
deductible, to the silver plan, the
insured employee and family
can save $111/month.
