need this kind of pride, con-
trol, commitment and sense
of place which our present
publicty-owned housing ar-
rangements rule omt or
preciude.

provement and would tend to
volunteer their rich gifts and
windom o serve community
needs, In this way, instead of
being served a1 the public ex-
pense a8 al present, the elder-
ly would tend to become
social or community servants
thersetves.

What now remains is for
concerned and responsik's
groups and citizens who are
vonvinced of the advantages
of home ownership extension
for those in public housing
projects (o give eucourage-
ment to Mr. Reagan's in-
itiatives in this regard.
