Easter Celebrated Late

Ostara, or Eastre, was
the goddess of spring in
the religion of the ancient
Anglos and Saxons. Every
April a festival was cele-
brated in her honor. With
the beginning of Chris-
tianity, the old gods were
put aside. From then on
the festival was celebrat-
ed in honor of the resur-
rection of Christ but was
still known as Easter af-
ter the old goddess.

21 st-the vernal equinox.
If the full moon falls on
Sunday, Easter is cele-
brated the following Sun-
day. The date of the full
moon which decides Eas-
ter is figured according to
certain calender rules
and may differ slightly
from the actual or astro-
nomical date of the full
moon. This methodof rec-
koning the date for Eas-
ter was finally accepted
by all Chrisfians of wes-
tern Europe, and is still
followed by them.
