Season Opens
Today, Sunday

Its that time again, the day
all of you hunters out there
have been waiting for. Dove
season opened in this area
'today, Sunday, September 1 for
the 1991 dove season.

The season will end on
November 9, 1991 for the North
Zone, which is from the Texas
state line to IH 20 to the south.

Hunting hours are one half
hour before sunrise to sunset.

The daily bag limit is 12
mourning, white-winged, and
white tipped (white-fronted)
doves in the aggregate to
include not more than two
whitewings and two whitetips.
Possession limit is twice the
daily bag limit.

A $7.00 stamp is required of
all white-winged dove hunters,
both resident and non-resident,
during the 1991, hunting sea-
son. The stamp must be signed
on its face by the person using
it. In addition, all bird hunters
must have a valid hunting
license.

From Grants

Nearly 60 jobs will be created
in the Panhandle cities of
Memphis and Olton through
recent awards from the Texas
Capital Fund, administered by
the Texas Department of Com-
merce.

These grants bring the total
amount awarded by the fund
during the 1990 program year to
more than $4.6 million and the
total number of jobs created or
retained o 1,250.

The City of Memphis will be
using a $200,000 award from
the Texas Capital Fund to
finance the purchase of equip-

ment by CR-PL, Limited Part-

nership, a manufacturer of
enameled cast iron ‘‘small
ware’’ plumbing fixtures. Funds
for the award will be made
available upon completion of
negotiations between the City of
Memphis and the Department
of Commerce. The CR-PL pro-
ject will result in the creation of
34 jobs.

The City of Olton has been
given a $231,908 award from
the Texas Capital Fund to
provide a loan for the start-up
of Runningwater Draw Care
Center, Inc. (RDCC). RDCC will
construct and operate a nursing
home facility and needs working
capital financing. This project
will result in the creation of 23
jobs. Funds for the award will
be made available upon
completion of negotiations bet-
ween Olton and Commerce.

Soil Village

Conservation tillage is the
maintaining of crop residue on
topsoil to prevent wind and/or
water erosion. The forces of
nature, especially wind in Bailey
County, will move topsoil un-
protected by residue or a cover
crop. Crop residue left in the
field will prevent soil move-
ment. Added benefits of crop
residue is less tillage, reducing
fuel, labor and maintenance
costs also soil compaction.

Soil compaction from heavy
machinery restricts root growth
and will possibly lower crop

yields.
Conservation tillage will in-
crease the moisture holding

ability of the soil by absorbing
more of the runoff from rains
and trapping snow in the
residue. The more the soil is
turned over the more moisture
is lost through evaporation.

Conservation tillage can make
double cropping easier due to
time saved by eliminating some
tillage steps.

New Law Requires Proof
Of Financial Responsibility

Beginning September 1, Tex-
ans will be required to show
proof of financial responsibility
before they can get a driver
license, renew a license or have
their motor vehicle inspected
according to DPS Director col.
Joe E. Milner.

"“This may seem like an
inconvenience to law-abiding
Texans, but in the long run, this
new law should help protect all
motorists by increasing the
number of persons who have
the legally-required auto liabi-
lity insurance,’’ Milner said.

Texas motorists have been
required since 1981 to have auto
liability insurance, but only
about 75 percent of the state's
drivers have valid policies in
force.

Also effective September 1,
e fine for not having liability

insurance will be increased from
$75 to $175-8350. Repeat offen-
ders will have to pay $350 to
$1,000 and face the possibility
of having their vehicle impound-
ed for 180 days.

‘‘Starting September 1, any-
one wishing to renew his driver
license, get a license for the
first time or needing to get a
motor vehicle inspected will be
required to show proof of
financial responsibility at our
Driver License offices or Motor
Vehicle Inspection Stations,’’
Milner said. ‘‘For most Texans,
it will be a simple matter of
showing a wallet card issued by
their insurance company.’’

The new law also requires a
person to have proof of financial
responsibility’ before obtaining
vehicle license plates,

Bacterial Pneumonia Vaccine May Prolong Life In Aids Victims

A bacterial pneumonia vac-
cine is a precautionary measure
for many, but it may prolong
life for those infected with the
human immunodeficiency virus
(HIV) who have not yet been
diagnosed with AIDS.

““HIV-positive patients who
had a relatively normal count of
more than 500 CD4 cells,
responded favorably to the
vaccine and produced the
necessary antibodies,”’ said Dr.
Daniel Musher, chief of the
infectious disease section at the
Houston VAMC and professor
of medicine and microbiology
and immunology at Baylor
College of Medicine. ‘‘Unfor-
tunately, those with fewer than
500 CD4 cells showed little or
no antibody response."’

Musher and Dr. Maria Rodri-
quez studied 47 men between

Of this
group, 11 had AIDS, 11 had
AlIDS-related complex, and 25
were HIV-infected, but had no
AIDS symptoms. The partici-
pants’ CD4 cell counts were
studies before and after vac-
cination.

Bacterial pneumonia is seen
in larger numbers among HIV-
infected persons. Since the
level of antibodies decreases as
AIDS progresses, Musher re-
commends that all infected

persons get vaccinated at the
time HIV is detected. Individ-

uals at high risk for contracting
HIV should be vaccinated before
the virus is detected.

The common bacterial pneu-
monia vaccine is effective for
five years. However, once the
CD4 cell count falls below 500,
new vaccipation methods may
be necessary.

““We need to determine the
frequency and dosage of the
vaccine required to produce
antibodies in a patient whose
CD4 count is below normal,”
Musher said.

Musher's study was funded
by the Department of Veterans
Affairs and participants includ-
ed Baylor College of Medicine,
the Harris County Hospital
District and the Memorial
Southwest Medical Center.

Teachers Retirement Strong

The Texas Teachers Retire-
ment System is among the best
in the United States. It is
strong, actuarial sound and able
to serve retired teachers for
many years to come. I have
introduced in the Seante a
constitutional amendment that
would improve the way the
current system is managed and
guarantee that actuarial sound-
ness continues in the future.

This amendment would force
the state to use the system’s
actuarial soundness as the
criterion on which the state’s
contribution level is based.

Let me explain, Currently,
whenever the Legislature revi-
ews the amount the state should
contribute to the TRS, a political
battle brews over the level of
participation. Reasonable dis-
cussion over what amount
acctually is needed to achieve
system soundness gets lost in
the roar of the crowd. Good,
solid fiscal planning is forced
out of the process. Basing such
decisions on political expediency
rather than financial considera-
tions is not fair to members.
(It's also not fair to taxpayers
who often are asked to contri-
bute more than necessary to
keep the system healthy.

My proposed amendment
would spell out in the Texas
Constitution that the state shall
contribute to TRS at rates
necessary to maintain actuarial
soundness. This standard would
guarantee that TRS will stay in
the good actuarial shape it is in
today. One reason the system is
in good condition today is
because of exceptionally good
investment performance.

Without this new constitution-
al standard, if investment perfo-
rmance turns around, the Legis-
lature could conceivably allow
the system to get into trouble
by not increasing the state’s

contribution level to offset fund
losses. Ideally, the contribution
rate would vary as needed. If
this variation bothers you, keep
in mind that the Legislature has
changed the contribution rate
seven times in the past 10 years
due to budget pressures. Educa-
tors should be comforted by the
fact the amendment preserves
the 6 percent floor already in
the Constitution; however, a 10
percent ceiling would be remov-
ed.

The initial reaction of many
teachers has been to oppose any
change in the Teacher Retire-
ment System. 1 totally under-
stand their desire to keep their
system in the excellent condit-
ion it is in today. However, I
would urge them to consider the
long term benefits of the
actuarial-soundness standard 1
am proposing. The excellent
investment performance of the
system will not always continue.
The true test of the Legislature
to keep the system sound will
occur when investment perfor-
mance turns around and there
no longer are bountiful actuarial
gains from which to vote benefit
increases. At that time, it is
definitely in the best interest of
teachers to have a standard in
the Constitution to ensure that
the Legislature will keep this
system actuarially sound.

I know there’s concern among
educators that this constitutional
amendment somehow would
endanger their retirement bene-
fits. Nothing could be further
from the truth.

In Texas in both general law
and tax law, corporations have
long enjoyed special treatment
not available to partnerships
and businesses owned by sole
proprietors. There are important
economic reasons for these legal
and taxation distinctions, and
those reasons are as valid
today-- and as critical to
business--as they were in 1907
when the Texas corporate fran-
chise tax was first adopted.

The franchise tax is the price
corporations pay for those
valuable privileges and protec-
tions. The economic value of
that special treatment has
nothing to do with the fact that
the franchise tax today is in bad
need of reform and revision,
thanks to a changing economy
and a slew of court decisions.

But as the Legislature under-
takes corporate franchise tax
reform, there are some who
advocate extension of the cor-
porate tax to non-corporate
business entities--a move that
would render the tax inequitable
and harm existing partnerships,
family-owned businesses and
sole proprietorships.

Partnerships and proprietor-
ships are neither economically
nor legally equivalent to corpor-
ations and it would be wrong to
tax them as such.

Status as a corporation erases
personal liabilities of corporate
executives and stockholders
from debt and other corporate
actions. The corporation itself
enjoys status under law as a
person, separate and apart from
its shareholders. It has the
constitutional rights of a person
in court, and a corporation
exists continuously even if its
‘‘ownership’’ changes.

Indeed, the protections affor-
ded corporations are known as
the ‘‘corporate shield,”” a thing
of economic value and legal
privilege.

#None of these special treat-
ments are available to sole
proprietors, family-owned busi-

' nesses and partnerships.

Corporate leaders often say
these protections are critical in
making business decisions, and
the Legislature is frequently
asked in the name of economic
development to expand and
strengthen the limits on corpo-
rate liabilities.

But many corporate leaders
who push hard for stronger
corporation protections are now
the same ones who say that in
taxation there should be no
difference between the privileg-
ed corporations and the busi-
nesses which enjoy none of the
fruits of corporate law.

A corporate tax applied to
non-corporate businesses would
actually be the same as an
income tax on Texans in
business for themselves. Even
the federal tax system has
always honored the difference
between corporations and part-
nerships and proprietorships.

For many beneficial reasons,
the corporate shield is vital to
the economic well-being of
Texas industry, but the price of
the shield should not be
assessed on business which
does not enjoy the protection of
that shield.

The corporation franchise tax
must be rewritten, but it must
be revised in step and spirit
with the scope of all other
corporate protective laws, and
not be made worse by building
in arbitrary and unfair taxation
of non-corporate businesses.
