to date, the number 1s 88, For
the same period |last year 181
cases wore recorded.

This record would polcl to the
effectiveness of tire rationing and
lower speed laws as deterrents to
speed on the highway.

To ecooperate with the national
tire and gaa conservation program
the Texas state highway com-
mission requested motorists to
voluntarily reduce their speed so
as not to exceed §0 miles an hour.
The general response to that re-
quest was unsatisfac.wocy and the
highway commission thereupon put
s 40 mile speed limit into law.
