At the same time, the language
spokenby Blacks is not foreign to thebusiness
communityof Lubbock.

Insteadof criticising Brother Britt of whathe is
not doing, let's put our arms aroundhim so this
frequencymay becomea reality. This could be
done by starting a letter writing campaign to
FCC complaining about th3 lack of Black radio
programmingin this partof thecountry.Without
positive input, those persons in Washington,
D.C. can't feel the pulse of what we feei is
important for us. As you may nbte, anytime a
local white owned radio station files his renewal
application to FCC, they always come by the
Black communitylooking for the"socalledBlack
leaders" and say: "We need to interview you
about the problems of the community." Why
can't we, on our own, write our own letters,and
let FCC know thatwe are unhappywith what is
going on down here and request that more
considerationbe given to the efforts of Brother
Britt.

If this is donenow, we'd getsomefast results.
Can yu imagine several thousand letters
addressed to the Federal Communications
Commissionabout the importanceof this Black'
ownedradio station.After making this appealto
FCC, thenwe can starta financial drive to raise
thepropercapital(money) to operatethis station
for three(3) years,allowing local Blackcitizensto
receivedividends on their hardearnedmoney
invested. While awaiting for theirmoneyto grow
in the area of communications,think of the
benefits we (Blacks) would receivefor something
ownedby us.

of an unwitting, even if
beneficent, predator. This is

tion as we'fihd it.

Back to the high court, few
legal or religious scholars
were quoted in the white
press regarding the glaring
omission by the court in
regard to a confrontation
with what many saw as the
"central issue" ofequity.

As black Americans, we
may have beenmaking a stra-
tegic mistake or blunder in
buying into the language of
"equality of opportunity."
Do we really want an "equal
chance" with someone who
already hasthe unfair advan-
tageof claiming much cf our
due birthright?

"Equality" does not ad-

dress itself implicitly to past
inequities , .and effective
"thievery." In our courts of
equity, when a person or
group proves that it has been
bereft of whatever it should
lawfully claim, the tradition
of equity is that of the grant-
ing of "triple damages."

Thuswhen blacks press for
equity, nothing short of a
moratorium on the admis-
sions, hiring and upgrading
of all white maleswould be in
order. . . until blacks catch up
on at least a substantialpart
of what they have been de-

nied. This kind of action
would be seenas far less than
equity, and as infinitely less
than simple justice.

Yearsbefore thecoming of
Christ, the ancient Greek or
Mediterranean world philos
opher Aristotle posed the
issueof the ludicrous nature
of "an equality so-call- be-

tween equal and unequal
alike." His answer:Equityis
required.So it perhapsmust
be for black Americans to-
