Looking around and observing events in
Lubbock, especially with & view at the Black people,
this writer is seeing racism.

We sent out over fifty letters to various
employers about our speical issue inviting them to
send us their Black or key Black employees for this
particular issue. We also made telephone calls to
local businesses about this isue. It is good to report
that there were people who very positive about this
issue. Blacks employed by the firms were very
much excited about what we are attempting to
do....Continue to build images.

Out of all the calling we have done, there was a
local firm who responded in a negative manner.
This firm, Pay Less Cashways Lumber Store.

This writer talked to the manager of the business,
via telephone, about involving Black in this special
issue since Blacks were seen working in the
business. What really hurt was this writer was
in the store to purchase some items several
days prior to our telephone conversation.

Anyway, after advising this. gentleman
about the special issue, he was invited to have Black
‘employees of this firm to participate. It was only
proper since this business is located in the Black
communit, .

Would you believe that this manager told me he
was not_interested in this special issue at
“ALL.” Black people should know about the
attitudes of people who operate businesses in the
community who cater to Blacks and are negative
about positive programs which we attempt to
create positive images here. After all, this merchant
1s operating in our backyard. Can you imagine a

merchant not wanting to build the image of his
employees who happen to Black and to build the
company’s image in the community,

Kemember “Tourch For The Future”, the
theme of this year's Black History Month. For
God’s sake, let's remember we have to light
and carry the tourch for the future. If we don't,
no one else will do it for us. We have to make
our own way. We always have and always will

BLACK EMPOWERMENT

NEIGHBORIIOUD SELF-HELP

Part 1! of Two Parts

In our previous column we
pointed out that empower-
muut of people and neigh-
borhoods is something that
must 2rise and develop .rom
the people themselves. It is
not something that can be
delivered to the neighbor-
hood by governunent.

For too many years gov-
ernment programs have
failed to recognize this truth,
with unfor.anate results es-
pecially for blick Americans
and for poor people as a
whole. The trrgic results are
to be seen not only in term=
of funds wasted, but also in
terms of the frustration of
neighborhood people who
might well have done better
had the government pro-
grams not usurped their own
initiatives.

Twe  highly respacted
members of Congres. recent-
ly made a brilliant conceptual
breakthrough in the area of
neighboihi od revitalization.
One is Representative Joel
Pritchard, 2 Republican from
Scattle, Washingion, The
other is Representative James
Blanchard, a Demccrat from
tne Detroit metropolitan
area. '

In tertimony befor- the
House Subcommittee on
Housing last month, Con-
gressman  Pricchard  recog-
nized one of the key prob-
lems with all the Federal
funding programs of the past
decade. “Up to now,' he
said, “‘programs .lating o
Federal involvement in neigh-
borhood impro.emerts have
followed « familiar pattern,
The F.deial government
taxes A, th* taxpayer. With
the approvas of B, the city
government, it redisrrib. et

- the mmey to C, a neighbor-

hood organization, for the
venefit of D, the neighbor-
hood residents, This latter
group is comprised ~f a host
of those called ““A,'" the oi-
ginal taxpayers who are the
most crucit. persons in the
neighborhood rerewal pro-
vEss,

“If we have learned any-
thing from 14 years of experi-
ence,”' he continued, “‘it is
that this mechanism is shiaply
not viable as A M_UANS of
supporting noighberhond im-
provements.”’ The reason, he
noted significantly, is ‘that
this “‘round robin** type of
fiscal transfer system raises
inescapal:le questions about
the legitimacy of the recipient
ORGANIZATION, the bur-
densome regulations imposed
upon the grantees Lo assure
accountability to the govern-
ment, and the ever present
threat that the government
will swallow up the grantee in
such a4 way tha' it loses its
independence.

The concepiue! break-
through of fered by Congiess-
mzn Pritchard and Blanchard
is strikingly simple. Instead
of handing ou. large amounts
ol mnney through city hall 1o
selected local groups, simply
give the same funcs back 10
neighborhood residents
thetuselves and let them de-
cide which organizations are
working effectvely 1o im-
prove th.e neighborhood and
the lives of ity ““gidents. -

As Congressman Pritchard
describes the idea, every
adult in the defined neigh-
borhood would get a ercdit
from the Feleral govern-
ment, somethiog like a gro-
ce vy coupod. The resident
would make a small contri-
bution of his own money, &

the organization of his pre-
ference, and the credit slip
would trigger a ‘'several-
times over'' contribution
from the Federal government
1o that organization. In lower
income areas — largely black
— the Federal matching
would of course he greater
than in the upper income
areas,

The two Congressmen
have introduced a Hill, HR
13894, to dir=ct the Secretary
of Mousing and Urban De-

" yvelopment to conduct a three

year pilot program in a vari-
ety of selected neighbor-

* hood  Witli positive resulis,

the Congressmen hope the
plan can uitimately i place
Federal grants to groups and
all the problems they bring.

But, as Congressman Prit-

chard says, “‘the strength of
this aporoach is not mi Jely in
that it avoids the problems of
the direct-grant approach. By
its very nature il encourages
the spirit of scli-help and
¢itizen participation  more
than uny other approach
attempled by the Federal
government ;! as far,"'

What the Congressinan is
saying is that the ioea of
putting the resources bac in
the hands of the people, and
having them use those re:
sorrces in the way which
appears 1o them 9 best pio-
mote their neighborhood
interesis, wonld be a true

means for genuine empower-

men: of people, Residents are
not required to meet the de-
mands of (k> agency handing
out money. They r-e not
push.d and shoved nto the
bureaucrat’c mold common
(0 $0 Many prograws in the
oust, How they u : their
money i< thel” susiness, and

would seem to be little doubt
but ‘hat the great majority
of neighborhood residents
have enough common sense
to know what benefits them
in the best possible way.
The Pritchard-Dlanchard
experiment will stimulate
opposition. It will come
chiefly from those middle-
class bureaucrats and public
officials who are convinced
that people—and especially

blacks and others vho are

poor—agre fools who must be
cared for hy hgh-paid pro-
fessionals, namely Llien-
selves. But the wise public
official will recognize thal his
or her value to the caommu-
nity lies not in dispensing
subsistence and services, but
in making it possibie for (e
underprivileged — and in-
deed, for all citizens of the
e ovmunity — Lo “evelop and
exercis« their own talepis for
their own benefil as (rey per-
ceive it

Congressmen Priichard
and Blanc'ard thus would

The Congressional Black

A review of Meridian, a
novel by Alice Walke:,
Pocket Books, N.Y., 1976,
220 pages, Paperback, $1.50.

Alice Walker it one of a
growing tribe of black story-
tellers or creative writers
whose gifts and message
promises to transform the
American literary scene.

All writing, in many senses
of the term, are autobio-
graphical. Meridian, a brave
and veautiful black woman,
struggles—often  alone—for
“her pe.ple,’” a heritage and
a heavy load to which she
was devoted most deeply, on
the one hand, and for which
she held in an unbridled and
unmasked contemp!, on the
other hand. The oppressed
are always conflicted and so
many-faceted, Yet for the
courageous and determined
ones like Meridien, they
somehow succeed in trans
forming ashes into bLeauty
and provide the oil of joy for
mourning.

Meridiz® as a character
was, as seventeen, a dzserted
wifé and mother, cne who
was innocent and afraid. Still
she faced a southern tinder-
box as the old rules cellapsed
about her. The story is sensu-
ous, convincing and heart-
warming.

Those who read Mendiar
will find that their lives have
been touched and altered by
the alchemy of a young
writer's heart and pen. Meri-
dian speaks of our changing
times, of shifting racial
mores, of human hope and
endurance, . .and of an un-
spoken promise of a befter
world which Alice Walker's
word pictures and wisdom
will help to bring about.

These kind of prograns, in my opinion,
have been thought to be “too Black Oriented”
by some Lubbock station owners.

Lack of management and engineering skills
in radio broadcasting can be just as
detrimental to the Black Community as n
Block “fronted” bank.
