“If you wouldn't go home,
I would put you in jail ~ it's
as simple as that.”

Britt say he has only one
regret and that is that the
Lusila Srott murder was not
solved while he was in
service.

Each weekend during the nol summer months,
thousands of wives across the couniry watch their
husbands -- corporate execulives, salesmen,
construction workers and even movie stars -- as they
undergo a metamorphose. Problems and cares of the
business world are lslt behind. Out come the dry cleaned
uniforms that are donned with an aimost boyish pride.

"he sun is shining and life is good as the magic words
ring out loud and cloar across the nation. “Let's play bali.”

On the surface, the blossoming of baseball leagues is
just what one would expect. Ir the frenzy of an
unpracedented fitness boom, linked with an evergrowing
heaith consciousness, Americans now spend nearly $20
billion a year on litness - related equipment alone. And
baseball, after all, was once and now seems castined
again to be “America’s No. 1 pass-lime.”

The Mens Senior Baseball League, for men over 30
interes'ed in playing hardball, was started in 1986 in New
York. Today, only four years later, the MSBL boasts 825
wams in B0 leagues in B0 cities. And if it wasn't for a
shortage of faciliies, the lesague would be even bigger
with even more teams.

Piayinn basebu'| may be physical fitness. But what is
really gning on here trantcands mere hea'thy, good-fun
exercise, Hollywood, never slow [0 pick up on a trend, has
scught to capture the undetiying grassroots essence of
the new baseball interest, first with the hit mowvie Buil
Durhar, and now in Field of Dreams.

“To me, Bull Durham 1s about men and women and why
they can't get along,"” Kevin Costner, who stars in both
films. told writer Craig Modderno. "l think Fweld of
Creams is about things gone unsaid in your life. Neither
one is a baseball movie.”

The "things unsaid” of course, as the title tips us off, are
reaily the lost dreams of our youth. And that is just what
senior men's baseball is all about as well. In researching
the phenomenal growth of the MSBL, the Los Angeles
Times found that most players admit they aren’l there
every weekend just for fithess or a therapeutic escape
from 8 work-a-day-world pressures.

Rather, most players say quite openly they are
“"pounding the bases in pursuit of their past, attempting to
rediscover their youth."”

"We'ro living out dreams and fantasies,” California

lyman Ton Hayden, 49, (who plays for ‘he
Hollywo’d Stars) told the L.os Angeles Times, “This
generation wants to bring bagseball back."

But it's more than just baseball. It is also really looking
back to a time when there ssemod to be mora hope in the
world, when life was simpler and uncluttered with such
everyday devastations as crugs, crime and growing
poverty.
