''We knew then as
now taht the economic
power is the thing
that turns many cor-
ners, " says Chatman,
son of . the late Dr.
J. A. Chatman who
fought for the rights
of Blacks in Lubbock.
This company came out
with its first re-

cording, featuring
Jackie Clark and the
"Soul Agents," with
lovely Theola Englisn
at .her best. Writing
arrangements were
done by Garrett and
Clark, w e IX known
artists in this field
of endeavor. This re-
cording came out on
the "Dust Bowl" lar
bel. "This was our
own label, and we
were quite proud of
it," he says.

Although his invol-
vement in Lubbock
goes back many years,
Chatman took a leave
of absence from the
Lubbock public
Schools System, where
he now serves as

Headteacherat South-
east Elementary
School, to help'de-

velop a curriculum
for the LOIC program.
"I wanted to work as
hard as possible to
be able to develop a
program through the
Feeder Managers team
for OIC," he said.

"This program not
only called for being
over the training
activity, but it gave
me an opportunity to
teach Black History
a it d motivational
courseswhich had the
theme of "Who Am I,"
he admits. "I really
enjoyed this through-
ly," he continued.

Chatman headed the
Progressive Voters
League in Lubbock.
During that time (1961
--1962) , he was re-
sponsible for raising
the 'voting1.,' sregu
pf Blacks in the 'com-

munity from a mere
200 to over 1,200
eligible voters
Eventually, this ef -

fort became the cata-
lyst of making it
possible for 2,000
registered Black
voters in Voting Box
20.

"There's just one
thing wrong1with
Black people, we just
don ' t vote ! ! " , says
Chatman. He believes
that by voting we
will be able to elect
the right people who
will correctmany of
the wrongs that we
constantly complain
about. "It's true,
the politicans re-
spectthe masses,not
just a few," he con-

tinues.
At present time, l,e

is working with a
committee to help the
Gene Gaines Law Suit
against the City of
Lubbock to divide the
city into precincts
so. hopefully, there
will be representa-
tion from eastLub-

bock. "This, is impo-
rtant becausewe need
someone who will be
sensitive to pur
needs and wants,"1he
says fijnriy. .

In a true
democracy, every man,wom-
an and child must be seenas
thoughof princely birth. The
term "elite" should be seen
as that which has the possi-
bility of excellence in every
man.

We must identify the latent
talents and unmet needs of
every person jn America and
our college or continuing
education system should
shapeand hone thue talents
andhelp preparefor the fac-

ing of ourneedsfor aU adults
from adolescence to the
grave.

This may be seenby many
as a somewhat new task for
highereducation.Yet, ii it?
Our school; and colleges
hzve always received public
and private support oh the
conviction that such institu-

Let's take a look at some
of the more recent hypocriti-
cal SupremeCourt decisions.
For almost a decade, Blacks
pushed, advocated,and fi-

nally invented a strategythat
could minimize discrimlna
tion in employment. This
strategy Was termed "Affir-
mative Action" and became
the most potent weapon of
unfair labor practices since
A. Phillip Randolph and
Bayard Kustin'sFederal Em-
ployment PracticesCommis-
sion.

But notetherecent reversal
and the pulling of teeth of
this strategy by the recently
appointedjudgesof the Wa-
tergate era (you do recall,
there were no Black people
involved in Watergate). The
Supreme Court (our answer
to man'sinhumanityto man)
hasruled that a Black worker
must singularly prove intent
to discriminate whenever
they file charges against the
seniority system.

In other words, the num-
bers or ratio of Black to
white is discounted and one
must prove that there was
and is discriminationin his or
her hiring, promotionor lay--;
off.

In essence, they have re-

versed all former decisions
which adhered to the princi-
ple of a common sense
deduction of a discrimina-
tory condition, thus closing
the door on classaction law-
