Bill Clayton was named to three committees he states w ill be 
of v ita l importance to  the 74th District which includes Bailey, 
C a tao , Cochran, D eaf Smith, Lamb, Oldham and Pirm erCo» 
unties. Clayton w ill also continue to head the sub-committee 
on water conservation.

Rip. Bill Claytm Movid It 
Thru Important Committals

State Representative Bill 
Clayton was named to three 
committees important to his 
district Friday by newly e le c t­
ed Speaker Price Daniel, Jr., 
in appointments which gen­
erally reflected a shift of in­
fluence from the rural areas of 
Texas to major c ities, parti­
cularly in the Houston-Gulf 
Coast area.
C layton, generally regarded 

at a conservative, wasappoint- 
ed to membership on the nat­
ural resources, intergovern­
mental affairs, and elections 
committees. Under a new 
rule which gives the Speaker 
power to choose the chairman 
and vice chairman o f each 
com mittee plus half the re­
main* lg members.
House committees have been

This com mittee 
has been placed under the new 
Intergovernmental Affairs 
com m ittee, and Rep. Clayton 
said he would continue to  work 
along the same lines. This 
com mittee now encompasses 
cities and towns, which Rep. 
Clayton has a Iso wurked with. 

"Re-apportionment in the 
last legislature shifted ten of 
the 150 Home seats from pre­
dominantly n «a l districts to the 
metropolitan areas, with five 
new seats going to Harris and 
three to Dallas. This inevit­
ably w ill change the makeup 
of the Legislature and expedite 
the passage of legislation of 
greater concern and interest to 
the big c ity . Harris County 
has 24 House members, and 
Dallas, 18, more than a ll of 
West Texas," Clayton com ­
mented.

Many farmers serve on 

school hoards, supposedly 

as representatives o f  

the taxpaying public. Now 

you 're accused o f  selling 

out to the special interests o f  

professional educators.

■  A  great debale in public education is raging 
nationwide— the issue: who's in control, the lay­
men or rhe professional educators? But the ques­
tion is even more basic: Is ihe state primarily 
responsible for educating our children, or arc 
parents1

The law says parents, but (he wav Ihe law is 
bending, parental responsibility seems to end 
with financing the education The siale wants to 
lake over from there

' The public is losing conlrol o f ils schools jusi 
as it has lost control o f many o f its other in­
stitutions says Loren E. Klaus, president of 
Shawnee College in Illinois. "M osl citizens arc 
unaware that massively organized and well- 
financed teacher groups are trying to vet school 
policy under the guise of improving their work­
ing conditions "

That claim has been voiced, and holly denied 
by teacher unions, during teacher contract ne­
gotiations throughout ihe country this fall And 
the issue is just as lively in rural areas as in big 
cities "The school board has so little real control 
over how money is spent that it's unbelievable,”  
says Owen Unangst, farmer and board member in 
Northampton Co.. Pa But I think it’s inaccu­
rate to blame it directly on the teachers whose 
salaries in our district now exceed our entire local 
revenues The real reason is that stale and fed­
eral governments call rhe shots Government 
passes out funds with one hand, and new regu­
lations and programs with the other. Evcrytime 
you accept the money, you lose more freedom."

Bui if we're losing control of our schools, Ihe 
people and their school boards have let il hap 
pen, say aroused citizens They insist

• The public doesn't care enough about edu­
cation. “W e ’ve had no drastic change in person­
nel on our school board in 25 years.”  says 
Unangst. "Few people want ihe job Board mem­
bers run for re-election unopposed "

•  Board members " sell out" to the school ad­
ministration. "W e're being accused o f lhal right 
now, as are many boards." says Unangst. “ But 
the accusation is nor an easy one to defend 
When I first came on ihe board, we had a very 
dictatorial superintendent, although be was a 
good educator I was amazed at Ihe way Ihe 
board rubber-stamped everything he propoved 
But the superintendent we have now is excellent 
in my opinion, and I happen to agree with him 
on most issues we are debating now."

•  Board members don't have the time to do 
their tohs properly. "There's some truth to that.'' 
says Unangst. “ Almost all members have other 
full lime jobs. There's talk of making positions 
on the hoard salaried, so a guy could devote full 
time to riding herd on education Bui I'm not at 
all sure that would solve the privblcm Who has 
ever decided jusl what qualifications a good 
board member should have1''

•  Boards operate too much in secrecy. “ I've 
tried to do something about that.”  says Dennis 
Barnes, board member in rural Wyandot Co., 
Ohio "The limes of special meetings were not 
being made public in our district. That's con­
tradictory to the Ohio law in my opinion, but the 
superinlcndeni and other board members oppose 
me strongly in my attempts to get better com ­
munication between people, their board, and 
iheir school officials."

• Board members aren't competent enough to 
fudge whether or how education can be im­
proved "That's exactly what the professional 
educators want to brainwash the public into 
believing.”  says Barnes. "And the typical board 
member believes it That is why he will take on 
faith just about anything the administrators ol 
the school insist is the right thing to do " Adds 
Klaus. "Boards must realize that educational ex­
perts come and go. but the board and the people 
must live with programs that may be merely 
(ads rather than true innovations '

• Board members are at'aid to act with the 
responsibility of their offsi e. "They don't want 
to make trouble." says Barnes "For example, 
most board members are convinced they can't 
Are an incompetent teacher with tenure You 
moat certainly can. but to do It, you have to take 
on the whole structure of sialism built into the 
public school system Boards are afraid to try

because they might incur disfavor and 
kwe those nice federal funds.”

Barnes is a good example o f a new 
kind o f school hoard member emerging 
in rural school systems. Young (39), 
well-educated, successful in business, 
extremely self-reliant after a "root, hog 
or die" upbringing on a small farm, he 
tends to be unawed by “how we do 
things around here."

To keep education as a function of 
democracy, college president Klaus lays 
down a few guidelines to school hoards

1. You are calling the shots, not Ihe 
professional educators Make them ex­
plain iheir educational programs. If 
they can't, they probably don't under­
stand them either Demand written pol­
icies explaining regulations for handling 
faculty, student and parent concerns

2. Your main concern is education, 
not how many trees to plant in front o f 
the school Your superintendent and 
principals main concern is also educa­
tion. not internal office work or shuf­
fling the lunch room money. You must 
know the differences between true in­
novation and mere fad— in education 
and building design Curriculum is too 
important to be left to teachers

J. Tell your superintendent what you 
expect of him and demand that he keep 
you informed on all aspects o f educa­
tion in the classroom But don't dilute 
his authority over his staff Ask hard 
questions Whv are we doing w hat we're 
doing1 W hy do we want to make this 
change?

4. Demand that teachers he rated II 
the professionals say that skills can't be 
measured, ask why not The educational 
profession claims it can measure produc­
tivity of other people Why not its own?

Merit pay is an idea whose time has 
come So long as you pay all teachers 
the same Kale, there u no reason to 
expect improvement

5. Explain contracts to teachers »o 
they know precisely the terms under 
which they are hired Protect your good 
teachers from harassment by lazy ones 
Get rsd o f incompetents Teachers with 
tenure can be dismissed Don't let ad­
ministrators fool you on this

S. Remember that mandatory collec­
tive bargaining laws guarantee public 
control, not employee control, o f puMic 
k  hoots

People generally get the kind of gov­
ernment they deserve This principle 
holds true o f school systems What ate 
you doing about it? FND

In a continued discussion on 
the five rules Torn Surelle had 
set up for the boys in obtaining 
their grade, Jones asked Daw­
son it he were not trying to 
take the control from Torn So- 
te lle  and place it on the Board.

Dawson, "Not control, Duane, 
just didn't want them to be 
treated any different to any 
other student in the classroom 
and these numbers 3 , 4 ,  and 
5, these were indicated only to 
be desired, but this letter gives 
the impression they are to be 
required; to  me this would 
create the difference between a 
good workingrelationshipanda 
possible area ofcontention."

Dawson, "These other boys,

worked upthe equivalent of four 
pieces or the equivalent with a 
little  more pclish, then this 
would make four pieces of their 
wurk already done i f  that's 
w:,at Bob is getting by w ith ." 

Sorelle finally agreed, " I f  
they want toplaythem  for rne, 
I 'l l  count it that way, but by 
playing for m e, 1 do mean, 
you know, the make-up Bob's 
doing, he's requited to do 
quite w e ll."

boys fur Saturday. She des­
cribed the event in Hale Cen­
ter, requiring the baud group 
to leave at 8 a .m . She indi­
cated she didn't know how many 
hours it took, but that they 
were gone the greater portion 
o f Sa'urday and asked i f  they 
were not getting any hours fur 
that?
it seemsthat this was settled 

with credit fur une hour given, 
even though Mrs. Holder felt 
they had spent a half day or so 
on the event and should have 
received mure than one hour. 
She was not comparing what 
the boys gut to other students 
who went along, but was con­
cerned as to how these would 
be counted in comparison to 
w i»k  dune by Bob C leavinger.

1 
can't understand why they pick­
ed out these three boys. looks 
like he could have checked the 
ro ll."
Someone at the board table 

indicated the roll had been 
checked.

Barton asked, "T om , do you 
have anything tosay about what 
they are talking about, these 
other students that was not at 
practice that night?"
Sorelle answered something 

to this e ffe c t, "The student; 
who weren't there, there were 
four students, four boys, who 
were supposed to have gone to 
Lubbock weren't there and there
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were another tluee whu were 
excused. The rest o f the kids 
weren't there, weren't march­
ing and 1 dun't see any use of 
having them come out and 
spendtwo ur three huuts in the 
cold air when they're nut sup­
posed to be there."

Mrs. Adrian, "These mothers 
told me their daughters nnrctw 
e d ."
Mrs. Holder said, ‘ A ll 1 want 

Jerry, is that for these boys 
that ate having to make up 
wmkbe nested the same, and 
countedthesame, see what I'm  
getting at?"
Mr. Holdet indicated, "It

Barton, "T om , what aboutthe 
alternate marching students, 
ate they required to attend the 
practices?"

Mann went on to say he 
thought they looked at each 
item and the thing 1 would re­
member telling Tom was that 
it was not meant to be unrea­
sonable and 1 would want him 
to be fair.
