This Isetpecla il) triw for back­
yard garden plots In the larger 
cities, where bees lack natural 
nesting places, according to Dr, 
John E. Larsen, Extension Ser­
vice horticulturist at Texas AS M 
University,
He said tome pollination it ac­

complished accidently by other 
Itittctt, but bees are still the 
major factors to consider. The 
most common cucurbits are 
melons, cucumbers and squash.
Under commercial production 

conditions, nwlonsand cucum­
bers need one bee hive for two 
to three acres. Larson recom­
mended.
"Some growers rent hives, he 

pointed out. "In the High Plains, 
one grower rented 10 hives. He 
paid $3 to $4 per colony for 
three months and thought Iw 
had been taken."

Research has shown that b ig­
ger, earlier melon crops can 
be had when hives are near the 
field. But if  wild bees are plenti­
ful, then hives are not needed. 
Wild bees are usually adequate 
In number In East Texts, but 
are often scarce elsewhere.

If hives are rented, the horti-
ulturiit said, the increased 

melon production should mote

than compensate for the cost.
In tlie case o f seedless water­

melons, and If there are wild 
bees around, Larsen said the 
general recommendation Is two 
seedless plants to one regular or 
seeded plant. I f there are bee 
colonies iwar the field, three 
seedless plants to oiw secJed 
plant should be satisfactory.

Larsen explained that bees nt tst 
transfer pollen trom seeded 
plants to seedless plants before 
fertilization can occur. But 
with ordinary melons, the bees 
need only to work the same 
plant because it has both male 
a ltd female flowers.

As 
per capita income (after raxes) 
rites, meat consumption usually 
Increases, lie says. T ils  rela­
tionship Is much more prononced 
for certain cuts such as steaks 
and roasts and leu  evident fur 
Items like bacon and ham 
Price lias a major Influence on 1 

me a t c onsum ptl on le ve Is a nd the 
usual pattern--asprices rise-- 
meat consumption m aves lower. 
Consumption of specific meat 
cuts, however, varies consider­
ably in their reaction to price 
changes, explains Uvacek. 
Research indicates that the 

consumer's occupation also a f­
fects consumption habits. La­
borers, for example, tend to 
eat more meat than white- 
c ollar worker*.

Where one llvesalsoinfluences 
the types of meat and the amount 
consumed, notes Uvacek. City

dwellers. In general, eat m >re 
meat than raral people. Re­
gional differences in meat con­
sumption habits are real. A per­
son who grew up In the North East 
U. S. Is likely to consume more 
lamb and heavier beef than is a 
native Texan, says Uvacek.

Family size and ns composi­
tion may also play a role In 
meat consumption. In general, 
explains the specialist, teen­
agers in a fam ily usually eat 
more meat while older people 
consume very little. A s : rule, 
tire per capita consumption of 
o f meat decreases as a family 
size increase, says Uvacek. 
Race, religionand nationality 

are cited as greatly affecting 
tiie meat consumption habits o f  
people. T ie  season of tlie vear 
also comes in for consideration 
and Is most important when spe­
c ific  cuts o f meat are con­
sidered. Tbe spring and sum mer 
"cook out" season brings much 
stronger demands for hambur­
gers, steaks and hoi dogs whle 
roasrsand stews are winter-time 
favorites

And finally, says Uvacek. 
meat consumption is a rather 
complicated process that yields 
a single simple figure but one 
that had best not ne rnlslnter- .
