The prospects of having a large
recreational and water reservoir
in Lamb County are being examin
ed. The soll comservation Is In
vestigating possibilities of a small
watershed project on the Running
Water Draw.

Although the stream is filled on
iy when rainr fall om its watershed
it has at times caused considerable
flooding along its course, There
has been loss of valuable topsoll,
and as in 1960 in Plamview, mil)-
fons of dollars in personal property
was damaged.

The Soll Conservation Service
bas proposed that a watershed pro
Ject be considered for the stream
AS It now stands, Lhe project would
be financed by the Federal Govern:
ment under Public Law 566,

The project would consist of
several earthen dams designed to
hold a 250 acre feet reservolr
with a flooding capacity of 500
acre feet. These structures could
be enlarged, should any local gov
ermmetnal body desire, on a 5050
cost basis between the local gov
emment and the federal govern
ment
