As a precautionary mea­
sure we have checked with the 
proper authorities relative to the 
toxic effect of the Insecticides 
used and they assure us that It Is 
negligible However, for a week1 
after spraying, vegetables and* 
fruits frorfi garden and orchard 
should be washed before eating.
