RULES EOR DONKEY 
SOFTBALL 

(As orginated by Ralph God- 
frey)
In this game all players e x ­

cept the pitcher and catcher are 
provided with donkeys. The 
pitcher and catcher will stay 
on the ground Inside the white 
lane marked off as the pitcher's 
and catcher's box, and they 
must keep one foot in or on the 
white line while makings play. 
The pitcher and catcher are

not permitted to field a batted 
ball, but mutt leave It on the 
ground until someone on a don­
key has first handled the balL 
After someone with a donkey 
has picked up the ball, and 
gotten back on his donkey, he 
may then tost or hand the ball 
to the pitcher cr catcher and 
from then on until the player 
is cither safe or put out the 
pitcher and catcher may assist

in the play by tossing the ball 
over to the base or tagging the 
runner If he comes dose enough. 

There are no strike-outs or 
walks in tills game. When the 
batter gets a fair hit he must 
get on the donkey that will be 
waiting for him at home plate 
and ride around the bases in 
their proper order, if he and 
the donkey ran agree on which 
is the proper order. The base

running donkey must have one 
foot on or inside the white 
c ircle  representing the base and 
the runner must be on the don­
key's back, in some manner or 
other, long enough for the um­
pire to declare him safe. After 
he hat been pronounced safe he 
may dismount, hold the donkey 
on the base, or sit on the don­
key or go on around to the next 
base, whichever he and the

donkey decide to do.
Force-outs and tag-outs are 

the same as in regular ball, 
but you must tag the man and 
not die donkey. If the runner is 
on the ground leading his don­
key, or trying to get back on, 
then the player with the ball 
may dismount and tag him out, 
however, both players must 
hold to the reins of their don­
keys. You can't turn loose the

reins to make an out or to keep 
from being put out.

A player is allowed to dis­
mount to pick up the ball, stop 
a grounder, or to catch a fly, 
but must hold to the reins and 
take the donkey with him 
wherever he goes, and don't 
forget to get back on the don­
key before throwing the ball. 
A fly ball caught by a player on 
the ground is not an out, but if 
he is on the donkey the batter

is autom atically out. We count 
all runs that are scored before 
the third out. We play five to 
seven innings or approximately 
one hour and a half.

The purchase of 531 acres in 
the water-rich Bailey County 
Sandhills was completed by the 
City of Lubbock Friday follow­
ing "hush-hush" negotiations.

The acquisition will permit 
economical expansion of Lub­
bock's well field, the city's 
secondary source of water, be­
cause it is adjacent to 75 ,000  
acres of water rights held by 
the city since the mid 1950s.

Lubbock Mayor Roy Bass signed 
tlie purchase contract about 
4 p .m . Friday. The city will 
pay the owners, Mr. and Mrs. 
Bill Angel of Littlefield, $225 
per acre for the tract.

Council members had met in 
dosed sealon Thursday to dis­
cuss the land offer. During a 
special meeting at 1 p.m . Fri­
day, the council authorized 
Bass to sign the sales contract 
"at the agreed price, " but there 
was no explanation of the action 
until the purchases had been 
completed three hours later. 

Sam Wahl, director of puhttc 
works fot the eity, said owner 
shlpofthl* property w ill prrnnt 
the city to drill at least seven 
wells without costly extension 
of the main water collection 
line In the wrllfield.

The Angel property, lies im 
mediately south of Lubbock's 
reservoir and pump station,

Lubbock's next wells can be 
drilled there, forestalling the 
expnese of the westward pipe­
line at least five yean , Wahl 
said.

City officials estimate there 
Is more than 7 ,7 0 0  acre feet of 
recoverable water beneath the 
Angel property. Initial pump­
ing could produce a million to 
6 mil lion gallons of water dally 
during peak days of consump­
tion for at least seven years, 

diminishing to 3, 5 mgd there 
after.

Lubbock'* year-around water 
supply comes from Lake Mere­
dith mirth of Amarillo. But dur­
ing the summer as water con­
sumption Increases, water from 
the Bailey < ounty Sandhills 
supplements the lake supply.

Four years ago, consultants 
recommended that Lubbock a c ­
quire water rights in Lamb and 
Bailey 1 ountles, east of the 
existing well field. It was esti­
mated that addition could sup­
ply up to 40 millitsn gallons a 
day to Lubbock.

Sim e that recommendation 
was made, h<ss«ever. large 
farming operations have con­
verted the sandhills into highly 
irrigated grain fields and the 
eastern Sandhills is no longer 
available few domestic water 
supply.

Although all metro areas 
(Standard Metropolitan Statis­
tical Areas or SMSA's) in the 
country are included, certain 
other areas are being encour­
aged by the Bureau to submit 
tract plans. These other areas 
arc;

Cities of 4 0 .000  or mure a c ­
cording to latest census data, 
and the county or counties in 
which they're located.

i ,'ounttes with 100,000 or mote, 
according to the latest data, if 
at least >0 percent of the pop­
ulation is urban.

The Bureau, part of the U. S. 
Department of Commerce, ad- 
vlses county and city govern­
ment officials, professional 
planners, civ ic  and community 
leaders, university faculty 
members and other interested 
persons in such previously un- 
tracted areas that tract plans 
must be submitted to the Bureau 
by December 31, this year, in 
order for the areas to be inclu­
ded in the 1960 census tract 
program.

Tract statistics are of great 
value to these officials and 
'ther leader? because they nuke 
pottibk fine grain socioecono­

mic analysis of neighborhoods 
in metropolitan areas.

Census tracts are small, per­
manently established, geogra­
phical areas into which large 
cities and their environs are 
divided forstatistical purples. 
Following a decennial census 
the Bureau publishes a wealth 
of population and housing data 
for each of these small geogra­
phic divisions.

Data from the 1980 census will 
be published for all tracts with­
in officially designated SMSA's. 
However, data will also be 
made available for areas that 
do not meet the minimum c r i­
teria for SMSA's. Such data 
will be available as computer 
printouts.

Areas that do not qualify for 
the tract program hut need data 
covering snullsubdivisions still 
qualify for the Bureau's enum­
eration district (ED) program. 
The data for ED's also will be 
available in the form of com ­
puter printouts. ED's ate sub­
divisions assigned to one enum­
erator (census taker) when a 
population census is taken. ED's 
average 800 to 1200 in popu­
lation.

Some 120 varieties of cotton

in irrigated, dryland and spec­
ial glandless field tests are set 
for exhibition, reports Dt. Earl 
Minton, field day committee 
chairman.

Also, a review of grain sor­
ghums with bred-in resistance 
to greenbug damage will be 
presented by one of the hybrids

originators, Dr. Jerry Johnson, 
TAES sorghum breeder.

Dr. Levon Ray, cotton geneti­
cist, is scheduled to present 
the cotton variety portion of 
the field day program.

Field day activities begin at 
1:00 p .m .,  with field tours 
continuing until 5;00.

WASHINGTON-The Depart­
ment of the Treasury has placed 
on sale U. S. Individual Retire­
ment bonds. They are speci­
fically designed for Investment 
by person who lack coverage 
by any other retirement plan. 
The bonds are Issued pursuant 
to the provisions of the Em­
ployee Retirement Income S ec­
urity Act of 1974.

They are sold at face value in 
denominations of $50, $100
and $500. Interest accrues at 
the rate of six percent per year, 
compounded semiannually, and 
Is payable upon redemption. 

Individual Retirement Bondi 
may be purchased from any 
Federal Reserve Bank or Branch, 
or directly from the Treasury 
Department. They may be re­
gistered In either single owner­
ship or beneficiary form, in the

glandless cotton varieties. 
Varieties are evaluated under 

conditions of severe verticlllium 
wilt and In narrow row plant­
ings, notes the researcher. In­
formation gathered on lint and 
seed yields, fiber properties 
gin turnout and other characte­
ristics will help producers in 
selecting a cotton variety for 
next season.

"Our field day tour will not 
only afford a first hand opport­
unity to compare cotton var­
ieties growing sii'e by side,but 
also to discuss important attri­
butes of varieties including 
several new varieties just com ­
ing on the m arket," says Ray.

Disiussing the genetics of the 
greenbug resistance hybrids, 
Johnson says, not only do the 
resistant hybrids have fewer 
greenbugs than the hybrids pre­
sently on the market, but they 
are able totolerate larger num­
bers Fefore suataining leaf in­
jury trom a toxin injected by 
the insect.

In 1974 tests resistant hybrids 
produced 5500 pounds per acre. 
Grain yield of susceptible hy­

brids was reduced by almost 50 
percent, from 5500 pounds to 
2600 pounds where the Insects 
were not controlled, the TAES 
scientist reports.

Johnson will also be on hand 
to demonstrate the greenbug 
resistant sorghum varieties at 
the Experiment Station at Half­
way's Field Day scheduled two 
days after the Lubbock event, 
on September 1L Halfway field 
day activities begin at 1:00 p. 
m. running until 5;00. The 
Halfway center is located 14 
miles west of Plalnvlcw on 
Highway 70.

The new Bonds permit persons, 
who work for employers unable 
to finance a pension plan, to 
set aside a portion of their an­
nual Incom e, up to a yearly 
lim it of $1, 500, or 15 percent 
of groa Income, whichever is 
less, for retirement. The amount 
set aside annually Is deductible 
from grots Income for federal 
Income tax purposes.

Because they are designed to 
be used for personal retirement, 
the Bondi carry certain redemp­
tion restrictions. During the 
first year after issue, they may 
be redeemed without interest o» 
penalty. They may be cashed, 
with a tax penalty, until the 
owner reaches age 59 1 '2 , after 
which the Bonds may be re­
deemed without penalty. The 
Bonds may,however, be cashed 
without penalty, at any time 
until maturity, for the purpose 
of changing investments. In

addition, they may be cashed 
without penalty before age 
59 1 2, in cases of disability. 
The maturity date is the first 
day of the month in which the 
Bond-owner reaches age 70 1 2, 
or five years after the date of 
the owner’s death, whichever is 
earlier. Both principal and in­
terest are reportable for federal 
income tax purposes, at time of 
redemption or maturity. 

Complete regulations cover­
ing the Individual Retirement 
Bond may be found in Treasury 
Department Circular, Public 
Debt Series 1-7-5,

Livestock producen facing 
financial problems due to cur­
rent low market prices should 
take a close look at the Emer­
gency livestock Credit Act of 
1974.

Just over a year old, the Act 
provides for emergency finan­
cial help to the producer whose 
business has a good ctiance of 
succesi if it can survive the 
current liquidity crisis.

"Recent changes have been 
made in the Act that make it 
more palatable to both the bor­
rower and lender, " points out 
Dr. Wayne Hayenga, project 
leader iufarm management for 
the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service.

These changes are as follows:
1. A "line of credit" is per­

mitted. whereas the original 
Act permitted only a single 
loan.
2 . Anyone with a "substantial 

operatlon"in breeding, railing, 
fattening or marketing is e l i ­
gible (one who devotes at least 
2 5 per cent of his time to. de­
rives at least 25 per cent of his 
income from, or has at least 
25  pet cent of his capital in ­
vested In livestock operation?).

3. The Act is extended until 
December 31, 1976.

4. The loan period can be ex ­
tended to seven years, with

possible renewal tor three years.
5. The guarantee by the Far- 

mcn Home Administration is 
increased from 80 per cent of 
lo s  to 90 per cent of the loan 
principal and interest.

6. The line of credit has been 
increased from the previous 
$ 2 5 0 .000t o $350, 000per loan.

7. Secondary financing of the 
guaranteed portion of loans may 
now be made by the Federal 
Financing Bank,thus increasing 
the marketability of the sec­
urities to the lender.

8. The total authorization 
under the Act was reduced from 
32 billion to $1. 5 billion.

Underthe original Act. almost 
400 Texas lenders filled 624 
guaranteed loans in 163 counties 
as of June 18,1975. Total guar­
antee was for 170 ,7 3 9 ,2 9 0  an 
average of $113,364 per loan. 

Many cattlemen can use this 
type of financing, and the s it­
uation will probably continue 
into 1978, contends the econo­
mist. Thereford, the recent 
changes in the Emergency 
Livestock Credit Act should 
help them protect their opera­
tions from financial disaster in 
the coming months.

Hayenga advises stockmen to 
contact their local FarmeB 
Home Administration office for 
particular details.
