SABIN ORAL POLIO VACCINE 
TO BE GIVEN SEPTEMBER 16

The Health and Welfare com­
mittees of the Earth and Spring- 
lake Idons Clubs met In a called 
meeting Sunday at the Springlake 
School.

Purpose of the meeting was to 
dWrusa a Hikln Oral Vacchin pro­
gram for tbe community ana a 
committee was selected to work 
with the Sabin On Sunday pro­
gram.

The Earth • Springlake Lions 
Clubs will sponsor the Sabin Oral 
Polio vaccine day. Sunday, Sep 
tember 16 at the Springlake High 
School from 7:30 am to 10:30 a 
m. and from 1:30 p.m to 6 pm

The vaccine Is for all ages, from 
six mouths old and up Person ov 
er 60 are urged to take advant­
age of the opportunity. Although 
they are less apt to become polio 
victims, they may become polio 
germ carriers and can easily pass 
the crippling disease to a young­
er person.

All families of Earth, Springlake 
and surrounding areas are urged 
to take the vaccine. The Sabin 
vaccine Is given by mouth, as the 
serum Is dropped on a sugar cube 
and dissolved in the mouth.

Three doses of the vaccine will 
he necessary as each dose Is for a 
specific virus The virus most pre- | 
valent Is Type 1 and any delay In ] 
taking the vaccine rould he cost 
ly Protect the health of your fam j 
lly and visit the school September | 
16.

It Is especially important, doc­
tors say for persons to take the 
Sabin vaccine Although they j 
have had the series of Salk shots 
The Sabin vaccine prevents a per 
son from being a carrier and the 
Salk Vaccine doesn’t The Sabin 
vaccine also gives more rapid pro­
tection

Dates set for the giving of the 
vaccine are September 16. Octob­
er 2k and December 9. each date 
falling on Sunday.

Dr. W. D Holt. Earth physician 
reports that, the Sabin vaccina 
has proven safe and effective In 
the United States and abroad One 
foreign country which participated 
In the program has shown a state 
of complete protection over a per- 
M  ten months during shlck no 
rase* of polio has been reported.

The residents of this are* are 
offered a similar opportunity to 
protect themselves and their fam­
ilies.

Dr. Holt said that 3000 doses of 
the vaccine will be available and 
expects to cover everyone In the 
area Polio Is no respector of age. 
therefore the older aged folks are 
especially Invited to take part.

Come as a family group No 
child will be given the vaccine 
unless accompanied by their par­
ents.

To help cover the cost of the 
vaccine a small donation of 25 
cents or more Is needed. BUT no- 
one will be turned away If they 
can’t afford a donation. Transpor­
tation will be provided If needed

Our livestock 
show and contest competition t» 
entirely extra-curricular, but an 
imimi tan. leaching aid which 
helps enrich the student's learning 
experience.

I believe there must be a broad­
er know ledge of the Vo-Ag pro­
gram before a parent, or a stud 
eiil. i an aiiuraiely make 111* de­
cision to enroll or not. He should 
determine whether it will benefit 
him in his pm-nut <>t liappi 
and the all important basic func­
tion of schools, prepare a boy 
for life and making of a living.

There are approximately ten 
million funner* In the United 
States. This is only one eighth of 
our total population. However, 
there ate to million people who 
are in Job* directly related to ag­
riculture. We call these business­
es, "Agribusiness!’ ’ An example 
would be: Farm Machinery deal­
er*, Fertiliser people, Grain and 
Feed dealers. Livestock Uuyers, 
Hacking llousees. and many oth 
ers. This gives us a total of 5U 
million people, one third of our 
population, directly, making their 
living from agriculture. In rural 
states, such as Texas this figure 
Is much higher.

How does this affect your son's 
need for a vocational Agriculture 
education The chances are high 
your son will make his living 
from farming or some phase of 
••Agri-business.” We are in a rural 
area of a rural state, where most 
employment opportunities a r e  
within this farm relaxed scope. 
There will be exceptions, where 
students attend college and spec­
ialise in rural environments, there, 
fore, a broad, basic course in Vo­
cational Agriculture could still be 
very beneficial lo them.

The student wno returns to the 
farm must know technical agri­
culture to be able to compete with 
other farmers who do. Agriculture 
Is changing day by day. What la 
new today, is obsolete tomorrow. 
He must be able to keep abreast 
of these change*. Just as him fath­
er. Today young fanners, within 
a decade, will be using much more 
technology and managerial skills 
than his father He will have to, 
to compete on the farm.
