How do they work them? In 
the first place. Ashing is from 
a boat, usually a 14 foot alum 
inlm or fiber glass.

Once “ on location,”  the big 
motor is stopped and an elec­
tric trolling motor takes over.

Engineers at'johnson Motors 
found that a 16-foot boat with 
a 40 h.p. motor lost almost 10 
mph of its normal speed and 
would not plane with a six man 
load after only 30 days stor- 
age in a boat stall.

Cause was simply the nor­
mal fresh water scum accumu­
lation.

Performance was restored
after the hull was thoroughly 
cleaned.

To stop bottom-fouling you 
must thoroughly clean the bot­
tom of the boat. Sometimes 
it’s a tough job. If  the scum 
is thick, try using a Chore- 
gu l or some fine-wire-mesh 
cleaner such as you'll find in 
Mama's kitchen.
