The 
teachers wrote themes, then 
everybody rewrote themes. "

She went on to explain that 
1932 was the year Springlake 
School was striving and later 
received accreditation In Eng­
lish and several other tifcjects, 
but the battle wasn't won until 
the seniors had learned gram­
mar from the sixth grade level 
on up. She recalls being is­
sued a sixth grade grammar 
book that year.

Other fond recollections cen­
ter around the school's out­
standing interacholastic league 
work. The debate team wai 
going great guns, and in the 
field of dramatics Beedie 
Welch starred in "W ild Gin­
ger" and Bonnie Creen was the 
leading lady in "He's My Pal".

The football team was also 
flying pretty bright colors that 
fall. Aaron Craigoran 87 yard: 
for a touchdown to chalk up 
one of the few victories Spring - 
lake has had over Littlefield. 
Everyone was excited about 
winning district in football. 
Then it was learned that

Springlake had not paid their 
conference dues, so could not 
be declared district winners.

Mrs. Russell Haberer (nee 
Arvella Davis) was chosen to 
represent the next honor class, 
that o f 1942. She recalls that 
her class was asked to give up 
their senior trip, Pearl Harber 
having occurred the winter 
prior to graduation. Alto 
unique is the fact that many of 
the classmates live in the 
community and their children 
attend Springlake school. They 
are Betty Hinson Parish, Earl 
Pariah, Norman Cleavinger 
Dawson, Ruby Nolan Anderson, 
Frances Allen Claaacock, Rus­
sell Haberer, V. J. Slgman 
and Clarence Goodwin.

Ten years later we find tha 
world at war again as several 
countries participate in the 
Korean Conflict. Folks ware 
tinging "On Top of Old Smoky" 
and at Springlake School, the 
paper staff was somewhat In 
the limelight, having received 
special recognition from Wet 
Iaard of the Amarillo News 
Globe.

Both the High School band 
and the student council ob­
served their second birthdaya 
that year and the chorus dl- 
ected by Betty Parish present­

ed a number of outstanding 
programs.

Mrs. Ronald Cleavinger (the 
former Wylene Ussery) repre­
sents the class o f 1952.

To complete our profile, we 
corresponded with Miss Joan 
Cover, representing the class 
of '62, the space age class. 
She recalls the excitement of

sichheadliners asjohn Glenn's 
orbital flight, Rodger Marts 
hitting his 61st home run and 
the release of Frances Powers.

On the local scene history was 
also in tha making. Tha W ol­
verines were undefeated with 
the exception of a loss to 
Kress. Septa mber of '61 saw 
the birth o f a local National 
Honor Society chapter at the 
High School.

Union PowerLeads 
To More Jobless

The statement was made 
by Charles R. Sligh, Jr., ex­
ecutive vice president of the 
Rational Assoclatior of Man­
ufacturers, i n releasing 
NAM'* in-depth analysis of 
the impart o f labor union** 
in the American economy.

The NAM study on union 
power contends that over the 
years, labor demands and vic­
tories have helped to create 
unemployment, forced up

government costs, squeezed 
private profit and harmed the 
competitive position of 
American industry in world 
markets.

The analysis states flatly 
the widely held belief that 
unions ale responsible for 
the improvements in the liv­
ing standards of working 
people generally is unsup­
ported by the fact.-

On the vital problem of 
unemployment, the NAM re­
ports ;

"When unions set out to 
increase labor’s share of the 
national income, they can. in 
a sense, succeed. Hut they 
succeed only through a proc­

ess which also involves an 
increase in the unemploy­
ment rate

A- an example, the NAM 
says that since the early '20s 
the policy of the United 
Mine Workers has been 
"fewei mines, more machines, 
higher wages." Such u wage 
policy stepped up the pace 
of mechanization in West 
Virginia and Pennsylvania, 
cut the number of jobs, and 
eventually helped to create 
depressed ureas costing mil­
lions in federal jobs.

Tbe NAM -tudy points out 
that three related set* of 
facts largely explain the 
sluggishness of the economy 
in the past several years: 1 
the continued upward move­
ment of labor costs; - 2 > mar­
ket conditions that have 
made it impossible to pass 
these higher costs on in the 
form of higher prices; and

“ Yes. it’s the thymus gland," 
say* Dr. Robert A Good, re­
search professor of pediatric* 
at the University of Minnesota, 
and March of Dimes grantee.

Dr Good recently won the 
annual award medal of the 
American Society for Experi­
mental Pathology, much of his 
work being done with National 
Foundation financial support

Dr. Good presented new evi­
dence greatly strengthening 
this theory about the thymus 
gland in a paper he delivered 
before the Federation of Amer­
ican Societies for Experimental 
Biology at Atlantic City 

He detailed the results of 
experiments earned out in col­
laboration with other scientists 
which, he said, provide evi­
dence that the thymus is a key 
organ in the body's endless
struggle to protect itself against 
harmful substances The thy­
mus is located behind the 
breastbone in humans

Much of Dr. Good’s study 
was based on observation of 
125 patients with agammaglob­
ulinemia, a rare disease oc­
curring most often in children 
whose bodies fail to produce 
gamma globulin, the substance 
in the blood which forms anti­
bodies to fight off invasion by 
germs and other foreign sub­
stances.

Further study showed the 
association of other diseases 
with agammaglobulinemia, in­
cluding a high incidence of 
rheumatoid arthritis and re­
lated diseases; leukemia and 
Hodgkin's disease (cancer of 
the lymph glands), and other 
disabilities suspected to result 
from malfunction of the Im­
mune system.

This led Dr Good and his 
associates to the thymus as the 
important organ of immunity

lievet. has a human parallel, 
namely agammaglobulinemia, 
where antibodies are usually 
absent. For example, one of 
the children with this disease 
now under study by Dr Good’s 
group has been carrying an 
intact skin graft for more than 
seven years—even though the 
skin had been taken from a 
unrelated donor.

Studies of this sort, Dr Good 
pointed out, have been possible 
only during the last decade 
since modern treatment has 
enabled the survival of chil­
dren with immunologic defi­
ciency diseases, and new labo­
ratory techniques made possible 
the accurate analysis of blood 
and tissue components.

"We are gradually getting
much closer to understanding 
the whole process of immunity 
and its relation to disease, 
Dr. Good said. “ We now can 
see a real possibility of learn­

ing how to manipulate andi 
overcome the natural barriers j 
to transplantation of human 
organs, such as the kidney, as I 
well as other tissues.

“ It's tempting to speculate 
that someday we may have 
thymus gland banks just as we 
now have blood banks and 
bone banks, in order to supply 
thymus tissues for persons 
whose immune response is be­
low par This may also provide 
us with a means of altering an 
individual s immunologic pat­
tern by implanting foreign thy­
mus cells when the need arises

The March of Dimes-sup- 
ported scientist pointed out that 
further studies of animals arti­
ficially deprived of the ability 
to produce antibodies are ur­
gently needed to provide in­
sight into rheumatoid arthritis 
and other diseases which occur 
in patients with agammaglobu­
linemia

Secondly, Dr. Good found 
that these same animals would 
accept skin grafts from other
