'v-oretary of Agriculture Bob Hergland today told 
dclt'i .aes to the Conference on Rural America here 
th<it despite recent population growth in rural areas, 
"rural people still have the highest percentage levels 
of poverty, the poorest housing, the most inadequate 
medu al care, and the least access to public tran­
sportation "

He said the U S. Department of Agriculture 
(U S I)A ) and the Administration were determined 
"to  develop# a new national strategy for meeting 
these problems through a comprehensive and 
coordinated rural development program.”

The secretary said that elements of this program 
were;

-Reorganization of USDA's Rural Development 
Service so that it works more closely with programs 
of the Farmers Home Administration iFmHAI, 
which has budgeted programs for rural develop­
ment;

-A  20 percent increase in fiscal 1978 program 
budget for the Farmers Home Administration- to 
$8 2 billion:

Redirection of FmH A-insured lending to families 
of low and moderate incomes:

-An  FmH A rent supplement program that will 
provide subsidies for 20.000 rental units with renters 
paying 25 percent of their income as rent with the 
go> ( rnment making up the difference

Mr Rcrgland said that. "Despite the fact that the 
FmH A budget is up 2500 percent over 1961. we have 
nei er as a nation had a real rural America policy nr 
strategv since the enactment of the Homestead Act 
morn than 100 years ago

Kelly Families
The J.W . Kelley*, 

Marshal Kelley■ and 
Ray Kelleys and thair 
families wars leaders in 
Ea r ths  birth and 
growth. Their names ere 
synonymous with the 
First Haptist Church 
and it's progress.

The following is a 
short resume of the 
history of Earth from 
1924 1961 by Marshall 
and F.ula Kelley.

In 1924, nearly 600 
people a month entered 
the new land which 
Hulsell sold at $25 per 
acre.

In 1924, the town site 
of Farth was laid off and 
Halscll Land Co. built a 
hotel, gin, and resident 
house there.

In 1926, the Haleells 
built a school house.

J F. Davenport built a 
service station and aon 
of Dad Reevaa put in a 
cafe.

The Kelley families 
fanned one and a half 
miles east of the caution 
light on land not pur­
chased from the Hallsell 
Land Company. Them 
were approximately 8 
land holdera other than 
11a Well in the area at the 
time They included J.L. 
and George Linville, 
K K. Barton, Cleave 
H a m i l t o n ,  J oh n  
llnherer, and the Keller, 
Hewitt,  and Vora 
families.

In 1924 the Kelleys
“ traded " farms with 
M.T (Mark! Howard.

In 1926, they bought 
the grocery store then
owned by Dad Reeves 
and also some lend north
of Earth.

With the grocery store
came the poet 
Marshal was 
of Karth. The fourth 
class mail arrived three 
times weekly to serve 
the approximate 30 
residents.. Dad Reeves 
suggested the name 
"Good Karth" but It was 
shortened to Earth.

t ty  1926, Earth had 
grown: a grocery store, 
post office, hotel, gin, 
blacksmith shop, the 
Frank Hyatt Cafe, J.F. 
Kelley and Jack Sud- 
berry Hardware and 
Implement Store, and 
three or four two-room 
houses.

In 1928 there wee e 
good wheat crop, a boom 
brought two new grocery 
stores, one by T.L. 
Means; another by 
Jefferies, of Littlefield, 
which was run by Nick 
Carter. The farmers Co­
op Gin was built and 
E H Hart of Mulaahoa 
put in a Lumbar and 
Hardware store. Times 
were good.

Then came the 
depression; prices on 
crops went to rock 
bottom with a big wheat 
crop produced. Many 
people w ho were offered 
I.Jii n bushel for their 
wheat held it hoping for

a pickup in prices, but 
later were forced to sell 
for 8.18 and 8.19. Many 
deeded their land back to 
Hallsell and left the area.

By 1932 things ware 
beginning to look up. 
The government helped 
farmers refinance their 
lends and the Federal 
Land Bank waa formed. 
Earth began to grow.

Up to this time, town 
electricity was from a 
local electric plant 
owned and operated by 
Tom Farley and Gus 
Parish.

In 1938, Texas-New 
Mexico Utilities put in a 
plant which waa later 
bought out by South­
west Public Service, a 
consolidation of several 
area companies.

Fanning techniques 
began with teams, but 
even in 1926, tractore 
spotted the land. Most 
was dry land.

Than J.L. Linville put 
in a well on the present 
(1964 Earth News-Sun 
paper) Jack Kelley farm, 
and there was a wall 
built on the Halsell 
Ranch.

By 1937, Earth was 
really beginning to look 
like a town, electricity 
did not come to the area 
until the following year. 
There wee a picture 
show put in by Herb 
Windborn.

George Runyon put in 
the blacksmith shop, 
and the road from the 
east Lamb County line 
to Mulaahoa waa being 
paved.

A Texas Cafe was put 
in by the Emmitt 
Vaughns. There wee a 
livestock and auction 
company on Main 
Street. E.O. Carpenter 
waa part-owner end 
manager.

The following came 
from the first issue of the 
Earth Sun.

Terraces for water 
conservation were being 
built at a rate of 10 milee 
a day.

The newspaper wea 
owned and operated by 
Aubrey M. Dobbs. J.A. 
Pariah donated a tract of 
land and a committee 
was set up to atart a city 
park.

Ruby Shelby wee 
operating a beauty s.iof..

Richard Johns and a 
Mr. Oliver had the 
barber ehop.

Irrigation waa cat­
ching on.

The Haiaall Hotel 
burned.

The Firet Baptist 
Church under a separate 
cover was built.

The first hatchery by 
E.O. Smith handled as 
many as 23,000 eggs 
daily.

In 1940. there were 
many duet atorme. In 
1941 there waa plenty of 
rain.

In 1942 on account of 
the war people began to 
laave Earth to work in

defense plants or to join 
the military services.

Then came the 
widening of Highway 70, 
and laying of curbs and 
gutters.

In 1967, the medical 
clinic opened and was 
run by Dr. and Mrs. F.B. 
Faust.

A  city awimming pool 
fund was begun and 
completed in 1959 and 
Jarvis Angeley headed 
the building committee.

Springlake-Earth 
Schools ware first in 
Lamb County to receive 
Salk Polio vaccine shots.

A  rural telephone 
exchange was secured 
for the Springlake 
community.

In 1960, tornadoes 
ripped acroes the South 
Plains, leaving extensive 
crop damage.

Mrs. Gladys Goodwin 
waa named first woman 
County Commissioner 
when the death of her 
huaband left a vacancy.

The Poyner brothers 
(Pau l and Haney) 
purchased White's Auto 
which was a great ad­
dition to Earth.

A g a in  tornadoes  
•truck with three killed 
and thirty injured in the 
Sunnyaide community.

In 1961 water sewer 
line extension and Hite 
Park Addition annexed 
into the town.

There were record 
cotton crops, and there 
waa fire damage to 
Earth Elevators.

"So what is time? An 
eon or only yesterday?"

This information was 
partly taken from the 
1964 edition o f the 
Earth-News Sun by 
Marshal and Eula 
Kelley.

According to an old 
edition of the Earth 
News-Sun, Mr. and Mrs. 
J.W. Kelley were the 
oldest Earth residents. 
The Kelleys and Lloyd 
Culp came in an im­
plement car with teams, 
wagons, and implements 
from Beckham County, 
Oklahoma in 1924, 
stayed for a short period, 
then returned in 1925 to 
make their home.

They were quoted as 
seeing "open range and 
the Halsell (Ranch) 
c a t t l e  r o a m i n g  
everywhere except where 
occasional crops were

fenced. The country 
looked barren, and dust 
storms were terrible. " I t  
blew rocks as big as 
marbles." Mrs. Kelley 
recalled. "There were 
shouts of 'You'd better 
go in the house if you 
don't want to get your 
-block knocked o ff!”  At 
times storms raged for 
two or three days. Yet. 
both Mr. and Mrs. J.W. 
Kelley agreed it was the 
best move they ever 
made. Mr. Kelley was a 
man of vision and was 
a l w a y s  h u n t i n g  
someth ing  be tte r .  
A c co m p an y in g  the 
couple were Ray Kelley 
and wife, Helen. Ruby, 
and Beulah, and 
Marshal, who came in 
May, when his high 
school was completed.

They had brought 
along teams of horses 
and mules which had 
been used for putting in

their first year's crop of 
sudan, wheat, maize, 
and sorghum.

In 1925, they took 
over the “Dad" Reeves 
store in the hotel that 
Mr. Halsell had built. 
The post office was then 
located in the grocery 
store .."Marshal became 
the first postmaster of 
Earth." (Author's note: 
Some pioneers of Earth 
differ in this. Some say 
that "Dad Reeves "  was 
the first postmaster, but 
as far back as 1925. 
C larence Ham i l ton  
remembers Marshal was 
P o s tm a s te r . )  Mrs .  
Kelley remarked how 
small the post office was, 
"but it was an im­
provement over the trip 
to Springlake to get the 
mail... which arrived 
every other day... a 
stack of letters about 
two and a half inches 
high."

It was explained that m 
grocery stock was 
hauled by truck from 
Plainview, where it had 
arrived by railroad The 
Kelleys recalled selling a 
48 pound sack of flour 
for 9.60. Dry goods were 
not a part of the store s 
merchandise at that 
time, but they added 
work clothing, socks, 
shoes, and piece goods 

The Kelleys were 
asked if they had heard 
that cotton would not 
grow in the Earth area 
They had Yet. Mr. 
Halsell had put in a gin 
in Earth, so they felt the 
predictions must be 
incorrect. Mrs. Kelley 
remembered that many 
people in the area had 
never seen cotton at that

time. They were the firet 
people in the area to 
grow broom corn, and 
brought people from 
Oklahoma to harvest it.

Not having ready 
access to a railroad, 
according to Mr. Kelley 
was one of the reasons of 
Earth's slower growth.

The Kelleys admitted 
they “ would definitely 
do all their pioneering 
and settling again, even 
though it was hard work 
and sacrifices were 
made. Even then they 
could foresee a good 
future for Earth.

The J.W. Kelley 
home, which had the 
distinction of being the 
first Earth dwelling to 
possess a bathroom. The 
house was built in 1928.

and stood at the present 
Pay and Save site. J.W. 
Kelley built the house. It 
was later occupied by 
Dr. G.T. Patterson 
before becoming the 
Marshal home 

A pioneer, Mrs. N. 
Ray Kelley. (Helen)  
writes; In 1924. we came 
to the plains, to what 
now is Earth.

We moved from 
Sweetwater. Oklahoma, 
where we both (Kay and 
11 had lived the most of 
our lives Think we were 
looking for “ Greener 
Pastures" was the 
reason for our moving

Marshal and Eula 
Kelley from Sayne, 
( H.lahoma came to Earth 
after their marriage, 
June 27, 1926 They were

to share rooms in a 
house with the Frank 
Hyatts. ‘Earth looked 
barren and duaty. a few 
old buildings and an 
occasional dug out, but 
everyone was looking 
and waiting for us. We 
got here a little sooner 
than expected and that 
gave me a chance to 
clean up. As a new bride 
I didn’t want to meet 
anyone until I was 
bathed and dressed. A 
250 mile ride in an open 
touring car on a hot and 
dry day is tiring, and 
you do get dirty, so the 
No 3 galvanized tub was 
brought in for my bath. 
Everyone was anxious to 
meet me (ie Eula I and 
they were knocking on 
our doors: “ We want to 
meet Marshal's wife."

Eula expressed her 
love and many pleasant 
memories. "The people 
were wonderful to me 
and made me feel most 
welcome. Everyone 
knew and loved one 
another. I could not 
explain the feeling we 
had, one for the other. 
We all had to work hard 
if we expected to make 
this our future home. We 
dreamed and built when 
we could, for we wanted 
our children to have the

The following is the 
history of the First 
Baptist Church as told 
by Mrs. M.E. Kelley, 
deceased 1974. and Mrs 
Ray Kelley in a letter 
from Helen.

When the \\ I 
Halsells established the 
town of Earth, they built 
and furnished a building 
that was to be used us a 
school, or for a Com 
munity meeting place 
This was where we met 
for Church. There were 
t h r e e  m a i n  
denominations: 
Methodist, Church of 
Christ, and Baptist. IN e 
all met together for a 
Union Sunday School. 
Each church had one 
Sunday a month for 
their own preaching 
services. Generally the>e 
services were led by 
laymen. Ocassionally we 
would have a missionary 
preach, or we would 
sing, have scripture 
reading and prayer. 
Singing was ore of the 
favorite ways to wor 
ship.

There was talk of 
organizing a "C o m ­
munity Church", some 
in the community 
thought this was best. 
Most of us wanted a 
church we could call our 
very own. We were few 
in number, money was

very scarce, and there 
were many obstacle* to 
• •vrreome. biq we
B a p t i s t s
p r a y i n g .

s t a r t e d  
t a l k i n g ,  

gathering and seeking 
the leadership of God in
the matter Brother G. L 
Britten, our Missionary
of Plainview gave us 
much ancourag'iiient 
and advic#.

Finally word was 
d thfrt all 

Baptists that were 
interested in organizing 
a church to meet at the 
W M Saylor's home. 
(Their home is now the 
Skeeter Brink former 
home ( On the following 
Sunday a ft ernoon , 
August 10. 1926. was 
very hot and dry but 
that did not quench our 
spirits.

After prayer, scripture 
reading, meditation, 
t e s t i m o n i e s ,  und 
discussion, each one 
present was asked to tell 
of their own conv ictions, 
beliefs, faith in God, why 
we felt we needed a

Baptist Church. We 
voted to organize, and to 
ask Brother G.I. Britten 
to come help ua get 
started He came on 
August 30, 1926, and 
was our moderator, 
assisted by Brother R.C. 
Malone.

As Plato once said: 
The beginning is the 

most important part of 
the work, the 1,000 mile 
journey starts with the 
first step."

Brother Thurman 
Hailey was the first 
pastor, called in October 
24. 1926. He was a
teacher at Wayland 
College and doing work 
toward his degrees. He 
came to preach one 
Sunday each month on 
the fourth Sunday.

On Novem ber 28. 
1926. after a message by 
Brother Bailey, the 
Church went into 
conference The first 
item of business was 
building a church

(Cont. from page 101 
building.

Tha Methodist people 
wanted to help ua build, 
and then when they were 
ready to build we could 
inturn help them. This 
worked out to be auch a 
wonderful plan aa we 
could not afford a full 
time paator. The 
Methodiat uaed the 
church half time. They 
had aome of the beat 
paatore; wa loved them 
just like they were our

W e Baptiata and 
Methodiata shared and 
enjoyed using many 
thinga together such as 
Communion Service, 
Brush Arbor; we canned 
for Orphans Homes, 
made quilta for needy, 
bought a piano, and 
many, many other 
things together.

The charter members 
were Mr. and Mr*. A.C. 
Bel, Mr. R.E. Barton, 
Mr. and Mrs. L.W . 
Harrell, Mr. and Mrs. 
M.E. Kelley, Mr. and 
Mrs. A.S. Mize, Mr. and 
Mra. W .M .  Saylors, 
Pauline Saylors, Mrs. 
R.M. Starnes, Mr. and 
Mrs. J.B. Wilkinson. Of 
the seventeen Charter 
Members three are still 
active members. (Note: 
this was several years 
ago.

The women of the 
community organized 
what was called "The 
Helping Hand Club” . 
This club was to help 
and aasist in any way

«isible with the fur- 
hing of the Church, to 
help build the Arbor, 

buy a piano, assist in the 
building any way 
poeaible.

Various projects for 
raising monsy were 
uaed, selling homemade 
ice cream, serving 
dinners, making quilta 
and charging 9.10 to get 
name embroidered on 
the quilt.

Brother Bailey served 
for nearly two years. 
Then in 1928, Brother 
E.G. Pennington came 
as half-time pastor and 
served until April 27, 
1930.

On June 16, 1930,
Brother Earl Land troop 
was called and served 
one year. September 7, 
1930, two more deacons 
were elected: Ray Kelley 
and Leonard Roberts.

June 29, 1931, Brother 
Vemle Pipes was called 
aa pastor. During the 
winter of 1932. night 
church services were 
discontinued for the lack 
of money to pay bills.

The budget for the 
entire yeer of 1932, 
taken from the church 
letter, was 9667.61. The

letter gsve a breakdown 
as fo llows: Pastor's 
salary, 9426-68; In ­
c id enta ls ,  974.00, 
V is itin g  M inisters, 
979.01; Sunday School 
Expenaes, 988.92. Total 
9667.61.

That year also showed 
an increase in mem­
bership of 62. There were 
24 by experience and 
baptism and 38 by letter. 
There was a decrease of 
11 by letter.

Brother E.S. Car­
penter was called aa 
pastor May 12, 1933, 
and served only a few 
months. A t this time, 
Brother Pipes came 
back.

The first budget 
adopted by the church 
was on May 6, 1934, 
with the following acting 
as a budget committee: 
Guy Kelley. T.F.  
Koonce, Mrs. C.W. 
Terry, Mrs. M.E. Kelley, 
Mrs. Labert Mize, and 
Mr. Homer Hodge. Also 
this year the church 
voted to build a new 
building with the 
following appointed as 
Finance Com m ittee:
A .  M. Sanders, D .L. 
Allen, Ray Kelley, Obie 
Wilbanks, A S . Mize. 
J.W. Kelley, R.E. 
Barton, and T.W. Cook. 
The building committee 
was J.B. Pare, Homer 
Hodge, Marshal Kelley, 
Ray Ivey,  and Bob 
Kelley.

The first church 
parsonage was bought at 
Plainview and moved 
on lots jo in ing the 
church.

B r o t h e r  P i p e s  
resigned December 8,
1936, and Brother 
Landtroop came back 
and served two years.

The young people 
organized the first
B. Y.P.U. In the home of 
Mr. and Mrs. Marshal 
Kellsy, due to in* 
sufficient funds to pay 
fuel at the church.

Brother C.T. Jordan 
began his ministry in
1937, and in September 
of that year, building 
was started on a new 
church which is now at 
the west end of the 
present building. Ser­
vices were held in the 
school gym while the 
building was being 
constructed. The "laying 
of the cornerstone" 
service was held 
December 8, 1937, with 
Brother A .A .  Brain 
preaching the sermon. 
Thsy were able to have 
services in the basement 
of the new building on 
December 19, 1937, and 
continued work on the 
building. On Sundsy, 
March 20. 1938. the first
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service was held in the 
new auditorium. There 
was a record attendance 
of 247 in Sunday School 
with 940 offering. Dinner 
was served at the church 
and a wonderful 
program of preaching 
and singing filled the 
afternoon.

On Sunday, May 19, 
1940, the church 
building was dedicated 
and the notes were 
burned. The pastor 
preached the sermon and 
Uncle Bob Kelley led the 
dedicatory prayer.

Brother Landtroop, a 
former pastor, also 
brought a message on 
the church covenant.

March 2. 1941,
Brother Harold Russ 
was called as pastor and 
served for 2 years. 
Brother Russ always 
remembered our boys in 
service with letters, 
quarterly and more often 
if possible. He also 
mailed each boy a New 
Testament to be carried 
in his pocket.

B r o t h e r  W . E .  
McGraw was called in 
September, 1942, and 
during his pastorate, a 
building fund was 
started and a baptistry 
comm ittee was ap­
pointed to secure plans 
to build a baptistry.

Brother C.T. Jordan 
was called back in 
February 17, 1946, and 
served 2 years. Then 
Brother Bruce G iles 
came in 1948 and served 
6 years. During his 
pastorate, the present 
building was erected, 
and held its formal 
o p e n i n g  a n d  
homecoming June 10, 
1961. It was a bricked 
veneered frame struc­
ture, joining the old 
church building. The 
new auditorium was 
furnished with oak pews 
and had a seating 
capacity of 620 persons 
in the balcony. The 
auditorium is 48 X 90 
feet. This was some time 
ago.

In 1964, the 
Howard property

purchased on tbs nor­
thwest corner of the 
block and the three 
bedroom brick home for 
the pastor was built. 
Brother Cedi Meadows 
was the first to occupy 
the new parsonage. He 
served as pastor until 
October, 1962.

During these years, 
property was purchased 
and buildings built and 
furnished for both 
colored people and 
Spanish in the south 
part of town.

In November, 1962, 
M.B. Baldwin was called 
as pastor of the church. 
Under his leadership, the 
church purchased and 
improved a modern 
residence for the Spanish 
mission pastor on the 
property jo in ing the 
mission.

T h e  p r e s e n t  
auditorium has been 
r e m o d e l e d  w i t h  
mahogany paneling 
throughout and carpet 
has been laid on the 
aisles, choir, and 
rostrum. The vestibule 
has full glassed doors 
and tiled flooring. A  
complete modern air 
conditioning and heating 
system has been in­
stalled.

The 9126,00 budding 
program for the First 
Baptist Church in Earth 
has just recently been 
completed, (1974).

The new educational 
building has a floor 
space of 9,761 square 
feet. The remodeling of 
the older building 
covered 3,744 square 
feet.

Data 
collected in this survey 
will provide the most 
accurate and unbiased 
picture of agriculture 
that is available for each 
county and for Texas 
Individual reports are 
held in strict confidence 
and can be used only for 
state and county 
estimates.

Remember, it's these 
statistics which serve as 
the basis for determining 
allotments and payment 
levels to producers under 
various commodity 
programs.

This year's survey 
carries with it two other 
significant features: ( 1) 
the current sup- 
ply/demand situation 
facing agriculture makes 
it imperative that the 
true production con­
ditions be known so that 
producers can make 
proper management 
decisions and (2) 1977 
marks a decade of 
cooperative effort of the 
Texas Department of 
Agriculture and the 
Statistical Reporting 
Service of the USDA in 
providing a more 
comprehensive program 
of statistics for Texas 
agriculture.

Occupational I ax

The Internal Revenue 
Service today cautioned 
bookmakers, numbers, 
and policy operators and 
others engaged in the 
business of accepting 
wagers that they are 
required to pay a special 
Federal occupational tax 
of 9500 per year.

Persons in 
business of accepting 
wagers on sports events 
or other contests and 
operators of wagerim: 
pools or lotteries con 
ducted for profit also 
have to purchase the 
9500 gambling tax 
stamp.

Another provision of 
the law required that 
each person liable for the 
special occupational tax 
register with the IRS. In 
addition, the law irn 
poses a 2 percent excise 
tax on wagers.

Special Agents of the 
IR S  I n t e l l i g t n c e  
Division are responsible 
for enforcement of the 
Federal wagering tax 
laws. Persons liable for 
special occupational tax 
who fail to purchase the 
stamp or comply with 
other wagering tax 
provisions face criminal 
prosecution in addition 
to civil penalties and 
upon conviction are 
subject to fines and 
imprisonment
