oily $1.80 fa  agriculture. But 
Republic ins si well as Demo­
crats would like to gain suppat 
from aganlzed laba in this 
election year, and numerous 
defections from the m ae mo­
dest wage approach wae naed 
in Administration ranln, 

Demoaattinthe Senate wae 
especially anxious to mollify 
laba unicxi leadat, man of 
whom wae thaaughly dis­
enchanted with procedures 
followed at the Democratic

Convention and with the party's 
presidential nominee. Politi­
cal ex pedienc y aawiitaunduag 
however, bah Texas Senatas 
--John Tower, a Republican, 
and Lloyd Bentsen Jr ., a De- 
m oaat--vaed fa  a substitute 
bill with minimum wage in­
creases si mi Ur tothose approv­
ed by the House. That bill 
was defeated by a vote of46 
to 47 and the minimum bill 
from the Senate Laba Com­
mittee passed 65-27. Ptesi- 
doitial moninee Geage Mc- 
Govan flew back to the Capi­
tol from South Dakaa to vae 
against the substitute bill. 
Ultimately the Senate mea­

sure would jump the federal 
minimum wage by 37,5 per­
cent fa  nan-agricultural wak­
en and by almost 70 pacait 
fa  farm laba , the largest in- 
aeases In histay.

Noteworthy in coni.daatian of 
the m nitnmii wage proviuons 
which wentuallv will he en­
acted is the fact that the chair­
man on the House suit ouimittee 
un Laba, John Dent of Pen­
nsylvania, fought a loaiqgbartk 
cn the House side fa  a bill 
aim oat identical to that passed 
by the Senate.
