At the same time the regents 
approved a $32 per semester 
Increase in the building use 
fee charged students to help 
pay for the proposed buildings.

Hie regents also authorized 
the adm'nlstratlon to apply to 
theU.S. Department of Health 
Education and Welfare for an 
Interest subside gram on a $5 
m illion loan for the construct­
ion.

The hike to $50 a semester 
In the building use fee is ef­
fective next June 1 and Is the 
first such Increase at the uni­
versity In a number of years. 
The $18 a semester that West 
Texas State has been charg­
ing Is one of the lowest assess­
ed by a tax-supported four- 
year Institution In Texas.

Under the new building use 
fee schedule, students carry­
ing nine or mere semester 
hours will pay $50, those car- 
tying five to eight hours will 
be charged $30 and the rate 
will be $20 for one to four 
hours.

The board was requested to 
designate an architect and 
authorize the preparation of 
prellin'nary plans. Sites for 
the two buildings have not 
been selected.

The proposed calls for each 
building, including equip­

ment. not to exceed $3 m il­
lion. Each of the projects 
would be funded by Issuance 
of $2,5  million in building 
use bonds and $500,000 from 
const it ut lonal amendment 
funds on hand.

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Census Hire About BuyingAnd 
Improvement Expeetetiens

Questions on consumer buying 
and home improvement ex­
pectations will be asked by a 
representative of the Bureau 
of the Census In this area dur­
ing the first week in October, 
according to Walter A . Free­
man, J r ., Director of the 
Bureau's Data Collect loo Cen­
ter in Denver.

The survey is made four times 
yearly as a part of a nation­
wide effort to guide govern­
mental agencies in develop­
ing programs based on consu­

mer spending patterns. A 
sample of residents In this 
area w ill be asked if they ex­
pea to buy a house, car, or 
major household appliances

during the next year and If 
they have made recent pur­
chases of these items. Home­
owners will be asked about 
home imptovementt and re­
pairs made during the last 
three months and any planned 
for the future.
The July 1971 survey Indi­

cated no significant change 
from earlier plans this year to 
buy houses, but intentions to 
buy cars and major household 
appliances had declined 
somewhat.
lnfuinutlon supplied by in­

dividuals participating in the 
survey Is kept confidential by 
law and will be published only 
In the form of statistical to­
tals.

Cotton Insects- 
Big Throat In '72

COLLEGE S TA TIO N  —  Cot­
ton producers who want to be 
sure of having plenty of boll 
weevils, bollwurms, budwurm* 
and pink boilworms in their 
aop  next season are encour­
aged to delay harves, stalk 
destruaion and plowing under 
of a o p  residue until after 
frost.

’ Oneway of assuring the sur­
vival of these major cotton 
pests for the 1972 season is to 
provide them with plenty of 
food and proteaion this fall 
and w inter,' says Dr. John G. 
Thomas, Extension entomolo­
gist at Texas A4M  Jniversl- 
ty. “However, with the hope 
that most producers want to 
avoid this situation, they 
should consider harvesting as 
early as poatble and shred­
ding stalks i - d  plowing under 
all cotton debris at l-rast tlx 
inches deep.*

Extremely high boll weevil 
populations during August and 
September have caused ex­
tensive losses In many areas 
of Texas, according to Thom­
as. In areas where boll wee­
vils have been particularly 
heavy, growers are encourag­
ed to include an bisealclde

with their desiccant or poos- 
phate-type defoliant at the 
time of harves. This reduces 
the numher of weevils surviv­
ing in the field and later en­
tering diapause or winter hi­
bernation.

The numher of pink b o ll- 
worms observed In cotton 
fields throughout central and 
northeast Texat the past few 
weeks causes real concern for 
1972, adds Thomas. “ W* 
have seen larger pink b o ll- 
worm numbers in these fields

this year than at any time in 
the past decade. Unless pro­
ducers reduce overwintering 
pink bollworm numbers through 
early harvest and thorough stalk 
destruaion. 1972 may very 
well bring back memories of 
the early and mld-60*s.“

There It definitely a canse 
fa  concern over the present 
ca t on insect situation and 
what could develop next year. 
According to the entomologist, 
producers can play a key role 
in reducing tnsea numbers by 
harvesting early and destroy­
ing cotton stalks at toon at 
possible.
