1 never saw 
any white buffalo, but the 
hawks and skunks ate most of 
our chickens, and in 1931 abort 
a ll we lived on was okra, n tto i 
ended watermelons, cottonta il 
rabbits and clabber.

M im s woae tennis shoes and 
underware made out of flour 
tacks. Once she was crawling 
through a barbed wire fence and 
tore her under pants right where 
it said. "Light Crust Flour ".
, f  (here was any underarm 

deodorant on the market we 
didn't know about i t .  And we 
had no air ca id itionert, I f  we 
got galled we would slap a 
hand full of ststch where it 
would do the most good and 
forget It.
in 1933 we all look the itch.

Every night we would apply r 
liberal amount of sulphur and 
grease to our bodies. Slip on a

suit of long handle underwear 
andcraw linthebed. Scratch­
ing kind of broke the monotony 
and gave us young folks some­
thing to giggle about.

Daddy never did catch the 
itch and inam i said it was be­
cause he dipped to much snuff. 

When we went to town we 
would cut off the mater and 
coast from the big h ill to the 
fork of the road to save gat. 
Unce we were in town an hour 
before we noticed the dead 
chicken on the running board 
of the car. We forgot to kick it  
off on the way.

The only way you could te ll 
a rich man from the poor man 
was that the rich man had two 
cars standing on blocks instead 
of one.

Oil winter nights we huddled 

around a red hot wood heater 
roasting the front and freezing 
the rear. Daddy read Zane 
Grey books to us by the coal 
o il lamp.
1 can remember like it was 

yesterday when daddy was out 
of money for gifts on Christ­
mas Eve. He went out in the 
yard, fired the shot gun and 
came back in the house and 
told us Santa Claus had com- 
m'tted suicide.
Thecb ckensroostedin a c ir­

cle around the top rim  of our 
drinking water barrel and my 
job every night before going to 
bed was to go out and turn 
them a ll around to where they 
were facing in .
Yes, 1 remember the depres­

sion.
1 can't forget the bad things, 

like  people not having new 
clothes very often, like some 
people not having enough food 
or enough medical care or en­
ough money so hold things to ­
gether .
But 1 remember good things, 

too. Like people coming over 
to visit on the porch at nig.it 
without our wondering what 
they wanted. Like a stranger 
stopping on the road to help 
you fix a fla t. Like people 
just pulling together.

The great depression, as bad 
as i t  was, had a lit tle  goodln 
it .
I 'm  glad 1 was here then and

Governmental control of 
abortion practices made news 
tn Austin as the Human Re­
sources Committee considered 
four bills In connection with 
the controversial subject last 
week.
State Representative B ill 

Clayton noted with regret that 
the U.S, Supreme Court had 
blacked out a ll laws in Texas 
concerning abortion, making 
it essential to reinstate some 
type of conttol.

"Abortion on demand is de­
testable and inconceivable to 
me, Clayton said. And a l­
though 1 disagree with the Su­
preme Court tu lm g, at this 
paint the best we can do is pass 
some laws which w ill prohibit 
abortion on demand, or tota l 
legalization of the process." 
However. Rep. C layta i la id 

he was not in favor of the four 
bills tow under consideration
unless they were amended and 
strengthened. The first of the 
four bills gives a 16-year-old 
female the right to ask fur a 
termination of her pregnancy 
without the content of her par­
ents. I f  the it  under 16, her 
parents mutt give their c a i-  
sent. It also makes the physi­
cian who does the abation lia ­
ble only far negligence, and 
rules that no doctor be farced 
against h it conscience to per­
form the abortion. Clayton 
said he could not vote la  such 
a b ill.
The second b ill specifically 

sets out that the c unseat of the 
spouse is nor required for steril­
ization. Rep. Clayton said he 
could favor thu  MU only I f  the 
couple had been separated fa  
a ling  period of tim e , and the

husband cr wife was clear K not 
concerned with continuing the 
marriage.
The third but gives minors 

permission to consent to birth 
control and pregnancy treat­
ment In addition to consent to 
examination and treatment fa  
veneral disease. Clayton 
stated again, that he believes 
minas living in the home with 
their parents should have the 
consent of those parents to seek 
birth conttol practices and

pregnancy treatment.
The fourth b ill simply asks fa  

repeal of the articles of the 
penal code of Texas which the 
U.S. SupremeCoat made un­
constitutional.
Rep. Clayton also met with 

members of the Texas W net 
Conservation Associattoi meat- 
ing ln  Austin last week. C lay- 
tuu is a member of the board 
of dlrectas of that group, and 
joined them when Ins heavy 
legislative schedule pet mined.

House b ill #27 would 
create Texas' first such u tility  
commission to act at a rate 
control boatd fa  a ll telephaie 
franchises in the state.

"inrecent weeks i  have ta lk ­
ed to several mayors across 
Texas to get their reaction to 
the b ill's  potential effects. 
They bMieve that the small
and medium size cities are at, i , ,  . — of Telephone Consumer Cthe mercy of the local fanchise , r .. . ' , . _ sel, which w ill nve.iiiateuhan t a* it* nn rnm nm v 'when the telephone company 
wants a rate hike. Tliey simply 
cannot afford a court fight to 
get a reduc sdrate, and even i f

they could, it would be physi­
cally impossible fa  them to 
gather the dat < and statistics 
tube as well prepared in court 
actionsasthe phone company's 
representatives. Even m ae 
unfortunate isthat a court fight 
is v irtually the only method of 
opposing price increases," Rep­
resentative Allen stated.
