Social Security Number 
Required on lax Return

Married taxpayers filing either 
joint or separate tax returns this 
year should make sure that the 
social security numbers of both 
husband and wife appear on each 
return filed, the Internal Revenue 
Service (IRS) said today.

Walter Perry, Director's Re­
presentative in charge of the 
Plainvicw IRS office, said that 
the IRS computer system Iden­
tifies returns according to social 
security number: and an incor­
rect or missing number can 
cause a delay of weeks or months 
in getting a refund out to a tax- 
payer.

Additionally, he said, the 
number must be correct to en­
sure that the taxpayer will get 
full credit for his or her con­
tributions under the social sec­
urity and medicare programs.

For this reason any name 
changes should be reported to

the local Social Security Ad­
ministration office.

One way for taxpayers to he 
sure their return Is correctly 
numbered is to use the pre- 
addressed labt lonthc tax pack­
age sent out »y the IRS. Double 
check the number, Perry <aid, 
and if their is a mistake it 
should be corrected or th • ' * 
bel itself.

"The pre-iJdreued labels help 
us keep the numbers straight. 
Perry said, and they speed the 
processing of the returns. At 
this point In the filing season a 
labeled return with the vorrect 
social security numbers can 
pr:wluce a refund for the tax­
payer! within five weeks, as 
April 15 approaches, the wait 
for the refund could be as long 
as tv rhe weeks. My advice Is 
to file early and make sure the 
numbers are correct."

This question, and other cur­
rent concerns, will be examined 
at the 23rd annual Texas Farm 
and Ranch Credit School for 
Commercial Bankers at Texas 
AAM University, February 10- 
12, according to Tom Prater, 
economist in management with 
the Texas .Agricultural Extension 
Service, and the school's pro­
gram chairman.

Roland Smith, Extension grain 
marketing specialist, will dis­
cus* "Feed and Food Crain Out­
look, "and Dr. Edward Uvacek, 
Extension livestock marketing 
specialist, will speak on "The 
Livestock Outlook. Dan Davis, 
general manager of the Plains 
Cotton Co-op at Lubbock, will 
describe the "Cotton Market 
Outlook."

"These three subjects should

be of particular interest to agri­
cultural bankers at this time In 
our economy," ftater empha­
sized.

Theme for the school will be 
"Financing Agriculture in a 
Time of -Uncertainty." More 
than 2S0 bankers are expected 
to attend, said Prater.

A "first" this year will be a 
related two-day Agricultural 
Credit Analysis Workshop set to 
begin at noon on February 12 
and continue through February 14.

IN Introduces 
till h limit

Senator Jack Ogg of Houston 
has Introduced legislation that 
would prohibit smoking in cer­
tain public places. The Ogg bill 
would ban smoking on planes, 
trains, elevators, horpitals, 
museums, and other public 
places unless a designated sues 
far smoking is provided. •

"This is legislation to protect 
the rights of non-tmokers by 
requiring certain public facili­
ties to set aside separate areas 
for smokers and non-smokers. 
Although 1 am personally con­
vinced that smoking is injurious 
to a smokers’ health, it Is cer­
tainly his perogative (to smoke). 
However, non-smokers also 
have the right not to Inhale the 
smoke of others that is alto 
dangerous, offensive and im­
polite to them. There are al­
ready states and cities who have 
comparable legislation and or­
dinances. Many public facili­
ties also voluntarily protect the 
rights of non-smoken. The leg­
islation merely extends this 
principle, " Sen. Ogg stated.

Under the Ogg bill, a violation 
of the provision would be a ( la s  
C misdemeanor, carrying a fine 
of up to $100,

When asked if the measure was 
Intended to be punitive. Senator 
Ogg, who is a non-smoker, 
stated, "Certainly not. It is 
merely a protection for those 
who choose not to smoke their 
own or someone else's, "

Cost Accounting 
Vital Fnr A| 
Producers

With agricultural producers 
experiencing an ever tightening 
cost-price squeeze, the need 
for cost accounting has never
been greater.

The commercial agricultural 
producer today needs a com­
plete and accurate accounting 
system and physical production 
records if he is going to succeed," 
contends Cecil Parker, economist 
for the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service. It is necessary , 
to know the cost of producing a 
unit of each enterprise to com­
pare profitability and make 
management decisions. “
Cost accounting is the basis 

for allocating resources to im­
prove resource efficiency, points 
out Parker. Management deci­
sions based on cost accounting 
arc much more likely to be 
profitable than decisions based 
on impulse or hunch. Other uses 
of accounting are tax reporting 
and obtaining necessary credit.

The economist notes that the 
Extension Service provides two 
types of accounting systems, 
the Farm Recoru System and the 
Texas Electronic Farm Account­
ing System (Tel-Fac).
The Farm Record System con­

tains 10 sections which include 
farm business, expense, farm 
and non-farm Income, payroll 
record, accounts payable and 
receivable, continuous depre- 
ciatluischedule, farm inventory, 
financial and profit and loss 
statement, hours and pet cent 
of equipment use, enterprise 
summary and analysis, and field 
treatment and performance re­
cord. Appropriate sections may 
be combined to fit each parti­
cular farm or ranch situation.

The Tel-Fac System has cost 
accounting as its primary ab­
jective. This system has four 
component parts: financial and 
production data, inventory and 
depreciable schedule, profit 
and lost statement and enter­
prise analysis. Financial and 
production data are procesied 
each month while other parts 
of the system are processed 
annually.

According to Parker, the basic 
difference in the two systems is 
that the Farm Record System is 
totally manual while Tel-Fac 
is computerized. However, the 
computer does no* compensate 
for Incomplete or Inaccurate 
data, emphasizes the economist.
County Extension agents can 

assist producers with either of 
the two systems.
In addition to these accounting 

systems, several others are 
available from lending imti- 
tutions and commercial con­
cerns. Which system s pro­
ducer uses Is not Important, hut 
some system definitely should 

.be used." believes Parker.

tax on any gain that results
from a residence sale Is only

postponed and not forgiven. 
Any gain not taxed in the year 
that you sell your old residence 
is subtracted from your cost 
basis of the new residence. This 
lower coat basis will be used to 
calculate the gain from any 
future disposition of the new 
residence.

The economtstremlnds citizen* 
65 or older who sell their resi­
dence that there are special 
tax law provisions. They may 
exclude all or part of the gain 
realized on one sale of a prin­
cipal residence providing cer­
tain conditions are met.

Regarding all residence sales, 
gains are taxable but no deduc­
tions are permitted for losses, 
notes Graeber.

Additional information on resi­
dence sales can be obtained In 
the Internal Revenue Service 
Publication 523, "Tax Infor­
mation on Selling Yout Home."
If you sold yout home In 1974, 

chances are you made money. 
But income tax may be due on 
this profit unless certain pro­
visions are met, reminds an 
economist with the Texas Agri­
cultural Detention Service and 
the Texas Real Estate Research 
Center.

"Any gains resulting from sales 
or exchanges are taxable as 
gains from the sale of capital 
assets," points out Kenneth 
Graeber. "However, the home- 
owner who tells or exchanges 
his principal residence and re­
places it within a specific time 
period postpones tax on any 
gain, providing that the cost 
of the new residence exceeds 
the adjusted sale price of the 
old residence. ”

The time period within which 
to qualify for tax postponement 
on a residence sale or exchange 
varies with the individual sit­
uation, points out the Texas 
A&M University System econo­
mist. "Generally speaking, the 
new residence may be acquired

It's not always easy for a father 
to be content during the flMt 
year of a baby's life in a sup­
porting role to his wife and 
child, Dorthy Taylor, family 
life education specialist pointed 
out this week.

Although fathers are familiar 
figures to an infant, a real 
father-child relationship doesn't 
begin until the second year," 
the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, The Texas A&M 
University System, specialist 
said.

"Many fathers want to be 
actively involved In childrear­
ing. They want to parent, rather 
than be a mother-substitute, 
nursemaid or provider of physical 
needs. They seek pettonal re­
sponse from the child.

"Often it's frustrating to new 
fathers when the very young 
child looks to his mother for

feeding, bedtime and emotional 
comfort and to the father for 
play and acrobatic sestiotK," 
the specialist noted.

In the normal course of devel­
opment for the first year, a 
child Is almost totally depen­
dent upon the mother. During 
the second year of his life, the 
child has matured enough and 
has skills to add a second Im­
portant personal relationship to 
his social group, his father.

"When new fathett fail to 
understand a child's normal 
growth patterns and the Im­
portance of fathett durii. g 'he 
second year, conflict may he 
ahead. Love, hate, anger, 
jealousy and even rivalry may 
be rooted in the flttt few months 
of life. It Is the relationship to 
both parents that helps children 
develop to their maximum 
potential."
