1973 is faecast due to excell­
ent moisture cond itia ii. This 
may lead to a bumptt harvest 
next summer and an easing of 
pressure on feed supplies.

a senes of events caused the 
sevae feed sLatage, say, 
Kunkel. Unusually cold wea­
ther with rama snow covered 
Texas and several other states. 
And it started nearly a month 
earlier than usual. This caus­
ed ranchers to feed heav ly to 
protect herds from loss. Cold, 
cloudy weather alto reduced 
the growth of winter pastures, 
sotmportant to cattle in mai y 
parts of the state. Then the

extended bitter weather > aused 
an estimated 160,000 cattle 
deaths in our state. Many of 
these were cows and calves. 
This w ill affect supply of 
Stockers and feeders.

The early winter also played 
havoc with harvest of the 1972 
ctop. It is estimated that about 
one-third of the cotton on the 
High Plains |zstill in the fie ld. 
And cottonseed m ealn heavily 
used as stock feed. The Icy 
grip of winter also-vexsened 
the feed titua tla i in other 
ways. Mmy oil mills and priw 
cessing plants could not oper­
ate at maximum due to the 
fueithartage brought or by an 
early winter.
Together with this sharp 

change due to the weather, 
the U.S. livestock industry 
wat using feed in recad vol­

ume thtoughthe tall md early 
winter, Kunkelsaid. It is es­
timated that a 5 percent in ­
crease in feed usat e occurred 
because of increased cattle 
numbers.

know mote about what a cold 
is and what to do with it when 
you have.it, say state health 
officials.
What is a cokl" The com- 

in-xi cold is a name given to 
any of a number of short-lived 
infections of the note and 
throat. A ll of them ue highty 
contagious. They have s im i- 
liar symptoms. Sometimes 
they are called by other namer, 
which simply te ll you what part 
of the upper respiratory tract is 
particularly affected; rhin itis, 
affecting the nose; pharyngitis, 
the throat; or la i/ng itis , the 
voice box.
What causes a cold? The 

Texas State Department of 
Health points out there are
many different viruses which 
cause a cold. A virus is a dis­
ease-producing agent so small 
that it goes right through the 
very fine filter that stops bac­
teria . These cold-causing v ir­
uses are present in great num­

bers in yo-u nose and throat 
when you have a cold. They 
are earned on the droplets you 
expel whcntalking, coughing, 
or sneezing.
l lo v  Jo you catch a cold? 

Though a virus causes your 
cold, a number of conditions 
seem to  increase your sus­
ceptib ility  (science does nut 
yet know why or how.) People 
appear to  catch colds mainly 
indoors. They get more of 
them during the colder months. 
Fatigue, ch illiugs, and poor 
physical condition seeiti’ ogive 
the virus a better foothold.

What’s the course of a cold" 
From one to three days after the 
virus takes hold in your body, 
the symptoms appear. (But 
other people can catch yoi*  
cold even before your symp­
toms appear--one reason why 
coldsarehardtoprevent.) The 
Arsthintis usually scratchiness 
of the throat. Within a few 
hours, your nose gets stuffy and 
you have vague feelings of dis- 
comfort and i llo e * . Usually 
you start sneezing, too.

W’ thin hours, your cold it  
in fu llb loom --eyesteary, nose 
rutiiung, voice husky, breath­
ing obstructed, and your senses 
oftaste and smell dulled. You 
may feel lethargic and achy. 
I t ’s common to have a moder­
ate headace,especially at the 
beginning (but a severe one 
mac be a sign of some com pli­

cation.) You may also have 
toms fever, although that’s un­
usual in adults.

Once the cold has fully de­
veloped, it  usually continues 
at its peak for several days.

types, and although there are 
many suspected "causes" of 
cancel, the unifyingcharacra • 
itn c  of a ll cancers could be 
that the ce ll membranes have 
been altered m tome way that 
affects nutrient uptake.

This new theory does not pto- 
vide any immediate approach 
toa cure fa  cancer, not to  an 
understanding of what causes 
cancer. The theory does big­
gest a unifying perspective fa  
a ll cancer research, and that 
alone would be a valuable con • 
t ribution.
