Ginning figures just re'eated 
by the U, S, Buresu of Census 
show the 25 High P'alns coun­
ties represented by Plains Cot­
ton Growers, Inc, produced 
1 ,734 ,767  biles of cotton In 
1971, The fins' estimate of 
area production, compiled 
December 1 of'ast year by the 
Lubbock Cotton Exchange and 
PCG, was 1 ,723 ,000 .

Production In Texas came to 
3 ,1 4 4 ,1 9 2  ba'es, of whlchthe 
Plains accounted for a whop­
ping 5 5 ,2  percent, the high­
est percentage ever recorded, 
Texas production In 1969 was 
only 2 ,807 ,017  ba'es, 1,• 
392,800 or 4 9 .6  percent of 
which came from the Plains.

Total U. S, production for 
1970 was reported at 10 ,120 , • 
273 ba'es, of which tlie Plains 
total figures 17,1 percent. This 
tools a new high for the area. 
National production In 1969 
totaled 9 ,937 ,068  bales, 
"only* 14 percent of which 
was grown In PCG's 25 coun­
ties.

The top 10 cotton producing 
counties In Texas were on the 
Plains, eight of them produc­
ing over 100,000 ba'es each, 
and the Plains area again pro­
duced more cotton than any 
entire state, excepting Texas 
Itself. LambCountywith 119.- 
963 bales rated sixth among 
the counties IntheP'slnsarea,

Lubbock County, with 2 l 5 , -  
485ba'es, ranked third among 
the cotton counties of the na- 
tlonand Dawson County's l5 8 r  
532 bales came In tenth.

The two top producing coun­
ties In the U. S. were both In 
California. Kern County turn­
ed out 357,514 ba'es and Fres­
no County ginned 299.408 bales 
Fourth through ninth p'aces In 
the national county standings
w araulvn hy SMnal (iBS.t.Ooy
and Maricopa (1 6 0 ,387)of Ar­
izona, Tulare of California 
(175,265), Sunflower of Miss­
issippi (172 ,406). Kings of
California (166 ,960) and Bol- 
IvarCounty Mississippi (1 5 8 ,-  
668 ) .

The significance of cotton 
production on the Plains was 
dramatlcallydein mstrated A- 
prll 14 and 15 by the cotton 
futures market. A few clouds 
In the Plains sky and a U. S. 
Weather Bureau forecast of 
posstb'e rain caused the No. 2 
futures contract on the New 
York Cotton Exchange to drop 
from $1.35 to $2, 55 a bale on 
April 14 and another 50 cents 
to $1 .40  a bale on the follow­
ing day.

Tne Curriculum (Courses of­
fered *1 bprlnglak*--Earth 
Schools) is the very heart of 
our school program. We in 
the Sprlnglake-Earth School 
System think we have one of 
the finest curriculum offer­
ings of any Class A school In 
the state . We offer many 
courses that other schools of 
comparable size Jo  not, and 
we are conaantly looking for 
ways to Improve and add to 
our present offerings. Finan­
cial limitations and a lower 
enrollment tend to limit some 
course offerings that might be 
available to 2-A arid 
schools.

hi the Elementary school the 
State provides aandards or 
curriculum requirements. We 
meet these and attempt to go 
beyond them.

school. Course offerings and 
requirements are explained 
and a four year plan Is filled 
out. This plan serves as a 
guideline. Tills advance plan­
ning by gudents and parents 
develops an lntereg In course 
offerings, an awareness of the 
opponunltles, and the prob- 
lemsthar He along the way. A 
gudent Is required to have 22 
credits for graduation: 14 of 
these are required courses and 
Bare electives. Two different 
plans lor graduation are avail­
able: Plan I for college bound 
gudents and Plan II for thoae 
gudents who know they do not 
want to attend college.

Diseased Kidneys Doesn't Always Mean Death

What do you do If you have 
non-functioning or . diseased 
kidneys’ The answer to that 
queition all too often In Tex­
as Is: 'Prepare to d ie , '  aayi 
the Texas State Department 
of Health.

But If you can afford It and 
have the facilities available-- 
henudlalysls can be the dif­
ference hetween living and 
dying. Kidney transplants a'u> 
have proved partially success­
ful.

Time Is Important to a person 
with faulty kldneyabecauae u- 
remla sets in quickly. This 
toxic condition Is followed by 
symptoms of hoadachei swell­
ing, vomiting, convulsions, 
coma and death--death, that 
U, unless a kidney treatment 
center Is available and there 
is sufficient money to provide 
the needed care. Patients can 
purchase ihelr own dialysis 
machine for home use.

The kldneysare the chief ex ­
cretory organs of the body. 
Wage products are carried to 
the kidneys by the blood stream 
and removed as the blood cir­
culates through the kidney 
cells. The wastes pass out of 
the body as urine.

In dialysis, a tube carries 
blood through a series of sterile 
tubes, past various monitors 
and pumps and then to one side 
of a semi-permeable cello­
phane membrane. On the 
other side, moving in the op­
posite direction, is dialysis 
fluid •• a man-made liquid 
with some of the same quali­
ties as blood plasma. By sim­
ple diffusion, the waste prod­
ucts and some fluids pass 
through the cellophane Into tire 
dialysis fluid and are flushed

away. Another tube carries 
blood back Into the patient'! 
arm.

A patient and his partner re­
ceive tlx weeks of training In 
utingdlalyslt equipment. The 
pirtner must be present during 
tral ling and actual use of the 
machine to prevent loss of too 
much fluid and a dtop In blood 
pressure. The average patient 
spends five hours on the ma­
chine three timet a week.

Treatment in a huapltal--If 
enough of them had tire nec­
essary facilitlet--would cost 
around $25,000 a year. But a 
home machine coats approxi­
mately $1,700 . Disposable 
materials coat tome $5,000 a 
year; however, this figure can 
be cut by more titan half by a 
technique deve'oped In A uatln 
for reusing some of rite dis­
posables.

A survey conducted last sum­

mer showed that upwards of 
500Texansa year developkld- 
ney problems necessitating 
dialysis. The study further 
showed that during the year 
ending July J ,  only 84 per- 
somactually received It, The 
State HeaIth Department hopes 
tire day will come when all 
who need it can get treatment.

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Tornado Season Open
The teaaon of dark clouds, 

clapping thunder, hall, rain 
and tornadoes Is now upon res­
idents of Lamb County and 
the surrounding area. The 
third tornado watch of tlie year 
was Issued Sunday, April 18, 
for Lamb County.

Many unsuspecting residents 
were undisturbed by the tur­
bulent weather which mother­
ed tornadoes that danced a- 
round Muleshoe and left $2} 
million damage in Hereford.

T ie  towering 55,000 feet 
clouds were under observance 
by Lamb County sheriffs of­
ficials, the Texas Highway 
Patrol ami city units as they 
moved Into the area Sunday. 
The watch was continued un­
til the area was no longer 
threatened by the vicious 
clouds.

The following Information 
and precaiitlons on rwlsters Is 
from the National Weather 
Service, formerly known as 
the Weather Bureau.

There are more than 600 
tornadoes a'most every year 
In this country. a tornado Is a 
funnel-shaped cloud which 
conies down from a thunder­
storm. The funne' Is a ring of 
winds with a hollow center.
At first It is very light or 

white, like a cloud. After 
touching the ground, the winds 
pick up dun and dirt, anl the 
funnel becomes dark.

The average tornado stays on 
the ground about 10 minutes. 
In that time It moves five 
miles. The highest winds In a 
tornadohave never been mea­
sured exactly, but experts 
think that they are probably 
between 175 and 250 miles 
per hour.

These winds a re strong enough 
to destroy solid buildings, pull 
down huge trees, and throw 
peop'e and animals hundreds 
of yards through the air. One 
tornado picked up an 83-ton 
ral'road car with 117 people In 
It and carried It through the 
air for 80 feet before dropping 
It in a ditch.

Although tornadoes strike In 
every state, they occur most 
often In the central plains. 
During the past 15 years they 
have killed about 125 people 
each year In the U. S.

Through a chain warning sys­
tem beginning with a severe 
storms forecast center In Kan­
sas City, Missouri, down to 
state, local and volunteers, 
residents are alerted to con­
ditions that ravor tornado for­
mation.

W'lenadvisahte, a TORNADO 
WATCH Is posted. A TORNA­
DO WATCH m:ans tornadoes 
MAY deve'op. Keep on with 
your regular activities but be 
sure to be ready to protect 
yourself If a tornado dives 
strike.

The warning broad­
cast on radio and television 
wtl'. say where the tornado Is 
and which way It Is moving.

At home - -  If you do not 
have a tornado cellar, go to 
the basement and craw] under 
a heavy workbench or table. 
If there Is no basement, rake 
shelter In a small room or clos­
et In the central part of the 
house, on the lowest floor, ui> 
dera heavy piece of furniture.
If possible.
Outside - - I f  you can get 

home or to another house 
qul. l*y. take shelter there. 
But If you are a long way from 
any Indoor shelter. Me down 
In a ditch or hollow In the 
groutki, and put your hands 
over the back of your head for 
protection. On the school bus.
