Dear Koss, Polly and all other 
Eanhltes,

Whatever it printable from this 
letter you may print in the Earth 
Sun. We received the Oct. 31 
and Nov. 1 coplet of the paper. 
It was like a letter from home.

We have written a few folk to 
tome of what 1 say will be re­
petitious for some to read.

I hope we are beginning to 
catch up with ourtelvet. Every­
one here says it takes about 2 
weeks to get over the Jet lag. 
Since we are 6 hours ahead of 
Earth, it mesies up our sleep 
pattern etc. However, a ll this 
seems to be working out.

There is lots of red tape for a 
civilian getting settled. Isam 
Ballinger, missionary in Frank­
furt and a German lady In our 
church have been helping us 
get registered for our residence 
visa.

First we had to have a state­
ment from our landlord saying 
we have a place to live in 
Germany and that Its okay to 
live in his house. Then we pro­
ceed to the Rathaus (pronounced 
Hothouse) to get other forms 
(4 pages) for all 4  of us. Then 
we go to Grots Gerau (something 
like our county seat)for a phy­
sical examination must be on 
Friday or Tuesday.) Then we 
take our health certificates back 
to the Rathaus and the other 
completed forms. There they 
take our passport and completed 
forms, 2 pictures each of Frankie 
and I and send these to Gross 
Gerau to be recorded and stamp­
ed. Then they notify us when 
we can pick up the passports and 
pay our money.Then hopefully 
we will have our residence visa. 

The German lady who has been

helping us with these details 
was amazed at all that had to
be done.

We could conduct no legal 
business until we had registered. 
Thank goodness the whole re­
gistration bit did not have to be 
finished before we could buy a 
car.

Buying a car also involves red 
tape. It is further complicated 
when the salesman does not 
speak perfect English. Anyhow 
in two weeks or to we shall find 
out if we have a car or not. In 
tlie mean while I will continue 
to ride my bicycle to (tie office 
three miles away.

It is time for language class so 
if I may be excused for a while. 

Well, class it over. It appears 
to me I may have to have at least 
one more lesson in the language. 

The tun is shining today. This 
is about the fourth day of sun­
shine since arriving here Nov.2. 

Shopping on the local economy 
isn't going to be too much of a 
problem. Often we can look at 
the packaging and see wh it we 
want. The meat market b  where 
we have trouble. Coffee over 
here b  sky high. Theb pack­
aging b less than a pound and 
it cost 8 DM to 9 DM or $3.20 
to $3 .60  for less than a pound. 
A 10 oz. jar of instant coffee b 
12 DM to 13 DM or about $4. 80 
to $5.20. Having to deal in 2 
currencies b a bother. One dol­
lar will buy 2. 55 marks. The 
value of the dollar on the Ger­
man market lias been fluctuating 
between 2 .52 and 2 .5 5 . When 
we change dollars into marks it 
really hits. We never know 
what our money b  worth.

It takes 6 to 8 days for an air 
mail letter to reach us. Don't

Features if  Farm Laasi Outlined
A good, well-thought-out 
written agreement when leasing 

a farm can often eliminate pro­
blems and disagreements be­
tween landlords and tenants, 
believes Dr. Wayne Hayenga, 
economist for the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service.

"A lease should be tailored to 
fit tlie farm, the landlord and 
the tenant," points out the 
economist with the Texas A&M 
University System.

Hayenga says the lease should 
cover such areas as property 
rights, land use, and livestock 
production and restrictions, and 
should have provisions for con­
serving and maintaining farm 
resources, sharing of casts and 
returns, and length of the agree­
ment.

"The agreement should clearly

state the tights, duties and re­
sponsibilities of each party and 
should provide for change and 
adaptability. ”

The goal of the agreement 
should be to provide reasonable 
returns to both landlord and 
tenant for the resources provided.

"A good lease provide* for the 
development. Improvement and 
maintenance of the land,build­
ings,fences and other improve­
ments, " notes Hayenga. "It 
should assure the tenant a rea­
sonable reimbursement for the 
investments he leaves in the 
farm when his period of oc­
cupancy ends."

Hayenga contends that a rental 
agreement should have a pro­
vision for equitable sharing. 
"Thb does not always mean 
equal sharing. The landlord and

His quarry might well be an­
other hunter.

The Texas Medical Association 
has a note of caution for those 
who are planning a fall safari 
into the fields and woods In 
search of deer and ocher game. 
Know what you're firing at be­
fore you pull the trigger.

The hunter who blazes away 
rapidly at everything that moves 
is a highly dangerous animal.

The wise Texas hunter will be 
wearing a " hunter orange" vest 
or, at the very least, a cap made 
in this glowing bright fluorescent 
color. The color sends a glowing 
signal to other hunters, but goes 
unnoticed by colorblind game 
such as white-tall deer, which 
will only be alarmed when it 
distinguishes motion, sound, or 
scent.

Each year several hunten re­

turn from fall outings via hearse. 
Many others return with a load 
of bird shot or a rifle bullet to 
be dug out by a doctoc. Behind 
almost every hunting accident

is one cause; carelessness.
Nevei cross over or through a 

fence or climb a tree with a load­
ed gun. It might fall and dis­
charge. Don't shoot at a hard, 
flat surface. Glancing bullets 
can carry long distances. Even 
a small bore rifle has consider­
able range. Know where your

bullet will stop before pulling 
the trigger.

Keepgunsaway from children. 
Never leave a weapon unattend­
ed without unloading it. Sture

guns and ammunition beyond the 
reach of youngsters, preferably 
under lock and key.

Always carry a gun so that you 
can control the direction of the 
muzzle if you stumble. Keep the 
safety catch on until ready to 
shoot. He sure the barrel is clear

of mud, snow or other obstruct­
ions. A clogged barrel may burst.
Leave your liquor bottle at' 

camp, and wait until you're' 
through with the day’s hunting 
and the guns are unloaded to take 
that first drink. And don't over 
do it. You want to have a clear 
head for the next day's hunt. '
