Switch To Cigars No Help To Cigarotto Smokers
There is still more bad news 

for cigarette smokers, switching 
to cigars doesn't help.

The problem seems to be, re­
ports the Texas Medical .Assoc­
iation. that smokers who learned 
to smoke cigarettes can't "un­
learn the habit of Inhaling. 
Cigar smokers who never be­

came habitual cigarette smokers 
usually don't inhale, but "re­
formed " cigarette smokers 
carry the habit over to their 
cigar smoking. Some of them 
apparently don't even realize 
they’re doing it. but most of 
them inhale intentionally. They 
have been convinced that cigars

are "safer" than cigarettes and 
believe they can Inhale with 
impunity.

These findings were reported 
recently in the Journal of the 
American Medical Association. 

The physician who conducted 
the study found that inhaling 
cigarsmoke may be much mere 
harmful than inhaling cigarette 
smoke. All of the patients in 
the study were referred to the 
hospital for evaluation of lung 
disease. Each was given a blood 
test to measure a factor known 
as carboxyhemoglobin level. 
This substance in the blood in ­
creased some four times in cig­
arette smokers compared to 
nonsmokers.and eight times in 
cigar smoke inhalers. Both 
levels provide risk to health.

"From this and prior studies 
IT IS CONCLUDED THAT CIG­
ARETTE SMOKERS SHOULD 
QUIT SMOKING ENTIRELY. 
Patients whosmokc cigars should 
be specifically warned against 
Inhaling, " the report stated.

parents should attempt to ”safcty 
proof" their youngsters, many 
r f  whom are entering school for 
the first time.

Whether walking, riding in a 
bus or car, or bicycling to 
school, plans should be made 
to ensure the safety of every 
child, reminds the Texas De­
partment of Health Resources.

Darting acrosi streets without 
looking, crosiing at mid-block 
from between parked cars, and 
doing bicycle tricks in traffic- 
arc just a few of the pitfalls to 
be avoided, advises the Health 
Resources Department.

Parents can caution their child - 
ren about all careless prac tices, 
and they also can show them. 
If your child is starting to 
school, or going to a new 
school, it's a good idea to make 
the trip at least once with the 
child.

If he will be pedaling to and 
from school every day,often in 
inclement weather,you’ll want 
to be doubly sure that your 
child is observing safety rules. 
If you're a motorist in the vici­
nity of schools, be especially 
waty.says the Health Resources 
Department.

What are the trouble spots for 
bicyclists and motorists 'C olli­
sions between motor vehicles 
and bicycles o c c u r  about as 
follows:
• Well over half at intersections.
• Seven out of ten during day­
light hours.
• Most bicycle riders killed or 
Injured in traffic accidents, 
were violating a traffic law at 
the time of the incident.
• Half of the motor vehicle- 
bicycle accidents involved a 
violation on the part of the 
motor vehicle operator.
• One out of five bicycles in ­
volved in accidents had some 
mechanical defect.
Some of the most common 

traffic violations of cyclists are 
(not In order of frequency):
• Failure to yield right-of-way. 
(In mint cases, the cyclists did 
not "see" the carjln some cases 
he intentionally Infringed on 
the motorist's right-of-way.)
• Riding in the center of the 
street.
• Speed too fast for conditions 
of traffic and road surface.
• I Hue gard of traffic control 
devices, signal lights and stop 
signs.
• Improper turning.

To avoid such situations as 
just described, here are some 
safety rules for bicyclists:
• A skillful bicycle rider always

has his bike under control. He 
never drives too fast and he 
never rides too far. He always 
has both hands free to rtcer.
• The cyclist must develop skill 
in balancing and pedaling to 
avoid swerving into traffic, 
hitting a fixed object, running 
off the sidewalk or highway. 
Parents have the responsibility 
to be certain their child has 
the skill to cope with traffic 
before permitting him to ride 
on the street.
• Every bic ycle driver should be 
familiar with the laws govern­
ing bicycling in fils community.

or the one in which he is riding. 
These rules are usually avail­
able through tfie school or local 
police.
* Cyclists must ride on the right 
side of the street with the flow 
of traffic;nm on the left, fac­
ing traffic.
* Hand signals should he used 
by the cyclists, and arc now 
commonly accepted as a safe 
riding practice.
* < yclists should avoid crowd­
ing between cars at stop signs, 
or between an automobile and 
the curb.
* c arrying more passengers than

a bicycle Is designed and equip­
ped for is dangerous and illegal. 
Two on a bike also increases 
stopping distances. The polo or 
"banana"seat, standard equip­
ment on the hi-rise bike, ap ­
pears designed to carry two. 
SUCH IS NOT THE CASE!
* Never hold on to a moving 
vehicle nor in any way attach 
the bike tu tiie vehicle.
* Always ride single file.
* Trick riding is always danger­
ous. Drivers of hi-risers are 
especially cautioned against 
making the bike rear up and 
riding on back wheels only, or

IS A  Urges Care In Leber Bay Trip Plans
A,WTIN--Careful trip plan­

ning can make Texas highways 
safer over the upcoming Labor 
Day holiday weekend, the 
Texas Safety Association ad­
vises.
According to TSA, the last 

holiday of the summer season 
is, tor many motorists, the 
occasion to pack three days of 
vacation into one final auto­
mobile outing. This "last 
chance " mentality may prompt 
motorists to try to drive too 
great distances in too little 
time. The result is often a

deadly combination of driver 
fatigue and excess speed.

TSA urges motorists to plan 
theirtnpi realistically over the 
holiday, allowing enough time 
to get to and from their destl - 
nations while driving at posted 
speed limits.

I t’s also a good safety policy 
to take a rest break or change 
drivers every two hours, as 
drowsiness can be temporarily 
remedied by coffee or fresh air.

ways from 6:00 p.m . Ktlday. 
August 29. through midnight 
Labor Day, Monday.September L 
Texas Safety Association feels 
a tittle more planning and 
concernonthepartof the Texas 
driving public can reduce this 
figure significantly.

LUBBOCK-A potential volun­
teer sunflower weed problem 
along with the latest informa­
tion and equipment in weed 
control will be spotlighted 
Tuesday. September 9, as the 
Texas Agricultural brperiment 
Station marks its 66th Annual 
Field Day.

lleadlngupthe field day weed 
control program is DC. John 
Abernathy.

The TAES weed scientist re­
ports that research information 
gathered from several thousand 
test plots will be stressed in the
field day tour stop set to focus 
on resistant annual and peren­
nial weed species plaguing area 
cotton, sorghum, soybean and 
sunflower fields.

Says Abernathy, with some 
400,000 acres of sunflowers 
being grown on the High Plains 
this year, a potential volunteer 
sunflower problem exists. The 
threat is especially significant 
in the rotational crops like 
cotton and soybeans, note.; the 
scientist.

Resistant weed species on tap 
for tlie field day dlscuaion are 
lanceleaf sage, morning glory.

thornapple, wild sunflower and 
watergrast. (Vretuiialweed pro­
blems scheduled to be covered 
are yellow nutsedge. lakewecd, 
johmongraa, Texas Blueweed, 
and Whiteweed.

Current status and use of new 
herbicides such as Roundup will 
alsobe highlighted in the weed 
control tout stop, Abernathy 
adds.

Several new types of herbicide 
application equipment can also 
he viewed during the tour of 
weed control research plots.

A recirculation sprayer for 
Johnsongrasi control in cotton 
and soybeans, a shielded sprayer 
for directing powerful herbi­
cides beneath ci’tton plants and 
new types of spray nozzels and 
additives for controlling spray 
drift will be detailed In the 
TAES’s comprehensive review 
of weed control research.

TAES Lubbock Field Day Acti­
vities begin at 1:00 p.m . con­
tinuing until S;00. Tours by 
way of tractor pulled trailers
will leave the Experiment Sta­
tion's headquarters every 15 
minutes throughout the after­
noon.

The ideal plant, agricultural 
scientists believe, is one that 
directs most of its photosynthe­
sis-derived energy to fruit pro­
duction rather than stems and 
leaves. If this ptinciple can be 
encouraged through plant 
breeding, the result will he 
more bountiful crops and better 
efficiency in plant use of water 
and fertilizer.
Current studies along these 

lines are being made on cotton 
by Texas Agricultural Fxperi- 
ment Station researchers C. R, 
Benedict andR .j. KoheL The 
idea is to get the optimum 
amount of food to the bolls by 
reducing the competition be­
tween bolls and the vegetative 
parts of the plant for leaf ener­
gy. This energy, produced from 
leaf photosynthesis, is sent to 
the bolls in the form of sugar.

Flndfhgs so far reveal that the 
greencotton boll does not con­
tribute any photosynthatc to 
the developing seed. Most of 
the photosynthetic-energy sent 
to the seed comes front the ad­
jacent leaf. The bracts assoc­

iated with the boll provide 5- 
10 pet cent of the carbon fot the 
total dry matter of the teed and 
lint.
The Utter item may be im ­

portant to plant breeders who 
are selecting plants for low 
bract area in an effort to con­
trol boll weevil damage.

Studies are under way to mea­
sure the amount of leaf energy 
sent to fruit and vegetative parts 
in different varieties and plant 
types. Potential for the Experi­
ment Station wotk lies in pro­
viding anew basis for develop­
ment of improved cotton var­
ieties. Also, the research should 
aid the design of new planting 
systems which optimize a high 
ratio of fruit to vegetative parts 
to more effectively use water 
and fertilizer for top lint and 
seed vields.

Higher family incomes and 
more women in the Ubot force 
characterize nonmetropolitan 
U. S. counties that are gaining 
in population, accordli^; to a 
report by the l'. S. Department 
of Agriculture.

The Economic Research Ser­
vice (ERS) study released today 
notes that another sign of eco­
nomic health for such popula­
tion-gaining counties is the 
reUtively higher employment 
rates in manufacturing indus­
tries. In contrast, nonmetro 
counties consistently losing 
population have higher than 
average employment in low- 
wage extractive industries such 
as agriculture and mining, 13.2 
percent vs 7 4 percent.

Median family income is sub­
stantially higher for population 
growth counties, $8,027 com­
pared to $6. i46 fot declining 
counties. The FRS study also 
points out that regardless of 
race, region or level of urban­
ization, the labor force parti­
cipation rate of females in 
growing counties exceeds that 
of declining counties, 40 per­
cent vs 34 percent.

Some of the population-losing 
counties have recently begun 
experiencing population grow­
th. Hut, many others continue 
to decline and may require as­
sistance to upgrade standards of 
living for county residents, ac ­
cording to ERS. 

cither characteristics of the 
population gainers:
• They have a lower proportion 
of dependent segments of the 
population such as children and 
elderly.

• The ratio of Males to females 
is higher.
• Years of schooling f  racial 
min>xities is higher, 8 .)  years 
compared to 6 .9  years for pop­
ulation-losing counties.
• Employment in white collar 
occupations is higher.
• The percentage of familk- 
living in poverty is lower, 18.1 
vs 28. 9 percent.
