Q: How much water Is actually

needed for the production of a
good cotton crop? ’

A: In most areas of Texas, with
the exception of a couple of
times of the year, the most pre-
valent answer would be "*All we
can get”. More specifically,
authorities now estimate the
weight of water evaporated
from an acre of cotton during a
typical summer day to be as
much as 68,000 pounds. That's
equivalent to more than a
quarter of an inch of rainfall a
‘da_\ Considerably more than
we can count on having. Irriga-
tion supplements the ralnfall
wherever possible to provide an
effective ﬁ; inches of moisture
during the average growing
season.

In some areas of the really arid
Southwest, farmers sometimes
irrigate enough to provide the
equivalent of J2 inches of rain-
fall through the course of a full
year

Rainfall can be most harmful
just after planting when the
water may lower the soil
temperature below S8 degrees.
