Seeks Use in Homes

An experimental home In
Farmington, Conn. has been
equipped with home apph
ances powered by a natural
gas fuel cell. It uses concepts

learned in manned space
flight
The Pratt and Whitney

Aircraft Division of United
Aircraft Corporation and the
Institute for Gas Technology
produced the fuel cell, which
is about the size of a home
air conditioner. It combines
methane with air to produce
electricity. The program is
being sponsored nationally by
32 utility companies at a cost
of $50 million

If successful, the program
is expected to cut energy costs
and pollution substantially

Science-Minded 4-H’ers Find

Jerry
Moss, 17, of Rt. 1, Bringhurst,
Ind., transformed his family's
old kitchen nto an alkelectric
kitchen. And Charles Chaumont,
18, Oberlin, La., set up a laser
beam exhibit.

The corporation also makes
available other awards for out-
standing projects in electric.
Four gold medals of honor are
available in each county. And in
1970 some 5,235 gold medals
were presented to accomplished
4-H members.

State winners receive an
expense-paid trip to the National
4-H Congress, Nov. 28 - Dec. 2.
And this year six national win-
ners of $700 educational schol-
arships will be announced at that
event.
