where most of the world's supply 
o f this vital material is produced.

Automobile, truck and tractoi 
tires ami tubes, o f course, form, 
the bulk <>f the rubber -alvuge in 
this area, as in other path* of the 
country. But scores of other item», 
large and small, are to be seen 
in the piles of scrap around the 
filling stations. •

A complete inventory of dis­
carded items which formerly were

in everyday use in Hall County 
homes would show that rubber 
has come to be considered a ne­
cessity from the bathroom ihrnugti 
the kitchen and out to the lawn 
American babies cut their teeth 
on rubber rings, as children amuse 
themselves with rubber halls and 
toys, walk on rubber heels, comb 
their hair with rubber combs 
soothe their aches and pains with 
rubber hot water bottles or ice 
caps, correct their mistakes with 
lubber erasers. Just to mention a 
very few of its uses, without bring­
ing in motor vehicles which, of 
course, use more rubber than all 
other items put together.

Mrs Estella 
Lar-dis, Visalia, Calif., form­
erly of this city, describes a 
trip to tha famous Mammoth 
Cave:

Dear Mother:
Hello and how arc you? I am

Homemakers canning fruit this 
year will save themselves time and 
trouble if they do some advance 
pieparatmn before applying to 
their local rationing board for cer­
tificates.

“ Be prepared to answer the», 
three questions when you go," ad­
vised Winifred Jones, specialist 
in food preservation for the A. A- 
M Extension service: How many 
quarts o f fruit did you can last 
year? How many quarts o f fruit 
do you plan to can this year? How 
many quarts of last year's fruit 
do you still have on hand? Another 
word of adv.ee is: “ Keen a record 
o f the fruit you can with your ra­
tioned sugar because your ration­
ing Itoard will ask for it when you 
apply for more sugar."

Answeiing these questions will 
be relatively simple for the thous­
ands o f rural homemaker* who 
have kept record* and filled food 
preservation budgets as recom­
mended by county home demon­
stration agent* of the Extension 
Service.

Rural homemaker* may stretch 
their sugar allowances by using 
thinner syrups for canning fruits 
and fruit juices and by using corn 
syrup or honey as substitutes in 
canning recipes. Miss Jones says. 
Information on these method* can 
he obtained from county home 
demonstration agents.

Here is the specialist’s summary 
of the rationing regulations as 
they apply to sugar for canning

"You will get one pound of su­
gar for every four quarts of fin­
ished fruit you are putting up 
and you may can as much fruit as 
your family needs. You may have 
an additional pound of sugar for 
each person in your family to 
make a small supply of jams, je l­
lies, and fruit butters "

T ' HF »lory of creation in Gene- 
1 sis has been, and still is in 

some quarters, the occasion of 
violent controversy because of its 
»ileged conflict with science But 
there is no real conflict, if the 
«tory of Genesis is properly in­
terpreted. On tiie contrary, 
there is a very real agreement. 
The story of Genesis was written 
before the days of scientific in­
vestigation. before the testimony 
of the rocks was discovered or 
understood.

What Genesis tenches is that 
creation was a process of bring­
ing order out of chan., which is 
-xactly what Is enforced by mod­
ern science Scientists have dis- 
eosered a great many details 
concerning that long process but. 
so far as essential truth Is con­
cerned, science has not gone be­
yond the Genesis story
