Furby flury leads to lawsuits

NASHVILLE, Tenn. - Two angry shop­
pers are suing a Wal-Mart, claiming they 
were injured this past holiday season during 
a stampede for the Furby toy.

Sherry Smith and Jaquiline Dyer allege in 
the federal lawsuit that Wal-Mart didn't prop­
erly manage the crowd, which had lined up 
outside the store the day after Thanksgiving 
for the plush gremlin-like creature.

"Crowds gathered in anticipation, and they 
know that they've got 25 to 50 of the toys, 
and there are over 200 people waiting to get 
them," said attorney Joseph M. Dalton Jr., 
who represents Smith and Dyer.

Smith and Dyer are asking for $250,000 
each in compensatory damages for personal 
injuries, physical pain, suffering and mental 
anguish. Smith suffered a dislocated jaw and 
Dyer a knee injury, according to the lawsuit.

Beef producers, packers meet 
to seek common ground

The Subcommittee on Livestock and 
Horticulture, led by Chairman Richard 
Pombo (R-CA), held a hearing this week 
to review issues surrounding manda­
tory livestock price reporting and its 
possible implications and benefits for 
both producers and packers.

In March, Agriculture Committee 
Chairman Larry Combest(R-TX) joined 
w ith R anking M em ber C harlie 
Stenholm (D-TX) in issuing a state­
ment calling on both packers and 
livestock producers to sit down and 
explore the possibility that a workable 
solution could be achieved. For the last

several weeks, key representatives from 
both groups have been meeting in an 
attempt to reach a mutually beneficial 
solution.

“Hopefully, everyone involved un­
derstands that an agreement pounded 
out among themselves is certainly pref­
erable to any ‘solution’ that Congress 
would impose on them,” Pombo said. 
“Currently, they now have ownership 
of this process — they are breaking 
down the barriers of suspicion and mis­
trust, and are examining and evaluating

House moves to aid dairy industry
The Texas house of Representatives 

voted this week to approve H.B. 2000 
by Representative BobTumer(D-Voss) 
in an effort to stabilize an ailing Texas 
dairy industry.

The bill, which would authorize Texas 
to join the emerging Southern Dairy 
Compact, now moves to the Texas Sen­
ate for approval. Senator Kenneth

Armbrister(D-Victoria) introduced S.B. 
737 earlier this session, a companion to 
HB 2000. If approved by the senate and 
signed by Governor Bush, congress 
must also give its blessing to Texas 
working with a group of eleven South­
ern states which have already approved

AUSTIN —  The Texas 
Departm ent o f Agriculture 
announced today that cot­
to n  p ro d u c e rs  in the  
Northern Rolling Plains Boll 
W eevil Eradication Zone 
have voted to establish a 
boll weevil eradication pro­
gram  in the 14-county zone. 
Final 785 voting “for” and 
325 voting “against” estab- 
lish in g  an e ra d ic a tio n  
program.

In addition, producers in 
the zone voted to set a maxi­
m um  annual assessment for 
the program  not to exceed 
$ 15 per planted row acre for 
irrigated cotton and $ 10 per 
planted row acre for dry­
land cotton.

To officially establish a 
boll weevil eradication pro­
gram in the Northern Rolling 
Plains Zone and set an as­
sessment, the propositions 
had to  be approved by a 
two-thirds vote, or those vot- 
ing in favor needed to farm 
more than 50 percent o f the 
zone’s acreage.

“Producers in the North­
ern  R olling  Plains have 
shown they want an eradi­
c a tio n  p ro g ra m ,” sa id  
Agriculture Com m issioner 
Susan Combs. “We look for­
ward to working with them

and the Texas Boll Weevil 
Eradication Foundation in 
elim inating this costly pest 
in Texas.”

The Texas Department 
o f Agriculture issued 1,975 
ballots to cotton producers 
in the zone who were eli­
g ib le  to  v o te  in the  
referendum . Som e 1,121 
valid ballots w ere post­
m arked by the April 22 
deadline and counted.

Cotton producers also 
e lec ted  John  Inm an o f 
Childress County to repre­
sent the Northern Rolling 
Plains Zone on the state­

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MISD offers acceleration testing
Muleshoe Independent School Disrict has established a pro­

cess for credit by examination without prior instruction.
Any student, grades K-12, who wishes to receive credit for a 

class or a grade level and move to a new grade, may do so within 
the following guidelines. A test will be administered free of 
charge and will be approved, furnished and monitored by a 
representative of the Muleshoe Independent School District.

Elementary students must score 90% or more in areas of 
Language Arts, Math, Social Studies and Science to advance to 
the next grade.

Secondary students receive credit by scoring 90% or better on 
tests in individual classes, (i.e. English I)

Parents or legal guardians must notify the principal of the 
intention to test at least 30 days before the date of testing. 
Elem entary Students

Students in grades 1-5 must meet these three requirements to 
be accelerated:

1. The student scores 90 percent or above on the criterion- 
referenced test for the grade level to be skipped in each of the 
following areas: language arts, mathematics, science, and social 
studies;

2. A District representative recommends that the student be 
accelerated; and

3. The student’s parent or guardian gives written approval of 
the acceleration.

High School and Junior High Students
To receive credit in an academic subject in grades 6-12 in 

which the student has received no prior instruction will require 
that the student score 90 percent or above on the test.

Muleshoe ISD will provide 3 testing days for acceleration 
purposes between July 1, and December 31, and 3 days between 
January 1 and June 30, annually.

The dates for Spring testing for 1999 will be June 10, 11,12, 
1999.

The Principal of the school must be notified of the intention to 
test by May 8, 1999.

The dates for the Fall testing for 1999 will be August 3, 4, 5,
1999.

The Principal of the school must be notified of the intention to 
test by June 29, 1999.

The dates for Spring testing for 2000 will be June 8, 9, 10,
2000.

The Principal of the school must be notified of the intention to 
test by May 8, 2000.

G ROUND WATER MANAGEMENT TIPS For Water Week from Bailey County Extension

Underground Pipelines
More than 10,000 miles of 

underground pipeline have 
been installed within the High 
Plains Underground W ater 
Conservation District No. 1 
service area to reduce water 
losses caused by deep percola­
tion and evaporation from open, 
unlined earthen ditches. Stud­
ies by the W ater D istric t 
indicated water losses of 10 to 
30 percent per each 1,000 feet 
of ditch. The total water loss 
per foot of ditch in a 2,000 hour 
irrigation season averages 
about 5,000 gallons of water. 
Center Pivot 
Sprinkler Systems

High-pressure above-line 
discharge center pivot sprin­
kler systems had an irrigation 
application efficiency of about 
60 percent. Wind drift and 
evaporation losses equaled 
about 40 percent. The High 
Plains W ater D istric t has 
worked with agricultural re­
searchers, p roducers, and 
manufacturers to convert these 
systems to partial dropline of 
full dropline LEPA center pivot 
systems. As a result, very few 
of the high-pressure systems 
are in operation today.

The partial dropline center 
pivot discharges water between

the top of the pivot and the 
ground. The irrigation applica­
tion efficiency of this type of 
system is about 80 percent. 
Wind drift and evaporation 
losses are about 20 percent of 
the water pumped.
LEPA Center Pivot 
Sprinkler Systems 

A center pivot sprinkler sys-

low pressure in the furrow, 
wind drift and evaporation 
losses are virtually eliminated. 
As a result, only five percent of 
the water pumped through the 
system is lost. Most irrigators 
use furrow dikes and/or chisel­
ing in the furrow beneath the 
LEPA system to maximize the 
uniform water application.

and emitters are used to ap­
p ly  slow , f re q u e n t 
applications o f w ater to the 
soil d irec tly  su rround ing  
p lan t roots. W ater losses 
caused by evaporation, deep 
percolation, and runoff are 
virtually eliminated. Drip ir­
rigation can save as much as 
30 to 40 percent o f the water 
required by some other types 
of irrigation to provide the 
plants with an equal amount 
o f water.

In response to producer in­
terest in the latest irrigation 
technology, the High Plains

Water District has just in­
s ta lled  a d rip  irr ig a tio n  
demonstration plot in Deaf 
Smith County, Texas. These 
demonstration plots are in­
stalled to give area producers 
the opportunity to learn more 
about drip irrigation and how 
to use it in crop production. 
Previous sites have been in­
stalled in Hockley, Lubbock 
and Lynn Counties.
Soil Moisture Monitoring 

Soil moisture monitoring 
is a sim ple, cost-effective 
technique producers can use 
to improve their irrigation 
w ater m anagem en t. Soil

moisture monitoring devices, 
such as gypsum blocks and re­
sistance m eters, and 
tensiometers, help producers de­
termine how much water they 
need to apply during an irriga­
tion to fill the root zone soil 
profile. This reduces the likeli­
hood of applying too much or 
too little water.
Furrow Dikes 

The formation of small earthen 
dams in the furrow helps conserve 
precipitation or irrigation water that 
would otherwise run off the field.
