Defense Dowsize Shuffles Jobs
Since 1988, Congress has 

recommended closing or reorga­
nizing more than 500 military 
bases in the United States - sev­
en of them en of them in Texas. 
Jobs were lost, but local econom­
ic development strategies re­
stored jobs and created others.

Chase Field Naval Air Station 
in Beeville was closed in 1993, 
costing the area 1,801 jobs. 
Since that time, 3,219 jobs have 
been created and/or restored at 
the facility. Similar results were 
seen with the closure of Carswell 
AFB in Ft. Worth where new jobs 
more than made up for the mili­
tary jobs that were lost when the 
base was reorganized.

Other installations which did 
not fare as well include Bergstrom 
AFB in Austin, Reese AFB in 
Lubbock and Kelly AFB in San 
Antonio.

TNRCC pushes City 
to fix sewer plant

Hot weather stimulates unwanted algae

The City of Eldorado has two 
months to respond to a letter from 
the Texas Natural Resource Con­
servation Commission (TNRCC) 
concerning regulatory compliance 
issues at the city’s sewage treat­
ment plant. City Administrator Ran­
dy Mankin reported to the City 
Council at Monday night’s regular 
meeting that the TNRCC had cit­
ed the city for not complying with 
discharge standards and had given 
the city 60-days to formulate a plan 
to address the issue. Mankin said 
the problem is one faced by most 
small towns in West Texas during 
hot sum m er m onths, runaway 
growth of algae in the sewer ponds.

M ayor John N ikolauk  ex ­
pressed  his frustra tion  with 
TNRCC to the council members 
in attendance, saying that in recent 
years the city had tried numerous 
plans to deal with the algae prob­
lem including aeration, recirculation, 
chemical treatment and the expan­
sion of the facility. Most recently, 
the mayor explained, city crews had 
introduced fish into the plant in an 
attempt to control the algae growth. 
Nikolauk complained that TNRCC 
is always able to point out prob­
lems but never offers helpful solu­

tions.
Mankin told the council he had 

already been in contact with the 
city’s engineer, David Todd of 
Abilene, and that Todd would be 
discussing with TNRCC represen­
tatives the best way to address the 
noncompliance issue. Mankin spec­
ulated that a letter to the agency 
pointing out that the city continues 
to try new procedures, like the fish 
mentioned by Mayor Nikolauk* 
might satisfy the agency until cool­
er weathet*pnds the algae’s growth 
cycle.

At that point Nikolauk noted 
that he plans to send a separate 
letter to TNRCC’s Austin office, 
inviting the agency’s input on ad­
dressing the algae problem.

Present for the meeting were 
Mayor Nikolauk and council mem­
bers Toni Sudduth, Eddie Rodrigu­
ez, Robert Bybee, Sherry L u x  and 
Richard Mendez. Mayor Pro-tem 
Tommy Minor was absent.

School trustees meet, ponder 
enrollment downturn

The Schleicher County ISD 

board of trustees met Monday 
evening August 7th and voted to 
officially hire George Blanch as 
the district’s new superintendent. 
They also appointed Blanch to 
serve as the school’s chief invest­
ment officer.

Present at the meeting were 
trustees Phil McCormick, Kurds 
Homer, Sam Whitten, Jr., Steve 
Sessom and Eddie Albin. Trustees 
Jo H elen K otsch and B erta 
Nicholson were absent.

One of Supt. B lanch’s first 
challenges will be to guide the 
trustees in adopting a new budget 
and setting a tax rate to service 
that budget. That task may be 
complicated by the fact that stu­

dent enrollment is expected to de­
cline this year, negatively impact­
ing the amount of funding the 
school receives from the state.

Helping the funding equation, 
however, is the fact that the dis­
trict’s tax base is higher this year, 
largely due to increased oil and gas 
valuations. The trustees noted that 
fact as they voted to certify the 
2000 appraisal roll provided to the 
district by Ray Ballew, chief ap­
praiser of the Schleicher County 
Appraisal District. The tax roll is 
up 4.4 percent over last year at 
$157,510,770.00.

Online bidders from the United 
Kingdom, New York, California, 
Connecticut, California and all cor­
ners of Texas were among the suc­
cessful buyers at the July 22 Un­
claimed Property Auction.

“The Internet simulcast of Tex­
as’ annual traditional-style Un­
claimed Property Auction was an 
unqualified success,” Rylander 
said.

“Seventy-one auction lots were 
sold to online bidders, for a total of

$34,501. Though no state had ever 
before held an Internet simulcast 
of an unclaimed property auction, 
I am delighted to report that Texas 
pulled it off without a hitch.”

The History of Texas License Plates
The idea of requiring an auto­

mobile to display its own individual 
insignia originated in New York in 
1901. Back then, the 954 vehicle 
owners in that state were required 
to place the initials of the owner’s 
name on the back in a conspicuous 
place. Some people painted the ini­
tials on the body of the car. Others 
painted the information on a piece 
of wood or metal and fastened it to 
the vehicle. Such a device evolved 
into our present day license plates.

Texas began the registration of 
vehicles in 1907. The law stated 
that owners of vehicles should reg­
ister them with the county clerk, 
who would write their names in 
consecutive order in a book. Num­
bers were issued in the order of 
their registration. The figures had 
to be at least six inches in height 
and displayed in a prominent place 
on the vehicle.

Owners paid the county clerk 
fifty cents for the registration. 
Only one plate was required and 
it had no date on it. Some drivers 
had wooden plates with hand 
painted numbers. Others went to 
a blacksmith shop and had a li­
cense plate made. Iron frames 
covered with leather were be­
coming popular in larger cities so 
some northern firms started mak­
ing the blanks and selling them in 
stores throughout the country. 
N um bers m ade o f alum inum  
(probably apartment-type figures) 
were attached to the leather by 
spread-type cotter pins. In 1916, 
ceramic numbers became popular.

The Texas legislature approved 
the establishment of a state high­
way department in 1917. One of 
the department’s responsibilities 
was to handle vehicle registration. 
The annual registration fee was $3 
for each motorcycle and 35 cents

per horsepower for a motor vehi­
cle with a minimum fee of $7.50. 
In addition to the license plate, a 
seal reading ’’Registered Motor 
Vehicle, Texas” had to be displayed 
on the radiator of each motor vehi­
cle or the front of each motorcy­
cle. The same license plates were 
displayed year after year, but the 
radiator seals had to be replaced 
annually. The license plates were 
black with white numbers. “TEX” 
was written vertically on the right 
side of the plates.

In 1920, the yearly renewal seal 
was changed from a round disk to 
a rectangular shape. In 1923, all 
existing Texas plates were declared 
void and new plates were issued 
to all vehicles. In 1925, the year of 
issuance was printed on the plates. 
In 1928, plates were manufactured 
with one plate showing the word 
“Front” and the other plate show­
ing the word “Rear.”

Letters were first issued in con­
junction with numbers on Texas 
plates in 1931. The letter A repre­
sented 100,000, B represented 
200,000 and so forth. The manu­
facturing of the license plates was 
undertaken by the state prison in 
Huntsville in 1935 and continues 
today. During World War Two, no 
new plates were issued, but small 
metal tabs had to be attached to 
the plates each year. In 1947 a 
shortage of license plates required 
the issuance of windshield stickers 
as evidence of registration.

In 1965, the issuance of person­
alized plates began and that trig­
gered an avalanche of all sorts of 
license plates saluting various 
groups. The new Texas plates are 
red, white and blue and depict a 
series of oil derricks, a starry night 
sky, a man on horseback and tum­
bleweeds. All good Texas symbols.

A subrogation claim results 
when an insurance company has 
paid a claim to its own policyhold­
er, then seeks to recover money 
from the party the company be­
lieves was at fault, Comyn said.

As part of the settlement the 
companies agreed not to charac­
terize any subrogation claim as a 
debt, credit obligation or other mat­
ter that could affect a person’s 
credit or credit rating report or to 
disclose any subrogation claim to 
any credit bureau. (

TPW rates dove hunting prospects good
AUSTIN, Texas — Conditions 

are ripe for better than usual hunt­
ing in the upcoming Texas dove 
season, according to wildlife offi­
cials. In a state that boasts a dove 
population of more than 40 million 
birds, that equates to plenty of 
wingshooting action.

Mourning dove seasons will be 
as follows:

• North Zone: Sept. 1-Oct. 30
• Central Zone: Sept. 1-Oct. 

17 and Dec. 26-Jan. 7
• South Zone: Sept. 22-Nov. 

5 and Dec. 26-Jan. 9 (closes Jan. 
5 in the special white-winged dove 
area).

Shooting hours are one-half 
hour before sunrise to sunset. The 
daily bag limit is 15 dove in the ag­
gregate.

The white-winged dove season 
is Sept. 2 ,3 ,9  and 10 in the Special 
White-winged Dove Area of South

Texas. Bag and possession limits 
are 10 white-winged, mourning and 
white-tipped doves in the aggre­
gate, including no more than five 
mourning doves and two white- 
tipped doves per day. Shooting 
hours are noon to sunset.

”We expect hunting success to 
be as good or better than last year,” 
said Jay Roberson, Texas Parks and 
W ildlife dove program  leader. 
“We’ve received reports of good 
numbers of birds except in the west 
central part of the state where a 
prolonged drought may have hurt 
production and doves tend not to 
persist in areas without adequate 
feed.”

Texas boasts a fall dove popu­
lation of more than 40 million birds, 
more than half of which are pro­
duced annually. In addition, sever­
al million more migrant doves from 
bordering states to the north make 
their way across Texas each fall. 
Last season, 393,000 Texas dove 
hunters spent a combined 1.2 mil­
lion days afield and took 4.5 million 
birds.

”1 believe those numbers will go 
up this year,” Roberson added, “but 
it really depends on the weather 
we get between now and the sea­
son opener.”

Cold fronts in late August tend 
to push locally produced doves 
south, and more rain means the 
dove may disperse over a greater 
area, making it tougher on hunters 
hoping to concentrate their efforts 
around stock tanks, he explained.

Need a place to hunt? For the 
price of a $40 Annual Public Hunt­
ing Permit, hunters can access dove 
hunting on 48,000 acres of TPW 
public dove leases. Funds generat­
ed by the sale of permits are used 
to purchase these hunting rights.

The 130 leases are scattered  
through all three dove zones; some 
cover more than 1,000 acres and 
the largest contains nearly 4,000 
acres. Annual Public Hunting per­
mits may be purchased wherever 
hunting licenses are sold.

White-winged dove hunters are 
reminded that a $7 white-winged 
dove stamp is required to hunt 
whitewings anywhere in Texas and . 
that whitewing populations are ex­
panding throughout much of the 
Central and South Zones.

’’White wing popylations contin­
ue to expand across the state, es­
pecially in urban areas,” said Rob­
erson, who noted breeding now as 
far north as Lubbock and Wichita 
Falls.

Dove hunters can avoid taking 
any chances by purchasing the 
Super Combo license package, 
which for $49 includes resident 
hunting and fishing licenses plus all 
seven special stamps. Purchased** 
separately, the package would cost 
$91. Persons 65 years of age or 
older may purchase the resident 
Senior Super Combo license for 
$25 which offers the same privi­
leges as the Super Combo license 
and is available this year for the 
first time.

Hunters are also reminded to 
renew their hunting licenses, which 
expire Aug. 31, before heading out 
on opening day. Dove hunters must 
answer Harvest Information Pro­
gram questions while buying their 
license.

HIP certification will be print­
ed on the license at the time of pur­
chase after a brief series of ques- 
tions have been answered. Lifetime *  
license holders must also be HIP- 
certified in order to hunt migratory 
birds. .

Schools. The letter stated that the 
selection criteria included the re­
quirement that an individual have 
at least 10 years service as an in­
structor and that the honoree be 

0 deceased. The formal dedication 
for this memorial was held July 26, 
2000 at the Brayton Fire Training 
Field in College Station, Texas.

Listed among the honorees was 
my father, Palmer West.

Gene and I attended the formal

dedication of the memorial where 
231 former instructors were hon­
ored. The event was held in con­
junction with this year’s Municipal 
Texas Fire Training School.

The advisor and director of the 
school, Dr. G. Kemble Bennett, 
opened the memorial services by 
stating that the names on the wall 
were those of firefighters who 
gave of their time over the past 70 
years to make the training school 
what it is today, an institution of 
learning that resulted in a strong 
firefighter family and life-long 
friendships. He explained that 
Guest Instructors’ salary are dou­
bled each year which turns out to 
be the same “Zero Dbllars” - True 
Volunteerism. Dr. Bennett said 
when the school started in 1930, 
before the days of liability and law­
suits, the firemen would pitch their 
welding torches and tools in the 
back of their pickup and head for 
the training site and start building. 
Today the training site hosts schools 
for firefighters from around the 
world. The schools are sponsored

The fourth annual Safe Wire 
Event will begin on Tuesday, Au­
gust 1st in Wall. This year, the 
event will run a full month ending 
at moon on Thursday, August 31st. 
The wire Recycling Event is the 
only known event of its kind in West 
Texas and the participation has 
been phenomenal

In 1999, Commercial Metals 
baled the wire and metal and used 
fourteen dump trucks to transport 
the vales to Odessa for recycling. 
Barbed wire has been brought into 
these events that dated from the 
1880’s, indicating the length of time 
farmers and ranchers have been 
storing wire that had outlived it’s 
usefulness. The 1999 event collect­
ed a much larger amount of scrap 
metal than previous years: cisterns,

water troughs, windmills, household 
appliances, fence posts, cattle 
guards, corrugated sheet metal, 
etc. Because of the high level of 
participation, the long distances that 
many participants traveled, and the 
large amount of wire collected at 
the first three events, sponsors are 
very willing to participate in the 
2000 event.

last year, will be $1.2584 per $100 
valuation. That’s down significantly 
from the $1.3499 rate the district 
levied last year.

You Can’t Be Too Careful When 
Protecting Your Kids

QUESTION: I have a 
friend who guards her kids as 
if they were in mortal danger.
I feel like I should let mine 
spread their wings a little, 
even though they’re only 9 and
II years of age. Who do you 
think is right?

DR. DOBSON: Two de­
cades ago I would have suggest­
ed that you give them space, be­
cause overprotection of children 
creates some characteristic prob­
lems. Today, however, I have to 
agree with your friend. The envi­
ronment in which kids are being 
raised has changed dramatically 
in recent years. Unspeakable dan­
gers haunt our schools and streets 
that were almost unheard-of a 
generation ago.

Yesterday’s fam ilies d idn’t 
worry much about drive-by shoot­
ings, illegal drugs, sexual molest­
ers and kidnappers. When I was 
a kid in the early 1950s, my folks 
were more concerned about a dis­
ease called polio than all sources 
of violence combined. As a 10- 
year-old, I moved freely around 
my hometown. If I was a half- 
hour late coming home for dinner, 
the Dobson household was not 
seized by panic.

But now we worry about our 
kids playing in the front yard. In­
deed, little Polly Klaas was ab­
ducted in 1993 from her bedroom 
where she was surrounded by 
friends, and then was brutally 
murdered for the perverse plea­
sure of her killer. When that hor­
rible news broke, a collective 
shudder was felt by every loving 
parent in the nation. Three years 
later, beautiful little 6-year-old 
JonBenet Ramsey was sexually 
assaulted and beaten to death in 
the basement of her own home 
on Christmas night, 1996.

Between these two tragedies, 
and in the years since, tens of thou­
sands of other children have been

murdered or abducted. During my 
term of service on the Attorney 
General’s Board on Missing and 
Exploited Children, I was dis­
mayed by what I saw happening 
to innocent boys and girls.

There was a time when the 
culture interceded on behalf of 
kids to protect them from anything 
harmful or immoral. Movies were 
censored, music was monitored 
and young couples were chaper­
oned. But this generation is ex­
posed to every kind of evil and 
violence. Some boys and girls live 
in a combat zone. Indeed, a child 
in the United States is 15 times 
more likely to be killed by gunfire 
than one growing up in Northern 
Ireland! More American children 
are shot per year than are police 
officers!

Parents in some inner-city 
neighborhoods make their kids 
sleep in bathtubs to protect them 
from  stray bu lle ts  crash ing  
through the walls. Some mothers 
keep short leashes on their little 
ones when walking through malls 
to protect them from potential 
molesters. Instruction is given to 
wide-eyed preschoolers on how 
to scream when approached by a 
stranger, and how to report un­
welcome touches. Many children 
spend their after-school hours 
behind bolted doors and barred 
windows. That is the way it is in 
most Western nations today, and 
especially in the United States.

How can you as a parent pro­
tect your precious children? By 
watching them every moment! 
Never leave them in the care of 
those whom you don’t know per­
sonally and aren’t sure you can 
trust. Do not let teen-age boys 
baby-sit your girls. I know that is a 
controversial recommendation, but 
I’ve seen too many tragic cases of 
abuse resulting from masculine ad­
olescence and the sexual curiosity 
that is typical of that age. Walk your

kids to and from school or the 
school bus. Pick them up on time. 
Watch for any unusual behavior 
that may signal sexual abuse or 
molestation from neighbors or 
child care workers. Protect them 
at every turn.

Does that sound unneces­
sarily cautious? Just remember 
this: The average pedophile 
abuses 150 children in the 
course of a lifetime. Each sex­
ual exploitation lasts for seven 
years, typically, before the truth 
comes to light. Boys and girls 
are often too intimidated-to call 
for help. Don’t give a child abus­
er a shot at your kids.

As for your own anxieties, I 
suggest that you take them to 
the Lord in prayer. He loves 
your girls even more than you 
do, and I believe he will help you 
take care of them. Hold their 
names before him every day in 
prayer. Commit to intercede not 
only for their physical safety, but 
also for their spiritual welfare. 
Then when you’ve done every­
thing you can to be a good par­
ent, put your children in God’s 
hands and let him help you car­
ry the burden.

kin said billing problems and other 
issues relating to service had fig­
ured in his decision.

U tility Superintendent Jack 
Dean then informed the council 
about curb and gutter work being 
carried out by the Texas Depart­
ment of Transportation (TxDOT) 
near the intersection of East Street 
and U.S. Highway 190. Dean said 
that Reece Albert Construction is 
carrying out the work for TxDOT 
and that the project should be end­
ing soon.

The council then entered into 
executive session pursuant for the 
discussion of personnel matters and 
emerged into open session without 
any action being taken on the sub­
ject.

The council then approved the 
minutes of the July 10,2000 meet­
ing, the July Tax Report, the July 
Financial Report, and ordered all 
current bills paid. A budget amend­
ment was then approved allowing 
for the transfer of various funds 
within the city’s budget 1999-2000.

By unanimous vote the council 
next approved three resolutions re-, 
lated to participation with Schleich­
er County in obtaining grants for 
the purpose of extending sewer 
service and upgrading water ser­
vice in the Orient Heights Addition. 
The project is a cooperative effort 
between the city and county al­
though the affected area lies out­
side the city limits. Should the 
grants be awarded, the city’s par­
ticipation in the project will amount 
to $39,400.50 in cash, $14,150.00 
of in-kind services (labor) and the 
waiving of sewer tap fees in the 
amount of $3,375.00. The neigh­
borhood would then be receiving 
water, gas and sewer services from 
the city.

A handout noted that the city’s 
landfill had received an average of 
19.04 tons of garbage per day. Of 
this amount, 75 percent was hauled 
from neighboring communities with 
20 percent arriving in the city’s 
garbage truck The remainder was 
came to the landfill in other private 
vehicles and was attributed largely 
to Schleicher County residents.

City Secretary Carolyn Mayo 
then distributed budget worksheets 
to each of the council members. 
Mayo briefly reviewed the work­
sheets and compared budgeted 
amounts in previous years with to­
tals actually spent in those years. 
As the council looked over the pre­
liminary numbers Randy Mankin 
asked for the council’s input as the 
new budget is developed. As dis­
cussion turned to employee evalu­
ations and the possibility of pay rais­
es, the council entered into execu­
tive session. The emerged into open 
session at 9:10 p.m., taking no ac­
tion on the subject and the meeting 
immediately adjourned.
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
