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Disorders
Represent Real
Problems Today

Mental disorders today represent
a real problem, declares Dr. Geo.
W. Cox, State Health Officer, and
it is estimated that more than 50
per cent of all hospital beds are
filled by persons suffering from
mental or nervous diseases.

It thus appears that modern civ-
ilization is exacting a terrific toll.
High speed living, with its cruel
exactions upon nature, is respons-
ponsible for a large part of the
trouble. But improper personal
conduct must also shoulder much
of the blame. The fact is that near
ly 50 per cent of the patients en-
tering hospitals for mental dis-
orders are there because of organic
or toxic causes. :
For example, general paralysi
is the direct cause of one-fifth of
the mental troubles in males en-
tering hospitals and one-tenth of
the disorders for all groups. This
condition is an organic disease of
the brain and in fact is one of the
late stages of syphilis. It is a pre-
ventable disease. Early and ef-
fective treatment if acquired sy-
philis will block the end results of
general paralysis- in- the insanre.

Dr Cox said that excesses and
syphilis combined are responsible
for approximately one-fifth of the
hospitalized insanities. Neverthe-
less improper living habits con-
tinue to- impair many brains. In-
sufficient sleep, neglect of bodily
care, and a consistent over forcing
of nervous energy are the pitfalls
to avoid in this connection.

Nature demands that her funda-
mental laws be at least reasonably
observed. A constant outraging of
the physiological economy takes
its toll not only in bodies but in
minds also. Insanities and lesser
nervous disorders could be spect-
time when corrections can be made
to the best advantage.

Better management of grazing land
means better forage for livestock and
increased protection of soil on the
range and on adjacent cropland, ac-
cording to the War Food Administra-
tion. Under a war emergency these
contribute to increased food pro-
duction.

Range in the 17 Western States cov-
ers more than three-quarters of a bil-
lion acres, some 40 percent of the
total land area of the United States.
These uncultivated and unfertilized
regions, on which grow native grasses
and other forage plants, support about
73 percent of the sheep and goats
raised in this country and 53 percent
of the beef cattle, plus other livestock.
If the range-is to continue cfficient
livestock production, it cannot 'be
grazed beyond the ability of the plants
to survive.

Many factors are involved in proper
utilization of range land—rotation
grazing, natural reseeding ‘through
deferred grazing, artificial reseeding
by drilling, broadcasting, or harrowing
in suitable locations, development of
properly spaced, adequate, and .de-
pendable water supplies, eradication
of destructive plants, proper fencing
to facilitate uniform distribution of
stock, and water-spreading measures
to divert run-off water and prevent
erosive action.

Employment of these and other range
practices is dependent upon the char-
acter of the land and its problems.

Some range-management plans may
require only a few practices, while
others will need many in order to
return the range soil to its original
fertility and stability. While natural
reseeding is the most practical means
of obtaining range recovery, in cases
where sufficient remnants of desirable
forage plants do not remain, artificial
reseeding has been found highly suc-
cessful. Late autumn is considered
the best time for reseeding except on
high mountains where summer rains
make July or August the favored pe-
riod. The best conditions for reseed-
ing are ample soil moisture, level or
gently sloping topography, deep, fer-

A direct benefit of reseeding is the
increased production of palatable for-
age, due partly to a heavier total yield
and partly to the substitution of
palatable grasses for weeds and other
less valuable plants. Management of
reseeded range should not differ
greatly from that of native grass
ranges, says WEFA.

Assistance in carrying out a grazing-
land management plan is available to
ranchers under the conservation pro-
gram administered by the Agricultural
Adjustment Agency. As an example
of results being obtained, 19,378,000
acres of range land were reseeded by
deferred grazing in 1942, under this
program, compared with only 36,847
acres in 1936 when it began, a fifty-

two-fold increase.

These clovers may be planted
with oats at oat planting time.
After the oats have been drilled in
as usually done, the drill box is
cleaned out and closed to a small
opening for -the clover seed. The
clover is then drilled very shallow
not more than 1 or 1 1-2 inches
deep over a part of the field where
oats have already been drilled in.

Most of the questions arising
about how these clovers behave
under conditions such as  drought,
time of planting, freeze resistance,
ete. can be answered by comparing
it to oats. The requirements for
moisture and other factors for
successfully growing the clovers
are much the same as for oats.

B. E. Moore has agreed to take
the checks or money from all far-
mers who desire this seed and will
mail the order Wednesday, Sept-
ember 20.
